Description
When the author gives a description of something; used to set parameters and contain the subject they are talking about.

Narration
Telling a bit of a story about the subject; manipulates time- can speed time up or slow time down

Process/Analysis
A step-by-step process; set up in chronological order

Definition
The essay deals with a term and challenges the connotation of that meaning throughout the essay; redefines a term/ idea to contribute to the larger argument at hand.

Example/Illustration
Examples and illustrations are used as a means to make ideas more concrete and to make generalizations more specific  and detailed.

Comparison/Contrast
Comparing two things their similarities and/or differences 

Cause/Effect
The reason why something happens and what its effect is on that thing

Logos-appeal to logic or reason
Ethos-appeal to authority 
Pathos-appeal to emotion or passion

Example: The Essay Component

Thesis: In the essay, Gals and Dolls : The Moral Value of “Bad” Toys , Marni Jackson expresses that  often parents fears are greater than the fears of children with regards to gender-themed toys. 

Comparison and Contrast: 
1. good toys vs. bad toys para 4-5, 
2. boys toys vs. girls toys;

Narration: draws the reader into her greater argument by making her essay relatable 
1. little girls talking about Barbie
2. Son-guns
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Department store: what the people said about the Ken as they walked in 

Logos
1. Alice Miller – psychoanalyst 
2. Hitler
3. He gross statistics of Barbie’s and their rate of sales

On the exam make sure to provide proof and explanations for each quotation. 

The Response Component:
