· Sunday school and church: mild satire

· Aunt Polly’s remedies- hydrotherapy

· Humor
· Tom imagining his death and being mourned- gets soaked
· Tom’s gaffe when asked to give the name of the first two apostles
· Incident in church with the pinchbug and dog 
· Subversion of Robin Hood’s death scene
· Pirate who decide not to steal
· Imagination
· Play-act 
· war games, Robin Hood, Pirate, aboriginals
· Convinces himself that he feels ill when just feigning illness (tooth ache leads to hurt toe) 
· Always thinks about multiple possibilities to attract the attention of Becky
· Huckleberry Finn
· Dreaded by mothers, admired by children
· Never had to wash, put on clean clothes, go to school/church
· Could stay up,  swear
· “Romantic outcast”- everyone views him as spectacular, fond of him, admirable but is an outcast as he is so different from every respectable boy 
· He wears rags, sleeps rough, Father in an alcoholic
· Muff Potter and Widow Douglas have been nice to him although no one has ever welcomed him 
· Troubled by Muff Potter taking the blame for the doctor’s death 

· Tom is believed dead twice (once drowned, once lost in the caves)
· Tom and Huck spy on Injun Joe and become party to two secrets
· Who killed the doctor
· Injun Joe’s existence 
· Social criticisms
· 174-175
· Joke at the expense of modern day aristocracy
· Ending
· Rise and fall of civilization- whole point was to provide water for Injun Joe
· Victorian weddings often end with a wedding, in Twain’s “conclusions” he mentions he can not do that with juveniles however Tom has told Huck to come live with him and his bride and a wedding cake appears later 
· Last chapter: Tom convinced Huck to gain respect by staying with/ living with his adopted parent in order to join Tom’s group of robbers 
· PLOT
· Tom plays hokey from school and dirties clothes in a fight and is forced to white wash the fence as punishment
· Persuades his friend to trade him small treasure for the privilege of doing his work (exploits Ben Rogers) 
· Trades the tickets given out on Sunday school for memorizing the bible in order to claim a Bible as a prize
· Loses glory when he incorrectly answers that the first two disciples are David and Goliath 
· 

The Wind in the Willows
(COME BACK TO THIS) 
· Travel/ urge to escape
· Growth/ greater self- knowledge
· Fantasy 
· Anthropomorphism 
· Assignment of human characteristics, motivation, or behavior to something that is non human 
· Satire
· Mode of writing that exposes the failings of individuals, groups, institutions, or even societies to ridicule or scorn 
· Areas: River and Riverbank, the Wild Wood, the Wild World 
· Season begins as Spring (birth/ re-birth, new beginnings)
· Toad- wealthy  (uninterested in effects his lifestyle has on others)
· “toad in his vanity”
· dresses as washerwoman- but also woman (humiliating)- bargewoman throws toad in water 
· Badger- upper middle class- represents own squirearchy 
· Rat- middle class 
· Mole- lower-middle class
· Working class- taking over toad hall represents the working class revolution 
· Three females (no animals): washerwoman, bargewoman, Gaoler’s daughter
· Toad and wild wooders- represent the anarchic, hedonistic part of our minds- unconscious that seeks only gratification (the ID)
· Rat is main poet/ storyteller 
· Toad- figuratively and literally “puffed up”- biologic protection, major ego
· “pan pipes”- friend and helper 
· socially conservative text but technologically progressive

- Misselthwaite Manor (Yorkshire, England)
· Secrets
· “Everything is a king of secret” at Misselthwaite 
· The garden
· Mary’s existence 
· Colin 
· Colin keeps picture of mother a secret 
· Growth/ improvement of characters
· “One feels 
· Omnipresence of Magic
· Christian science and new thought 
· Mrs. Sowerby describes it as present in all things, even creates human beings (association with God)
· Singing doxology (Christian hymn) 
· When Mary opens the window for Colin to breathe fresh air he jokes that they may hear “golden trumpets” – entrance to heaven 
· Mary says that the spring air makes Dickon feel as though “he could live forever and ever and ever”- eternal life 
· Paradise found on earth in nature- new thought
· Positive thinking- room for good if you take out the bad 
· Garden of Eden- Adam and Eve 
· Garden creates magical wakefulness- reawakening of the garden parallels the reawakening of Mary 
· Dickon Sowerby- “pieces of the moorland sky”(eyes), smells like “heather and grass and leaves as if he were made of them” god Pan figure “Yorkshire angel”- heaven and earth (god of nature)
· Fantasy
· Robin 
· Health and Outlook
· Hold positive thoughts in order for good things to happen- Master Craven 
· Disapproves medical intervention- Dickon believes the springtime will be better than a doctor for Colin 
· Colin not being able to stand is entirely a product of his negative thinking- if you wish to overcome your illness you can
· When thinking of the garden and nature and friendship they no longer concern themselves with contrariness or fear of becoming a hunchback and dying early 
· “live forever and ever”= enlightenment- drawn from nature- hugeness of landscape implies the hand of god- there is a force of intelligence infinitely larger than our own beging the composition of the world- if god exists, eternal life exists 
· turning negative thoughts into positive thoughts is responsible for Mary and Colin’s metamorphosis 
· Necessity of human companionship 
· Susan Sowerby: “Children who are unwanted never thrive” 
· Parallels garden
· Both ten years old, gardens been closed for ten years
· Impossible to determine if flowers are dead or alive because no one has cared for it (same with them- lifeless)

· Rose Larkin alienated 
· Hero’s Journey/ monomyth
· Call to adventure (quest) supernatural aid, threshold (begin), helper/mentor, challenges/temptations, abyss (death/rebirth)(revelation-something to overcome), transformation, atonement (desire to put things right), return 
· Protagonist must be willing to let go of the life he has planned so as to have the life that is waiting for him
· Identity crisis
· American civil war 
· Time passes faster in past
· Will is Dickon and Colin combined (begins as Dickon) 
· Aunt Nan and uncle Bob 
· QUEST- seeking knowledge to seeking Will himself 
· William Morrissay and Stephen Jerue 
· Change: Rose learns to be assertive and responsible (passive to active character, gains control over life)
· Challenges: crossing lake, escaping Mrs. Jerue, travelling without money, finding will in Washington, storm
