Occult/occulted: something which is hidden, except for the people inside living it (studied, trained, right knowledge to access it
Magic (k): magic form of entertainment), magik force of the world (same as form of electricity)
Black magic: bad (Africa)
White magic: good (Europe)
Culture: mutually agreed on is learned 
Taboo: makes you cringe
Mythology: mythos/logos, mythology is not false, very rich in content
Mythos is multiple meaning (poetry is a form of mythos & layers of implied knowledge)
Cosmology: “cosmos” the universe, a world view, how we perceive things
Axiology: comes from “axis” “axiom”: our values & how you act (axe: act)
Terminology Lecture: 
Witch: 
1. Anthropology: when they didn’t identify them as a religious organization
Witchcraft is a pejorative term
Spiritual healer/shaman/medicine man/ witch doctor (not used anymore)

2. Historically: the witch craze, the witch burning, witch hunt
The horrible things that these people did (they were linked to the devil)
16th-17th hundreds

3. Religious: contemporary
Witch is a religious identity (Wiccan) fastest growing religion
They have very little written work
They were often illiterate and preached orally

4. Goddess worship/feminist/witch: 
A fusion of political and religion 
The focus on the goddesses and not much on the gods

5. Satanism: (neo-Satanism) (1962): old toby is nickname 
Almost equal as god
Packs with the devil
Immanent: how a religion identify where they come from. (If god sees you, sees your tears, that’s an immanent view) undetermined location

Transcendent: primarily located away from earth, determined location

Emic (me): my own experience
Etic (it): the outside point of view, the external view

Liminal (ity): people/places/dates
· Neither one of the other
· Not black or white
· Its undefined 
· Engaged is liminal (not single-not married)
Social construction: created/built (race, gender role, linguicism), we like squares 
Profiling:
Witch: female, young (makes pacts to stay young), evil, Satan
Magician/wizard: male, old good, studying, (not born with it), (knowledge is power)
Warlock: waer loga: Oath breaker, male form of witch 
Sorcerer/ess: male/female, no age, evil or good, interpreters of fate, card reader, psychic, fortune teller


Ways of living: 
1. Huntergathers: (classically animists), small-scale societies, semi-nomadic/nomadic within a range, different seasons, different region, (range), don’t have art unless it has a purpose

2. Agrarian/agriculturist: planting by intention, bean/corn/squash: the three sisters, they would alternate in growing them, valuing the growth and crops, weather is important (praying for the floods, singular divinities on prayers, they’re usually polytheist or pantheist)

3. Urban setting:  is more than 200-300 living in the same area, start of specialization (includes religious specialists), priests (speciality is religion) vs. mothers or fathers talking about religion to their families, symbolic value of money comes from the urban setting

Mythohistoric: historical narrative, all start with a beginning point
Adama: earth (Adam made from the earth)
Lilith always wanted to be on top, so eve was made
Greek/romans were urban setting
Judaism believes paradise is here on earth
God: Zeus 
Athena: Goddess of wisdom & olives 
Terminology: 
Israelite/Judaism: monotheism, different calendar (BC,AD), our calendar is solar (theirs is lunar), semi-nomadic, hunter-gatherers, bi-lateral divine figure and people, one way flow of power in the past (Greek roman) covenant (responsible both side)
Abrahamic faith/peoples of the book: Jews, Christians, Muslims
Covenant: agreement from both parties
Ancient Egypt (pharaoh): incarnation of Osiris, divine blood
· His first wife was his half sister (had 40+ wifes)
· 1st wife (reincarnation of isis)
Akenaten: son of aken (they killed off Akenaten because of drought) started to attempt monotheism but didn’t
Roman: polytheist
Greek: pantheist
Jesus was jewish, easter was on Passover


Greeks: first manifestation as about Zeus not important but Hera
· Hera was supreme (was a goddess)
· First writing (Zeus was in power)
· Athena comes out of the head of her father Zeus 
· God/goddess can choose to come to Olympus in life form
· Greeks believe god/goddess could change form 
· Zeus had sex with underage boys (homosexuality didn’t exist)


Roman: 
· Hero becomes Jun
· Women had no standing 
· Men became genius’ when they had kids 
· Emperor was most powerful because offspring
· The emperor becomes a god
Treason: going against a government 
Heresy: acting against teachings of religion institutions 


· Roman Catholic whipped out the gnostic 
· Gnostic believed Jesus/god was so powerful he didn’t care about his people
· Earliest Christian symbol was fish (not cross)
· Fish because Jesus was a fisher of men
· Christianity was against Roman
Questions on readings + movie
Burning times: the inquisitions, not just to hunt down witches but to hunt down heresy, (homosexuality was heresy), 
· The inquisition still exists
· Reformation: reform
· Martin Luther: Protestant referendum
Malleus Maleficarium: hammer against witches, a book against witches, 2nd book on press (1st book was bible), sexual representation
Allopathic doctor: a medical doctor (went to school ex: university)
What stopped the witch craze was the scientific revolution 


