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Response 
Personally, I believe that the truth and reconciliation commission is something that was very well thought in the way that it allowed pardon to those that had committed crimes against humanity but at the same time it would allow the “criminal” to realize what exactly the crimes were and it would give them a sense of shame for their actions. Though shame might not be enough of a punishment considering the devastation that the apartheid had, the ultimate goal here is to forgive and forget and I believe that for this to happen safely and without new problems arising, the truth and reconciliation commission was the right start.
