Part B: Conceptual definitions 
1. What do sociologists mean by the terms racial and ethnic group? What is the difference between them?

· Race: People who have been singled out as inferior or superior, on the basis of real or alleged physical characteristics, such as skin color, eye shape, or hair texture. (People, who have singled out as different, sometimes based on facial attributes (hair color, facial features and other physical attributes). 

· Ethnic Group: Collection of people, distinguished by others or by themselves, primarily based on cultural or nationality characteristics. 
· ascribed membership from birth, characterized by cultural traits and a relative sense of community
· language, religion, cultural features, NOT physical features 
· Race refers to physical characteristics and ethnicity refers to cultural features.

2. Define and show the difference between racism and ethnocentrism?

· Racism: 

· Ethnocentrism: It is the practice of judging all cultures by one’s own culture as the standard by which we judge and explain the behaviour of others; we all come from a culture and must use our familiar culture to make sense of the world. 
· Happens when we consider our culture as the only right/good one; ours is superior and is used as a frame of reference for negatively judging the behaviour of others. 
· Example: saying their culture is stupid and bizarre and it targets people of racial/ethnic minorities that are different. 

3. Define and show the difference between prejudice and discrimination?

· Prejudice: Negative attitude based on preconceived notions about members of a selected group OR preference over one group or person over another 
· comes from latin “prae”; before and “Judicum”; judgment ; PRE-JUDGEMENT	
· Bias against other groups/individual: usually based on negative outcomes from the individual/group
· pejuidce is maintained by stereotypes
· e.g. racism/sexism; students prefer female teachers/prof over males because they are nicer

· Discrimination: Actions or practices of dominant group members that have a harmful impact on members of a subordinate group. De jure: legal. De facto: informal. 
· Prejudice is an attitude, discrimination is the physical act.

4. Define and relate gender role and gender identity?

· Gender Role: Refers to the attitudes, behaviors, and activities that are seen as socially acceptable for each sex, learned through the socialization process.
 
· Gender Identity: A person’s perception of the self as male or female.
· Perception of a male or female. I am a boy so I am supposed to behave like a boy.  When you were young, you were told do behave a certain way. Wear certain type of clothing.
· You learn gender roles but you acquire your gender identity.

· Sexism: the subordination of one sex, usually female, based on the assumed superiority of the other sex.

Part C: Long Answer 
1. What are the forseen societal impacts of Peak oil as sketched in The End of Suburbia: Oil Depletion and the collapse of the American dream? Do you agree with this pessimistic prognosis?

The heavier, more expensive oil is deeper in the earth; in order to force it out you have to pump water, carbon dioxide, or natural gas. It results in a curve, when you start there is an increase of oil that keeps rising, then about halfway you reach a peak of how much you can extract, after that peak there begins a decline of the amount you can extract no matter how much effort you put forth. Right now we are at a peak, the world is producing the most oil is has ever produced. We will begin the arc of decline very shortly if not already. Social Impacts: Expensive heating, everything will need to be downsized, food prices will sky rocket, farming will become more labor intensive, there will need to be a better railroad system put into place, food will have to come locally, and dramatic increase in price of oil. Increase in price of oil, and it will have a devastating effect on suburbia, they will eventually have to realize that they can no longer live their lives in that way. It will create tremendous pressure on politics to solve the problem, and create stress on the political systems. 2. Define and give an example of all the types of racism?

a. Overt Racism: May take the form of a public statement about inferior members of a racial or ethnic group. Ex. Parents taught children racist views, kids came to school with racist symbols on their arms, made kids watch racist videos. 
b. Polite Racism: Attempt to disguise a dislike of others through behavior that outwardly is non-prejudicial. Ex. when minorities are denied jobs, assigned unpleasant tasks, or turned down for interviews.
c. Subliminal Racism: Subconscious racism that occurs when there is a conflict of values. Ex. Canada’s immigration policy.
d. Institutionalized Racism: Rules, procedures, and practices that directly or indirectly promote, sustain, or entrench differential advantage or privilege for dominant group members. Ex. The practice of word of mouth recruitment. 
e. Systemic Racism: A term that refers to the practices, rules, and procedures of social institutions that have the unintended consequence of excluding minority group members. 

3. Why is it hard for sociologists to define a family in this day and age?

The term family means different things to different people. What constitutes a family is widely debated. Some families in Canada, children spend most of their time in communal schools where they spend more time with community then parents, in this case the community is family. Some Aboriginal families have their children taken care of by their extended family members which can be seen as neglect, but it is normal to them. Their family is uncles, aunts, and grandparents. Gay men and women also do not have traditional family styles, they often have families we choose. Unique groups will define their families based on factors such as socioeconomic background, immigrant status, religious beliefs, or cultural practices. Family was originally defined as a group of people related to each other by marriage, blood, or adoption. People challenged this definition because it did not match family lifestyle in contemporary society. Families are relationships in which people live together with commitment, form an economic unit, care for any young, and consider their identity to be significantly attached to the group.
