Terms
· Ambarvalia was a Roman agricultural fertility rite held at the end of May in honor of Ceres.
· Ara Pacis is the Altar of Augustan Peace, after Augustus returned from Gaul.
· Ariminium 
· Arval Brethren were a body of priests who offered annual sacrifices to the Lares and gods to guarantee good harvests.
· Axilium  is the service owed to a lord.
· Colonia was originally a Roman Empire outpost established in conquered territory to secure it. Eventually, however, the term came to denote the highest status of Roman city.
· Dea Dia is a goddess of growth. She was sometimes identified with Ceres, and sometimes with her Greek equivalent Demeter. She was worshiped during Ambarvalia, a festival to Ceres
· Delatores is Latin for a denouncer, i.e. who indicates to a court another as having committed a punishable deed.
· Destination
· Fasces is a bundle of wood, possibly with an axe. Symbolized power and authority.
· Imperial province is a roman province during the principate. The Roman emperor can appoint any governor to it.
· Imperium maius is a person greater than a imperium, hallmark of emperors. 
· Senatorial province is a roman province, the senate appointed governors to these.
· Junian Latins are former slaves who had been freed informally and therefore had not received Roman citizenship along with their manumission
· Lares were guardians and deities of a location. Lares were believed to observe, protect and influence all that happened within the boundaries of their location or function.
· Lictor was a member of a special class of Roman civil servant, with special tasks of attending and guarding magistrates of the Roman Republic and Empire who held imperium, the right and power to command; essentially, a bodyguard.
· Legate is a general in the roman army, under the rank dux. 
· Ludi saeculares was a pagan celebration, involving sacrifices and theatrical performances, held in ancient Rome for three days and nights to mark the end of a saeculum and the beginning of the next. A saeculum, supposedly the longest possible length of human life, was considered as either 100 or 110 years in length. The Games were revived in 17 BC by Rome's first emperor Augustus
· Municipium was a social contract between municipes, the "duty holders," or citizens of the town. The duties, or munera, were a communal obligation assumed by the municipes in exchange for the privileges and protections of citizenship. Every citizen was a municeps.
· Numen refers to the guardian-spirit, 'godhead' or divine power of a living emperor—in other words, a means of worshiping a living emperor without literally calling him a god.
· Pater Patriae means the father of the country
· Pax Romana means roman peace, started after battle of Atricium – the defeat of mark Anthony by Octavian 
· Potesta tribunicia - the first Roman emperor, Augustus, was offered all of the powers of the tribunate without actually holding the office (tribunicia potestas).
· Proconsul was a governor of a province in the Roman Republic appointed for one year by the senate
· Procurator either a governor of a imperial province or a incharge of fiscal duties.
· Prefect is a commander of some shit, or honestly something of importance. or a representative of augustus in terms of ruling.
· Pieta is a person’s duty or obligation.
· Princeps means the first citizen, it was given to Octavian because king/dictator (rex) was too oppressive.
· Principate is a period of the princeps. 
· Res Gestae is the funerary inscription of the first Roman emperor, Augustus, giving a first-person record of his life and accomplishments. The Res Gestae is especially significant because it gives an insight into the image Augustus portrayed to the Roman people.
· Preatorian Guard/Preatorians was a force of bodyguards used by Roman Emperors.
· Rhine - The Romans viewed the Rhine as the outermost border of civilization and reason, beyond which were mythical creatures and wild Germanic tribesmen, not far themselves from being beasts of the wilderness they inhabited. Also viewed as the board of Gaul and Germanic people. 
· Severi Augustales  were an order of Roman priests (usually freeman) instituted by Tiberius to attend to the maintenance of the cult of Augustus
· Subject Stipendiary
· Teutoberg Forest  is in Germany, known for when an alliance of Germanic tribes led by Arminius of the Cherusci ambushed and decisively destroyed three Roman legions and their auxiliaries, led by Publius Quinctilius Varus.
· Vicomagistri are the college of officials, eventually appointed to monitor vici.
Laws and agreements
· Second triumvirate – Octavian + Anthony + Lepidus = lex titia 
· Lex titia – gave ^ the ability to make rules without the approval of the senate
· Peace of brundisium – ^ the three made peace with each other than divided land
· Treaty of Misenum – sextus allowed the flow of grain again, treaty between him and ST, gave him Sicily and another S.
· Conference of Tarentum – extends the ST
· Lex Julia de adulteriis coercindiis - This law punished adultery with banishment. The two guilty parties were sent to different islands
· Lex Julia de maritandis ordinibus -  Limiting marriage across social class boundaries
· Lex junia – related to freeing slaves
· Lex fufia canina – law that Augustus wanted, limits something with slaves’ freedom. Limited the amounts of slave that can be freed by the master
· Lex alia sentia – law Augustus wanted, slaves’ age mattered in relation to full citizenship.
· Lex poppea papia -  promoted marriage
· Julian papian laws – laws by julias
· First agreement – Augustus relinquished his power in state
