· Hints: prepare an answer in advance and practice writing it out from memory to replicate exam conditions
· To receive full marks you need to "score" 10 marks by clearly answering the question with 10 relevant points, which can be drawn from relevant concepts (e.g., populism, gender, class), theories (e.g., modernization, collective behaviour theory), or points of comparison, similarity and contrast (e.g., modernization theory focuses on the characteristics of individual countries, whereas dependency theory focuses on relationships between countries), arguments  (e.g., the wealth of rich countries is, in part, the product of their colonization and exploitation of poorer countries), facts or examples
· There are many ways to answer the questions well; don't try to write everything
· Good answers are usually 5 pages double-spaced, clearly written, and well-organized


Section III: Long-Answer Questions		ANSWER TWO		(10 marks each)
· Please write clearly and answer TWO of the following questions
· Answers should include at least TEN relevant points to receive full marks
· Answers should be in sentences and paragraphs and 4-5 double-spaced pages

1. Compare and contrast the three waves of the women's movement. Explain how liberal, left-wing, and radical feminism are used to make different claims about different types of inequality between men and women.  Explain the differences and similarities between the key issues/problems, claims/arguments, strategies/tactics, and the targets these movements focus on in their efforts to achieve social change. Use examples from class (e.g., discrimination, pay equity, child care, domestic labour, harassment, violence against women, pornography, sexual liberation, pro-choice, gender performance and identity issues).    


2. Compare and contrast the civil rights movement, anti-colonialism/black nationalism, and Aboriginal protest. Explain their use of the framework of the UN Commission on Human Rights. And explain the importance of "critical events," the "protest cycle," and radicalization. Explain the differences and similarities between the key issues/problems, claims/arguments, strategies/tactics, and the targets these movements focus on in their efforts to achieve social change. Use examples from class (e.g., Martin Luther King, Malcolm X, Black Panther Party, dependency theory on anti-colonialism, Oka crisis, and Idle No More).


3. Compare and contrast reformist environmentalism, radical environmentalism and environmental justice movements. Explain the differences and similarities between the key issues/problems, claims/arguments, strategies/tactics, and the targets these movements focus on in their efforts to achieve social change. Use examples from class (e.g., oil sands, pipeline, resource extraction, culture jamming, coffee trade, commodity fetishism, local food, fair trade, climate change, GMO seeds, local food, dolphin-safe tuna, anti-seal hunt campaign, DDT and malaria prevention).


4. Compare and contrast dependency theory and modernization theory. Explain how they begin with different ideas about the history of globalization. Explain the differences and similarities between their explanations of issues and problems related to global inequality. Explain the differences and similarities between their solutions to global problems.  Use examples from class (e.g., endemic hunger, free trade, fair trade, coffee trade/commodity fetishism, Arab Spring, national sovereignty, debt relief, social entitlements, export-processing zones, child labour, migrant labour, GMO seeds, Green Revolutions, local food).
