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· Conditional Release: generic term for leaving correctional institutions before warrant expires. Offender is subject to conditions: parole is one type of conditional release. 
· Release plan: plan setting out residential and educational treatments made for an inmate.
· Community Assessment: an evaluation of the feasibility of a release plan: ie. Supervision required, available resources in community. 
· Cold Turkey release: discharging an inmate without conditions or supervision. 
· Accelerated parole review: before 2009 anyone who did not commit a violent offence or drug offence and were not likely to re-offend could get an APR. which is pretty much a day parole after serving one sixth of their sentence. *this is no longer a law 
· It is rare to deny statutory release (parole after 2/3 of sentence) if they are denied they can apply to the National Parole Board (NPB) for a detention hearing. 
· Detention hearing: you need to have committed a serious crime that resulted in death or serious harm and there must be good reason to believe inmate will reoffend before warrant expires. (a lot of sexual offenders) 
· over 90% result in being detained! 
· Detention during a statutory release: confinement of high-risk federal offenders until the warrant expiry date. (ie. Not getting stat. release and when they are denied from the detention hearing) 
· One-chance statutory release: a release options that if offenders violate conditions of statutory release they are required to serve the remainder of their sentence in confinement. 
· Lifers on parole: not eligible for applying for UTAs or day parole until they are within 3 yrs of their sentence and are not eligible. *up to discretion of the judge
· Criticisms of parole board: 
· the appointed members: not required to have specific training, expertise in law – in the past they were appointed b/c of their political connections
· The absence of clearly defined release criteria: a lot of it is up to board’s discretion, they don’t have systematic way of weighing factors, and its been said that psychopathic offenders can “put on a good show” and get conditional release!
· The lack of feedback about decisions: board members don’t often get a follow up on how released offenders did on parole. They have no info on the outcome of their decisions, unless the inmate commits a high profile crime = only seeing the bad news can skew their perspectives and deny more people. 

Parole Board Decision Making
The Reintegration Process: all activity and programming conducted to prepare an offender to return safely to the community as a law-abiding citizen
Pains of Reentry: the difficulties that inmates released from prison encounter as they try to adjust to the life in the community 
· a newly released offender can feel like a stranger – inadequate, acutely self-conscious, and convinced that every person on the street can tell from appearance alone the he or she has been in prison
· most frequently mentioned problems facing offenders upon reentry are a lack of education and job skills, the absence of family support, poverty, and low self-esteem. Parolees often have problems finding employment
· the pains of reentry are likely experienced more acutely by offenders who have been incarcerated for a long time 

Reintegration of Special Offender Populations
Aboriginal Offenders: aboriginals tend to receive shorter sentences than non-aboriginals and to serve less time in confinement
Female Offenders: serve a lower proportion of their sentences than men before being released on parole and are better release risks than men
· women have greater health needs, are more likely to have experienced sexual or physical victimization prior to incarceration, are more likely to be a caretaker parent for children 
Sex Offenders: successful reintegration of sex offender may be assisted by relapse prevention programs in which the offender identifies both the patterns of his offences and the distorted rational used to justify them.
· offender is than taught to avoid the situations in which he or she is most likely to reoffend, and in particular the sequence of events that, once started, he or she may be able to stop. 

Parole Supervision
The Dual Role of Parole Officers
· supervise and monitor parolees for the period between release and warrant expiry
· first role: social casework approach, wherein the parole officers functions as a resource person and confidant to counter th pains of reentry that the parolee may experience
· second role: involves surveillance and the enforcement of parole conditions.
· Ex. contacting employer to verify employment, checking home to verify residence or compliance with curfews
Life Line Concept: battle for long-term offenders is coming to terms with the fact tha they will be incarcerated for a significant period – helping offenders achieve this goal 
· 3 components: in reach, community resources and public education 
Judicial Recognizance for Sex Offenders
· when federal sex offenders are detained during period of statutory release, they have a cold-turkey release and are not obliged to inform law enforcement or correctional agencies of their location 
· its most commonly used with pedophiles who have reached warrant expiry but still present a very high risk of offending against children under 14
· if so police officer presents reasonable grounds for this and offender must comply with additional set conditions 
Intensive Supervision Program
· designed for offenders on conditional release who have a history of violence and confinement in correctional institutions, exhibit little motivation to change, may have psychological disorders, and present a high risk of re offending 
Community Notification: the practice of announcing to the public that a high-risk offender has taken up residence in a specified area 
Circles of Support and Accountability(COSA)
· focused on high-risk offenders who have reached warrant expiry and are no longer on parole 
· offenders participate in it voluntarily
· it’s a team of 5 or 6 volunteers assists the offender with all facets of reintegration, including housing, employment, budgeting and financial management, spiritual development, and moral support 
Suspension of Parole
· if a parolee is charged with a new offence is or in violation of a parole condition, the parole may be suspended and an arrest warrant issues and the inmate is admitted to the local jail
Revocation and Termination of Parole
· at a revocation hearing, the parole board has 3 options:
· cancel the suspension
· revoke the release
· terminate the release (this option is selected when there is a need to end the conditional release for reasons beyond the control of the individual offender)
· in federal system two additional options are available
· issue a reprimand to the offender and cancel the suspension
· cancel the suspension but order a delay in its taking effect for up to thirty days, which can be imposed only for a second or subsequent suspension 
· most offenders whose releases are revoked have committed technical violations: have violated the general and/or specific conditions attached to their conditional release 
Several Reasons Parole Ineffective:
1. levels of supervision often compromised by the heavy caseloads carried by parole officers
2. may supervise in an inconsistent manner
3. major “rethink” is past due because its an old practice 
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
