The young dependency ratio focuses on those 14 and under, while the elderly dependency ratio focuses on those 65+ & the Overall dependency ratio focuses on everyone!

For example, if in a population of 1,000 there are 250 people under the age of 15 and 500 people between the ages of 15-64. 

The youth dependency ratio would be 50% [(250/500) x 100].

The elderly dependency ratio would also be 50% [(250/500) x 100].

The overall dependency ratio would be 100% [(250 +250/500) x 100].
