· PARADIGME: related ideas,
· Essentialist paradigm: used in most of the literature. Key ideas: deviant in all places in all times. Examples: pedophilia (accepted in ancient Greek society), murder, (some societies do not see killing as something wrong.) something that is inherently wrong.
· Second key idea: why would anyone commit an action that is inherently wrong or deviant? There must be something wrong with the person. The focus of this idea is the individual: what would cause the individual to commit these actions. Investigate and try to find out what’s wrong
· Third: treatment: how you control or treat the individual; if he commits an act that is objectively deviant, you look to find what’s wrong with the individual and you try to fix it.
· Several variations: (two both essentialist in nature)
· Demonic behaviour: why is something inherently wrong, what makes it deviant? What Europeans were told is that they have laws with God, when you act contrary to the laws of God then you are inherently wrong (Middle Ages).  They would always blame the Devil for deviant acts. They would punish the ones who commit deviant actions with the purpose of «driving away the Devil from the body»
· Second variation: naturalistic variation: we begin to see people think in these ways after the French enlightenment (1730-1770). Enlightened thinkers of France were Aetheist. They wanted to get rid of the Church. (Also essentialist but new variation) objectively deviant: acts that are contrary to the human body/ mind. Act against human nature, that was inherently wrong. The focus is no longer on religion and God, but on human nature. Why would anyone act in a way contrary to human nature? There must be  something wrong with the mind or body of the person, no longer the Devil’s fault. Treatment: treating the body of the deviant, electroshock treatment (used in psychiatric hospitals)… Many people in Canada us this naturalistic variation.
· Right into power: moral majority.
· Two different paradigms: essentialist (set of ideas that shape the way we think of deviance) and cultural paradigm: created by sociology (the way people think of the world)
· Cultural, three ideas:
· One: there is nothing that is inherently wrong about the way we act, rather what we think of as bad behaviour changes over time. Focus shifts from individual to the context (once we discover that nothing is wrong with the individual). Why would those people think that acting in a deviant way is wrong? Looking outside the individual. Assumption, it’s not inherently wrong. Characteristic: treatment or control: the popular people of society try to shape them in their favor. Perceived as powerful people trying to control the behaviour of lesser popular people in the favor/ interest. 
· Chicago school: first school that looks at sociology: they’re the ones who shifts the idea of the individual to the social context
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
