• Size and ownership structure
· The mass media is heavily monapolised, few corporations controlling 50% of the markets. In all the colonised countries, very few control the mass media. Canada has 2, USA 5, Germany 2, Japan 2
· The people that own the mass media, these monopolies are capitalistic in nature. Free press: the owner of it can do whatever they want with it, they can decide to report a story or not, to interpret it however they want, it’s their private property
· Sources of news, daily newspapers; every day we have to be assured that we have a number of stories to report, we have to depend on the stories. When you trace stories back to their source, they come from the American military, government and capitalist enterprises
• Folk doubles and moral panics
· Putting together of two earlier theories: theory of moral crusades. Moral entrepreneurs, certain behaviours are inherently wrong and that there aren’t enough laws to control these behaviours and so they make laws of their own by using mass media (they sometimes used pamphlets and newspapers). They want to change the laws, with a successful campaign, you will get a change in laws and enforcement of new laws. These are called moral crusades
· Tension theory: Several key propositions, when people suffer a lot from anxiety, people will act in ways against moral guides. Another part is that there is a trigger that will cause people to begin to focus on something. Suggestion: when people are under stress, they become open to suggestions. Usually people would be suspicious or skeptic of our proposals, and when we are anxious we accept what people tell us without thinking much about it.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The theory begins with the idea that in society, there is a lot of social tension, a lot of people. There will be some kind of event and people will notice it. The idea of moral entrepreneur. Do- gooders in society: people who believe that all that they do is right and that we should follow them, telling us how to think and interpret things. Weak or disadvantaged people in society are transformed into folk- devils: these people are deviant to society, and this makes them a menace to all of society.
