Answers must be typed. Your answer should not exceed seven pages, double spaced, twelve fonts. All students must submit unique papers. Papers from two or more students that are substantially the same will not be accepted and the students will be given a grade of 0. The question is meant to test your knowledge of the course material. Accordingly, you should not use sources that are not part of the course material (lectures and readings).
	If you quote or paraphrase you must provide a reference including the page number.
Note. Quotes or paraphrases should be used to support what you say, that is, they should be preceded by a discussion. You may use lecture notes but do not reference them. It is bad form.
	Answer in essay form. Your paper should include an introduction, body and conclusion. In the introduction you should state, in very simple terms, the thesis or main argument of the paper. The main ideas or propositions that comprise the argument should be clearly and logically presented in the body of the paper. In conjunction, in the body, when possible, you should provide evidence to support the main propositions. Lastly, in the conclusion, you should briefly recap the main points, tying what was said in the body back to the introduction.

Essay question:
	Characteristic of sociological explanations of deviance is the emphasis on the social context of the behaviour, including the individuals who witness the act, rather than the pathology of the individual. I want you to argue this.
	As part of you answer you are to make reference to Becker’s concept of the moral entrepreneur, Thomas’ theory of social disorganization, Sutherland’s theory of differential association and labelling theory.
