· The french enlightenment is today associated with a set of ideas reffered to as modernity: rationality, totalization and determinacy
· Postructuralism as a critique of modernity in the 1960’s and is associated with a set of antithetical concepts have:…
• Discourses (M. Foucault)
· By the term discourse he means structured conversation concerned with the production and employment of knowledge
· Structural components of a discourse: definition of problems, ways of investigation, knowledge about the problem, treatment
· Mode of objectification:
- Dividing practices
- Classification
- Objectification
• Discourses on sexuality
· Beginning in the 17th century, there developed a number of discourses, each with its own language, concerned with sexuality that had the effect of controlling sexuality
· Example: A Church discourse:
1. The problem: sin
2. Ways of investigating: interrogation and confession
3. Knowledge: embodied in language:  love, fornication, sin/ moral laws/ the evil of the midwife/ prohibition of contraception
· Treatment: Celibacy, prayer, excommunication
· Example: A medical discourse
1. The problem: danger
2. Wages of investigation: interrogation and confession/ the medical model
3. Knowledge: the creation of a medical language/ the naming of body parts/ classifications
