Samuel De Champlain (1570-1635)
· Founder of Quebec city, whose legacy is one of tolerance accommodation towards people

· Born in a town called Brouage
· Sea port, like Columbus 

· Parents are in the fishing business

· His dad was a ship pilot

· Moves up the classes until he owns his own boat

· Privileged upbringing

· Taught practical lessons, math, languages 

· Critical training comes from his father at sea

· Joins the royal navy for Henry IV ( king of Hearts) in the late 1500’s
· Popular with the people

· Stinking like a popper

· Relatable 

· Henry IV is always looking out for Champlain

· There is tremendous bloodbath, 2 million died in the religious wars in France

· Tolerance trickles down from Henry IV to Champlain

· 1607 – Champlain wants to set up a Colony

· decides that he wants to settle on the St .Lawrence river

Quebec City

· stems from Kebec (Algonquin) for point of the river

· natural fortifications

· Champlain comes in 1608 and establishes a habitation ( fur trade point) 

· His allies in the fur trade were the various native tribes. 

· Champlain builds up relationships with 50 tribes

· All from his idea of tolerance 

· Used the word Savages, meaning people of the woods, with respect. 

· Chartered companies (2) 1608 – 1640

· Groups of individuals and their investors

· They get exclusive rights, monopoly rights. 

· Then it is given to the Church until 1667
· Then the state of the Government take over 
Company of 100 associates
· 100 investors

· they get 100 percent of the profits

· there is an obligation 

· bring out 400 people a year

· comes over in the first year, with 400 settlers

· pirates get in the way

· War breaks out between England and France(3)

· Charles marries Louis IIV’s sister and is promised a dowry

· Charles goes to war until he gets his Dowry

· Orders his troops to attack all that is French
Kirke brothers

· they caused the Crown of France to rethink WHO should be overseeing the development of the colony

· They head to Quebec, but it is difficult to penetrate

· Kirke brothers take over Quebec and exile Champlain
Champlain’s dream

· book written while Champlain in exile
· 1640-1663, church oversees the development of the colony

· 1640 – 500 Europeans

· 1663 – 3000

· 1713 – 80000 Europeans

· rapid development due to the state control

· notion of tolerance is involved. 

Jean Baptiste Colbert (1618 – 1683)

· he is the man that’s charged with overseeing development in of New France for the state

· minister of the marine

· wealthy background

· his dad was a clothier, and a god investor 

· at the age of 21 becomes a financial advisor
· becomes the man in charge of Frances external affairs
France Triangle Trades

· France (manufacturing) Brandy, Wine ( France West Indies (Sugar, Rum) ( New France (Fur and Wheat) ( France and West Indies
36 monthers 
· orphans, criminals, underclass

· offers to ay their way in return of service for 36 months to merchant, clergyman and seigneur 

The daughters of the king
· 1663-1683 a way for Colbert to rectify the social imbalance in the colony

· initially orphan girls 

· then farmers daughters aged 12-17

Decapitation Thesis
· group of sovereigntists looking at why Quebec didn’t do as well as Ontario economically

· as a result of the conquests of 1759, decapitated the elite

· All of the best wanted to get out, they jumped ship and went back home

· Blaming the English. 
Bad People Thesis
· bad capitalists

· they don’t invest in tomorrow

· spend all of what they earn

· they haven’t invested well

Agricultural Trap Thesis
· Robin Neill 

· It’s not about people, it’s about the nature of institutions

· How you own land

· In English Canada, if you work your land , you have title to that land

· Seigniorial system in French Canada, where people don’t own the land that they own. 

· Up until 1814

· No motivation to work hard

Neo-Conservative Interpretation of Quebec’s Slow Development 

· Blames the state

· Michael Bliss, forcing the pace of growth ahead of market dictates 

· Ex. diversifying farming – Hemp. 

· The state gave them free hemp, so the farmers stopped producing anything but hemp. 

· They send over only the worst rope makers

· The point: if you have the market doing things, it will be okay, if the state interferes too much it has negative effects

“Rich by nature, poor by policy”

· Government policies made us poor.
· Article by Michael Bliss – Neo Conservative

· Writes it at the birth of the Neo Conservative Revolution

· 1980’s 

· Why is Canada poorer than the United States?

· More per capita natural resources than anywhere in the rest of the world

· Standard of living is 30% less than the U.S. 

· Answer: Invested wasted money into infrastructure  

Economic Rationale for the Birth of Brewing
· Hops

· Water

· Barley – Wheat

· Quebec has all the necessary resources for beer

· Economic reason for Beer: Talon wants to diversify the economy, by 

· Creating new industries

· Provides an outlet for agriculture – if farm grows barley, beer industry will buy it

· It will help balance trade. Not buying beer and wine from overseas

· Moral reasons for the Brewery: 

· To create something less strong than Brandy

· They were profoundly concerned about the effects of alcohol on natives

· The Quebecois are drinking too much 

· Talon creates a giant Brewery

· Exported 2000 – other 2000 to Quebecois 

· Fails because Talon did not take into account that beer does not travel well

· Stale and spills, takes up a lot of space for a little money

· No domestic demand – population wants brandy

· Talon puts a quota on the import of Wine and Brandy

· Starts in 1671 and out in 75

· 4 years – the state got too involved.
