Chapter 14 – 2006 Census: Families, Households, Characteristics etc.
Same sex couples surged 32.6% between 2001 and 2006, first time they were counted in a census
More young adults living with their parents
Large increase in one-person households
Unmarried people outnumber legally married people for the first time
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Chapter 15 – Oneida Community Experimental Family Organization
John Humphrey Noyes founded the “Perfectionists”
Huge communal home
The home and the community became intertwined
Selfless collectivism
Mutual Criticism – a person who was displaying selfish action was put before a committee who objectively critiqued them for self improvement
Economic communism
Group marriage, did not believe in romantic love or monogamous marriage
If sex was wanted, the man told a committee who told the woman and if she consented they would then meet up
No woman was forced into a sexual relationship that was distasteful to her
People weren’t allowed to have children until there was enough wealth built up
Birth control was the pull out method
Parents were specially selected
Infants were with mothers for 15 months after which they were moved into the communal house children section
Each person was to treat every child as their own and to show no special treatment if one was actually your child

Chapter 16 – Sex and Temperament
Margaret Mead studied 3 New Guinea societies 
1st group = the Arapesh where both males and females acted stereotypically feminine; ex. mild, parental and responsible manner
Arapesh were cooperative and considerate of the next generation
Lived in not very fertile land, hard to live on without help of others
2nd group = the Mundugumor where both males and females acted stereotypically masculine; ex fierce, sexually charged, loud and assertive
Until 1930’s group was cannibals
Lived on very fertile land, easy to live without help of others
3rd group = the Tchambuli where males and females switches stereotype gender roles; ex. Women fished, men practiced dances and made costumes
Women were impersonal, vigorous and efficient
Sex roles have enough flexibility to adjust, not rigid

Chapter 17 – If Men Could Menstruate 
Steinem relates menstruating to penis envy in that if men could menstruate and women could not, men would boast 
Sanitary supplies would be free and federally funded etc
Cultural attitudes about gender shapes our attitudes about biology

Chapter 18 – School Shooting Littleton Conversations Missing the Mark
Proposals to solve youth violence and disturbed individuals is too short sighted and being directed in wrong places
Larger social and historical forces has shaped this behaviour 
Males being raised to be violent (supplementary to Tough Guise)
Crises in masculinity 
Media shoves negative ideas about masculinity and normalizing violence to young males
Jockocracy – dominant male athletes didn’t hide disdain from those who did not fit in 

Chapter 25 – Online Communication and Negative Social Ties
Not belonging to a large network, not experiencing closeness to existing ties or belonging to a low density network are al assumed conducive to deterioration in mental health 
10-15% of students were bullied in the past 30 days
In 4th and 6th grade boys, cooperate, nonaggressive leaders shared equal central social positions to boys that showed aggression
Online bullying happens because 
Lack of non verbal cues and proximity may lead to self orientation resulting in one not concerned with the feelings of others
Feeling of anonymity
Larger audience that may endorse or promote aggressive action
Larger audience might amplify negative effects of online bullying to the victim 
Cyberbullying still very prevalent

Chapter 26 – Religion: The Comeback
Comte, Freud and Marx all doomed religion and that eventually it will die out
43% of Canadians view themselves as Catholic
Religion will be around forever
A new world is in the making where the North hemisphere is no longer dominant but instead it is the South hemisphere

Chapter 27 – Islamophobia: A New Racism?
Islamophobia become widespread in the UK in the 90’s
Muslims have become targets of hostility and discrimination in Canada
Muslims are the new political black
MacLean’s ran into some trouble in an article entitled “New World Order”

Chapter 28 – McJobs: McDonaldization and its Relationship to the Labour Process
McDonaldization – where society adopts the features of a fast food restaurant and becomes a highly rationalized division of de skilled labour
40% of all restaurant workers work in fast food establishments
Small, specialized jobs that have no fulfillment for worker
Scripting workers leads to de-skilling them, by limiting their social interaction with customers
Customers becoming workers by technology; ex. ATM’s, gas pumps
Rationalization – process that serves the interest of capitalists

Chapter 29 – Disneyization of Society 
Disneyization is about consumption and the inclination to consume
Anticipatory localization – firms adapt Disneyization to local conditions in anticipation of how they will be received; ex. plan Paris Disneyland how they think Paris will like it
Responsive localization – a firm may feel inclines to adapt or modify its services as to fit its location ex. Change Paris Disneyland in response to reviews
Anti- Disneyization
Distortion of history and place; ex. Belittles history
Manipulation of children; ex. Free toy with meal
Manipulation of consumers; ex. creates environment to make consumers stay longer
Manipulation of workers’ emotions; ex. Workers expected to display certain emotions but suppress others
Sweat shop products
Destruction of land and natural habitats
Running down of cities; ex. malls over downtown shopping
Essentially culture is becoming economically focused

Chapter 30 – Alienated Labour
Written by Karl Marx
The worker becomes poorer the more wealth he produces and the more his production increases in power and extent
Servitude to the object is paid
Political economy conceals the alienation in the nature of labour in so far as it does not examine the direct relationship between the worker and production
The direct relationship of labour to its products is the relationship of the worker to the objects of his production
The worker (the man) only feels himself to be freely active in his animal functions; ex eating, drinking, procreating or in his personal dwelling while his quality of life is reduced to animal functions in labour

Chapter 31 – A New Barrier: Extra-Credential Inflation
Bachelor’s degrees used to be rare and highly valued left only to the upper to middle classes of society 
More and more Canadians are attending university each year, with not just the rich or traditionally educated families attending
Credential inflation – ex. More people with BA, less valuable a BA is
Expensive, distinguished professional schools and universities is one of the few things keeping prior class system in tact
Extra credentials and work related experience isn’t in reach for all
The opportunity your family had for travel, books or museums the more rich your knowledge and experience is
Social capital – its not what you know its who you know
Extra credentials is disadvantaging low income or working class students ex. They don’t have connections or the time/money to gain work experience within the summer