· Women were known as wise women: witches
· Confusion of witch to Satanism 
· Women power was associated to death and darkness
· Halloween as to remember our pagan ancestors 
· Cauldron was life and power of women
· Witch (bend or shape) without drugs but rather chanting

Stage magicians are rarely women
Occult sciences to understand how god made the earth:
1. Alchemy
2. Kaballah/Golems 
3. Numerology/ Gematria 
God was like a cosmic match maker 
View of the world that everything is a mystery
Alchemy: (manipulation lead to gold) manifestation of getting rich if you could manipulate, that would be the secret of making something into value (morphing): one key to the universe
Kaballah: a twelfth century form of medieval mastication adopted by Christianity , red chord like what Madonna wears is red: distracts the evil eye (accidentally cursed: babies, SIDS) 
· What is they key to the universe 
· Studied by married men over 40 jewish
· Esoteric Jewish
· Resurrecting the dead (adama to adam) (earth to life)
Golems:  (resurrecting something with no life to life) Frankenstein was a Jewish story
Numerology/ Gematria: no distinctive value to volume or amount, the surpreme knoing stuff we don’t know
Arabic numbers way ahead of Europe (number’s only 1,2,3,4,5), roman numerals (number and letters)



Modalities of worship: 
How people interact what they procedure as supernatural, ritualized lords
Under three categories: 
1. Supplication: “Hierarchal”: a top to bottom worship< a structure of relationship, a covenant relationship (Christianity)
To supplicate: is to ask humbly from the divine/pray
2. Magical: (not the same hierarchy, but rather recipes) commanding or requesting aid from the forces in the world. Can be from a god or nature. The power is in the divine.
3. Shamanic: there is no religion called shamanism
Shaman: one who works with spirits, understands spirits
Shinto: everything has spirit, sumo to entertain spirits, we don’t think of entertaining god, but rather be pleasing to him
NOT HIERCHICHAL, small-scale, nomadic, no singular divine figure, everything is equal, 
· Shamanic (continued): sacred place can be a field, a pile of rock, (not necessarily a building)
· The spirit remains through objects made of a spirit
· A table will conserve the spirit of the tree
· Everything has a right to live

Neo-pagan: (paganus): one who comes from the country less sophisticated, rural
· Wicca (n)- the religion
· Asatru (r)- PANTHEIST (scandanavian) old Germanic, scandanavian practices
· Druidry (druid)
· High priest/ess
· Gardnerian (founder of wicca)
· Alexandrians
Neo-pagan: new religion identity, modern paganism
Lots of subsets of neo-pagan
No institution, no pope, no head to these neo-pagan religions a lot of these are oral, so no real written book polytheist
Wicca (n): British isle, will say pagan or witches most often rather than say Wicca
Asatru (r): island, official state status (heaven?) 
Druidry: Celtic of the British isle (France, Spain…)
Coven: rarely more than a dozen people, there calendars have 8 big festivals, 13 months, the witches ball

Candle Lecture
Semiotics: study of signs and symbols
Symbols vs. signs 
· Signs: univocal, only have one meaning

· Symbol: multivocal (entailment) correspondences, one thing equals something 
· An understood meaning
Candle process: sexes, colour of candle, name, DOB, function, dress, light, time, words


Satanism- modern organisations (oldest 1966)
· Church of Satan: oldest of the modern
· People who like to pretend to worship Satan
· 1966-founder Anton Szander Lavey (from San Francisco)
· His daughter leaves and joins temple of set
Temple of set:
· 1971 founded by an early member of church of Satan 
· Very intellectual
· Michael Aquino + Lilith
· Egyptian god set
· Set is not the equivalent of Satan
· Set had a hippo head
· Don’t call themselves satanic, but setians
· Military intelligence (Lieutenant General)
· Biggest difference of set: set was a real figure 
· Literal and real
· No level do they ever kill, same with church of Satan 
· Xepering (kefering) to make yourself ass god-like as possible 
· Get what you want in life 
· Very hierarchal
· Strategies/ tactics- the power brocker
Church of Satan: name themselves Satanist’s
· Satan is a metaphor, not a real figure in life but a symbol
· Very sarcastic religion
· Self-indulgent/narcissistic 
Werewolf Order: (1986)
· Nikolas + Zena Shrek (zena is also a member of temple of set) Zena Levay was the daughter of Anton 
· Neo-satanic
· To make yourself as powerful as you can be
· Werewolf: shape-shifter
Satanism- Left-handed path (Hindu philosophy)
Left-handed paths: egoistic path, aelf-indulgent path
