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Course begins in “1930”
Canada and the Great Depression
· Stems from the “Great War”, which caused both negative and positive effects 
· Positives:
· Stronger Canadian identity 
· Yearning to figure out what made Canadians Canadian
· More Canadian autonomy, from the British Empire
· Industrialization of the Canadian economy  
· Negatives:
· Over 60,000 Canadians died 
· 120,000 wounded, big deal because Canada had a small population
· By the 1930s the Canadians were still grieving 
· Great War experience changed how Canadians thought, and especially changed Canadian thought in 1939 
· PM Borden, during the Great War, and then Arthur Meighten changes Canada into a war economy 
· Gov’t nationalizes railways
· The Canadian economy industrializes but most of the profits etc goes to central Canada, therefore it was not spread equally 
· Agriculture intensifies during the war, it was generally diversified throughout Canada at this time
· But during the war, Meighen believed western Canada needed to just grow Wheat
· But this effects the soil, in the 30s the soil dries because of a drought and because of the continuous farming from the war the nutrients are not in the soil
· Social movements intensify, like the Suffrage movement 
· Prohibition is imposed in Canada, did not last long
· Canadians are becoming disillusion with the Canadian political parties
· Conscription Crisis
· Bourassa wanted all Canadians to have a shared civic identity 
· Let go of British imperialism 
· Conscription was imposed in 1917, he invited the liberals to join him in a coalition government due to the war, this caused a house of commons that was split basically French and English 
· Ypres as myth
· A new Canadian nationalism 
· The costs of war effected Canada, especially throughout the depression
· By the 1930s many Canadians are still devoted to the British Empire, but with a new war on the horizon they begin to question it 
· The experiences of the great war will inform the policies and also influences Mackenzie King 
Post war period
· The 1920s is often considered an era of stability and prosperity
· Canadian autonomy is confirmed during this period
· All this masks the social tensions and the vulnerability of Canada’s economy
· Many strikes during this time because people lose their jobs, the War Time economy is no long, famous stroke “Winnipeg General Strike 1919”
· Rallying against the capitalist system 
· Said it was unchristian 
· They believed in non violence, but Meighton did not have any problem with violence and in the end it was ended
· The repercussions of the strike make the Canadian Labour Unions more divided, and more radical 
· Political protest movements were on the rise in the 20s and 30s
· An important movement is the Maritime rights movement
· The economy in the Maritimes were beginning to lag before the rest of Canada, the situation in the Maritimes was already desperate when the depression hits 
· People begin to leave the Maritimes, manufacturing declines by 40%
· Regional representation in the senate
· No seats in the house of commons represent the Maritime provinces
· The Maritimes want additional federal transfers, the other provinces were not that pleased with it because the money going to them means it isn’t going to their provinces
· In 1921, Mackenzie King is PM
·  His concern is national unity between British Canadians and French Canadians 
· Aruthur Meighten and the Conservatives were not seen the same until the 80s, negative connotation 
· The Progressive Party does well at this time
· Social programs start to surface, like old age pensions in 1927
· Veterans from the Great War also lobby the government for benefits 
· First Nations come out of the war dissolute and they want their treaty and civil rights fulfilled and recognized
· First nation veterans want the same benefits that Other veterans are receiving 
· The argument was that this was the federal governments issue
· This starts new leadership who are more bold
· Indian residential schools, put in place in the 1890s but expanded in the 20s, attendance was made compulsory 
· Run with a government and church collaboration, and it was to assimilate the First Nation children
· They were taught to be Christians, aboriginal cultural practices are forbidden
· The children suffer untold abuse, they are usually there against their will
· They grow up in an isolating environment 
· Over 200,000 children were taken over time
· They grew up in a loveless environment and this ultimately create an intergenerational problem
· Economic expansion / economic vulnerability 
· Calgary Bootleggers
· Selling alcohol to the state, really profits Canada at the time 
· Therefore by 1923 the Canadian economy is becoming closer to the United States economy, so when their economy crashes of course ours would crash as well
· Hydroelectricity, mining etc became closer to the states
· Canada soon became a larger purchaser of Cars
· Age of radio
· All this new technology created anxiety because American culture was pushing its way into Canadian culture 
· Lapointe soon began to architect independence
· Anglo- Canadians also wanted independence from Britain, and in 1922 Canada refuses to join British endeavours against Turkey
· Soon after Britain recognizes the equality of British Dominions 
· **The Statue of Westminster 1931- Britain and the dominion government passed this, officially gives legal equality to the dominions and gives them jurisdiction of their own policy, also they are given leave from the dominion
· Legal connections that stay is that Canada shares the same monarch, and any constitution must be passed by Britain, so it is basically a third party
· Civic nationalism 
· ‘Bonne Entente’ Movement: addresses the problems between the French and English e.g. Ontario reinstating funding for teaching French in schools
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· Lionel Groulx, Father of Quebecois nationalism
· Wanted a strong French Canadian nation that did not only centre in Quebec
· Some supporters were anti-Semitic
· Rise for French-Canadian supporters and there began a rise for a separate Quebec
· The fight for women’s rights at litigated results
· Women have fewer legal rights at this time
· Men can only have political representation in the senate
· Famous advocates like Emily Murphy, Henrietta Edwards( part of the famous 5) challenged for women to be represented in the senate
· The Famous Five win their case, in 1930 Canada gets its first women senator 
· At this time there was also a small sexual revolution happening, like the rise of the flapper
· Things like drinking alcohol was un ladylike 
The Great Depression
· Several factor contributing to the crash
· The amount of land that is being cultivated is extremely high
· The land that was not being used during the war in France and Belgium because that was the main place for fighting is now being used again and therefore Canada land is not as desired as it was during the war
· In manufacturing Germany was the best manufacture at the time but during the war it was not among the market so Canada increased, but by the 20s Germany was back in action and therefore this affected Canada- competition
· Massive soil exhaustion in western Canada
· Black Tuesday, 29 October 1929- people panic and pull their investments out of the stock market and then the crash
The Dirty 30’s
· Characterized by 4 things:
· Poverty and hardship
· Lack of government leadership and innovation
· Political discontent 
· Growing isolationism 
· They generally do nothing, they believe that the market would stabilize itself
· PM Bennett at the time was a self made man, so god helps those who help themselves
· The Canadian government raises tariffs/ but every country basically does this so it does not generally help anyone’s economy 
· The 1930 election:
· PM King promised to do nothing and so he lost power
· Therefore, PM Bennett is in power from 1930-1935
· He declares that he would impose tariffs 
· He does provide a onetime installment to the provincial governments at the time, but it didn’t really help 
· He cuts public service wages by 10%
· Lowers corporate taxes- it did not really work but they hoped it would have made companies invest in more jobs  
· Hosts the imperial conference in 1932
· Impact of the GD on Canadians
· Income drop
Newfoundland
· Migrant worker situation/ many went to Boston or New York, sometimes London sometimes Montreal
· The economy was based around fishery exports
· These jobs are drying up and therefore with these factors the government in bankrupt
· St. John’s riots April 1932
· In 1934 Britain imposes commission government

· Canada in the GD was one of the worst hit country in the world/ in relative terms
· Due to our economy being a boom and bust economy, we are a trading nation and so if other countries are trying to keep out imports then Canada loses
· As global manufacturing declines the demand for Canadian commodities declines
· Foreign investment is relied on/ but during the GD an international investor will pull out of countries that are no longer doing well
· Exporting to foreign markets especially the US and the UK but they are also doing bad at this time
· Decline in wheat, pulp and paper products / less demand
· Result of all this is unemployment, poverty and decline in Canadians quality of life
· The “dustbowl”- almost a 10 year drought 
· Local markets begin to close, if you have less money then you spend less
· A “Bennett buggy”
· Originally a car, it was fitted then so that a team of horses can pull it
· It was an example of the devolution of society in a way
· Schools were closed in Saskatchewan, children were malnourished, the family income was negative so they were spending more money than they were getting back
· Attitudes change about birth control/ demographic dip
· 
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Depression/ Bennett continued
· Lack of government intervention
· Tariffs have been raised but people are buying less/ governments do not have enough money
· Social stigma around acceptance of relief
· Federalism: dealing with the depression
· Has more revenue then provincial governments
· poorer municipalities do not have a safety blanket
· cases where the best relief programs were not getting to those who needed it most
· Bennett asks ‘Charlotte Whitton’ for help, she is a feminist at the time( becomes the major or Ottawa eventually)
· Bennett asks her to go and investigate where people are suffering, western Canada generally
· She says the problem is not so much there isn’t enough funding but more that the people are to depending on assistance, as well as administrative problems with those who administer the relief to these areas 
· Money is being wasted on this basis/ therefore Bennett cuts the federal aid from 33% ro 20%
· The amounts that people were receiving were meager
· Were given vouchers so that it wasn’t up to them own they spent it
· Relief is often not given to women/ they have men providing for them so why would they need relief?
· In reality many single mothers and even windowed women 
· 10,000 men on relief and 155 women: a ratio
· Relief is not given to minority/ visible minorities so municipalities did not give relief to them especially Asians 
· One must publically declare they can no longer provide for their family/  but this was a huge humiliation/ home visits were often part of deciding if they needed relief/
· Many starve/ die because they cannot pay for the hospital etc.
· Despite all this, by 1932 there are 1 and a half million Canadians on relief
· Deporting immigrants 

How do people cope?
· Making things last as long as possible
· Diet needs change, entertainment 
· Movies became very popular/ especially once they could hear ‘talkies’
· Sports/ spectator sports become more popular/ hockey night in Canada/radio programs
· Cooperatives
· Cope by leaving the prairies

· Un employed single men are the hardest hit during this, they ride the rails looking for jobs
·  The government becomes afraid of this because they are a threat to law and order
· In 1932 Bennett establishes a series of work camps/ worried the transients will start an revolution
· These camps are usually in rural places, far removed from society/ it was a voluntary program
· 3 meals a day, 20 cents a day, the labour was medium
· The camps were generally run by the Mounties 
· Life was very regimented in the camps
· The irony is that the men could talk to each other about what is wrong with society
· Communist groups begin to try and organize with the men in these camps

· Unemployed protestors, political discontent
· Problem with this political protest is that the people were scattered with voting
· Early 30s the Ku Klux Klan arose first in Saskatchewan
· They seek a ethnically reformed British Canada
· They also don’t like the French Canadians and the recognition they begin to receive
· They fear the decline of British Protestant Canada
· Become unofficial allies with the provincial conservative party in Saskatchewan
· The KKK backed conservative are in power in Saskatchewan
· In Quebec there was Adrien Arcand, he intensified anti-semanticist
· They felt the grip on Montreal was becoming less French and more English, and the Jewish population was very successful
· Deeply resented in the community
· A premier also projected a separate Jewish school board which angered the Church, all this strengthens the anti-Semitism 
· Arcand openly admires Hitler, a Nazi party
· Mimic the fascism in Germany 
· The party does not win any seats, but it has a very noisy presence 
· At the time different ideas are floating around/ multiculturalism beginnings
· Unions are becoming for radical aka the Labor Union
· Tired of poor pay, poor representation
· People have no bargaining power in the work place so they begin to organize/ rise of industrial unions
· International unions also organize
· In 1937 the united auto workers go on strike
· Local police and thugs are taken to put down the strike
· United auto workers do win concessions from GM
· The labor movement in Canada slowly becomes more radical
· In 1940 the all Canadian Congress of Labour

· In Quebec there is fear because a lot of those movements are communist who are considered Godless
· They create the Confederation of Catholic Workers Canada, they organize separately from the communist
· Many Canadians begin to toy with the idea of other political parties
· The communist party of Canada starts to have more status/ led by Tim Buck/ popular among immigrants who were facing deportation
· 16,000 members in the party by 1939
· The communist party of Canada allies with organizations and helps organize for the events
· Spanish Civil War 1937: Norman Bethune- front line surgeon in Spain
· In 1938 communists in China are still fighting the republican government so Bethune goes to China and fights along the communists in China
· He dies of blood poisoning 

· The government begins to become afraid 
· Did not want to be overthrown/ fear of revolution
· Tim Buck is arrested by order of Bennett
· In 1933 attempted assassination of Tim Buck while he is in prison, released in 1934 over a civil rights campaign 
· Mackenzie Papineau volunteers to aid the communist 

· In Quebec the government leaders the national union party, imposes the Padlock law
· Anyone who promotes communism will be arrested
· Any building for communist meetings will be locked up
· Public writings will be band
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Back to Padlock Law
· The federal government did not want to lobby for the bill
Cooperative Commonwealth Confederation
· Leader J.S. Woodsworth, he was a leader of the Winnipeg general strike
· Farmer labour alliance
· Many religious members of the CCF, come from the old social gospel movement 
· More godly country
· 1933 get together in Regina and write the “Regina Manifesto” founding document of the CCF
· Eradication of capitalism
· Equality of condition
· More government control and ownership of wealth and resources
· Government should be responsible to provide every citizen with a basic minimum standard of living
· Convinced to develop a distinctive type of socialism, Canada will solve their problems along our own lines
· Private ownership is still allowed under the manifesto
· CCF believes firmly in non violence 
· Continuation of Canada’s constitutional monarchy immediate success they create the official oppositions 
Social Credit Party
· Formed in 1934, populist, moral and individualistic 
· Party is against big cooperate monopolies 
· Grounded in the belief every individual Albertan is due their fair share of the provinces wealth
· It is not up to the state what is done, but that everyone gets a piece of the wealth
· Led by “Bible Bill” Aberhart was the leader 
· Associates the party with Christianity 
· Gave every household $25 dollars a month, condition you must work if its available 
· Federal government did not like the Alberta money which they used for this welfare money
· Declared Ottawa was keep Alberta down, and easy means to win election
· Marked by the style of Bible Bill, authoritarian 
·  Anti Semitic 
On to Ottawa Trek 1935
· On July 1st, group of 2,000 trekkers are stopped from carrying on so they riot
· Riot in Regina
· Because of this Bennett grows a bad reputation 
· Jan 1935 Bennett announces the new deal
· Bank of Canada in this new deal, regulation
· Natural products and marketing act
· Canada grain board act
· Neutral wheat production
· Work place regulation (minimum wage, working conditions, accident coverage, max amount of working hours…)
· Unemployment insurance
· Canadian radio broadcasting “CBC”
· This does not work for his re election and liberals come to power, PM King
· This is the beginning of 22 years of Liberal rule

PM King
· Ends the work camps, provides 30 million to public works project
· Provides federally backed mortgages 
· Prairies farm rehabilitation act
· National employment commission
· King gets these recommendations and does not act on them: Federal government takes over unemployment insurance, and sends more money to the provinces that need it most
· Opposition in central Canada because they want this money to be sent to the poorer provinces
· Mitch Hepburn and King did not get along, Hepburn a premier 
· Government decides to keep the Bank of Canada from Bennett’s idea
· 1936 bilingual currency 

· Anti Semitics, rejecting many Jews from refuge in the 30s
·  Over the course of 10 years only around 5,000 make it in
· National Vimy memorial 1937
· War in the 30s was not as nationalist sentiment for the people
· Canada is a fireproof house so the thought why must we aid countries in Europe who are across the ocean if they can’t govern themselves 
· Worried about a WWII dividing French Canadians and English Canadians
· Canada retreats from the international scene
· Abyssinian Crisis 1935, Mussolini invades,  and Italy invades, delegates are upset because they are both countries a part of the league of nations
· Germany was becoming more militarized  so frightening the league
· Canadian delegate said to impose sanctions on oil to Italy 
· King says it’s not their job to intervene and so the delegates leave and the league loses credibility and Italy invades
· King visits Germany and has an audience with Hitler, he just wants to appease Hitler and hopes it won’t affect Canada
· King didn’t want a division between Canadians
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Second World War
· WWII effected Canada in such ways:
· Brought Canada out of the Great Depression( creating demands for Canadian products).Forced the government to spend money to create jobs
· Brought Canada into closer relations with the United States. ( Canadian economy became more integrated with the US)
· Usher in the Canadian social welfare state( a government where authorities are more willing for the government to take a more active role into stimulating the economy)
· War exposes ongoing prejudices in Canadian society ( racism, discriminatory immigration policies, Jews and Japanese)
· Canada did not want war/ but appeasement
· This appeasement strengthens Chamberlains agenda to appease with Hitler
· Chamberlain agrees to Germany’s annexation and thus peace?
· March 1939 Germany annex’s the rest of the Czech republic, and Chamberlain says if they attack Poland then there will be a problem
· Germany and Russia made a pact to divide Europe in half
· August 1939, King believes the war may be inevitable, Hitler invades Poland in September 1st 1939 therefore September 3rd 1939 Britain and France then declare war on Germany
· King insists that Parliament to decide whether they go to war or not because at this time Canada is dictating their own foreign policy because of the statue of Westminster
· Canada is neutral in the beginning, asserts Canada’s independence
· This neutrality is a good time to assert unity between Anglophones and Francophone’s 
· September 9th 1939, vote in parliament to go to war and majority vote to go to war
· September 10th King announces the war on CBC
· Most Canadians support the war effort
· People know this is a higher stakes war, and Canada still does maintain a lot of economics from Britain, national interest
· People including King, still see the British Commonwealth as a force for good
· Sentimental attachment to Britain still exists
· Canada is relatively united going into the war/ eventually domestic divisions will appear
· During this period there is a rising nationalism among French Canadians 
· Sept 24 1939, Duplessis runs an anti war election
· Lapointe recognizes this as a big threat , an anti war government in Quebec will spur a domestic crisis 
· Lapointe says he would resign as a threat, believes they cannot have both men ones anti war while the other is not
· He goes on radio and says we must remain united/ worked all his life and believes the sacred interest of the province is remaining united
· Results are the liberals win the majority, and Duplessis does not win, Adelard Godbout is elected liberal premiere of Quebec instead of Duplessis
· Ontario premier Mitch Hepburn who is pro British believes Canada wasn’t doing enough 
· King campaigns no conscription against Hepburn, holds election and liberals are returned to power and conservative party has the less seats but this basically means the British people are okay with how Canada was cooperating because if they wanted to help more they would have voted the conservative who were pro for war interactions increasing
· Government passes a bill in 1939 after they enter the war, saying what they will contribute to: 
· material goods,
· pilot training, 
· house Germany POW  
· may 1940 when Germany is done invading Poland, Germany attacks Denmark and Norway and take it very quickly
· Chamberlain is kicked out of parliament in Britain and Churchill is brought in
· In June 1940 Germany takes France and Britain loses weapons left at Dunmark
· Presence of Canadian solders becomes more important 
· June 1940 Canada is Britain’s most important ally, Britain is desperate, the fall of France also means the limited participation policy is going to shatter 
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· Canada and what it did to help Britain during WWII ^
· Houses British Children and the Dutch royal family
· Dutch Princess born here, begins Tulip festival 
· Real perception during this time that Britain could be invaded and conquered 
· August 1940, King arranges the Odensburg Agreement
· Canada and the United States would cooperate on the defense of North America, just in case Britain was conquered and if they were attacked
· Shows the British empire does not guarantee Canadian security but Canada itself does
· It is important because it is important to remember US was neutral, and by signing this agreement it shows where their allegiance will lay if they do join the war
· Loans money to Britain, 1.7 billion to the war effort
· The Americans and British establish the lend lease program, and Britain basically promises that they will pay later 
· With this lend lease arrangement King is worried that Canada will lose out on manufacturing 
· King is worried if they come under the lend lease agreement then they will lose their financial independence to the united states
· Federal government negotiates with the US, Hyde park Declaration
· This declaration encourages a close manufacturing with the US, lowers tariffs 
· The parts that Canada needs to manufacture things for Britain will be bought by the British but then sent to Canada and they would make it and then send it to Britain
· Encouraged trade between Canada and the US
Military
· Does quite well in Canada, young men sign up because they don’t have jobs
· Recruitment is also strong among many French Canadians because of how Canada has entered the war, it is Canada’s war and the French are happy with the foreign policy and the military really has its act together ( started accommodating French language more)
· Recruitment is down among Aboriginal Canadians, usually because the veterans from the Great war were not treated as well as well as the treaty promises are still not being recognized 
· During this time Empire of Japan is beginning to flex its muscles
· Concern that if Japan goes to war it will attack British colonies
· Fall 1941, Canada is asked to send 2,000 troops to Hong Kong
· Japanese do attack Dec 7 1941, such as Pearl Harbour and also attack other parts like the Philippians and Dutch East Indies and Hong Kong
· Hong Kong attack, but really no chance for Hong Kong because the Japanese attack from Land and sea, Canadians are eventually forced to surrender Hong Kong and remaining Canadians are forced to slave labour 
· Canadians generally focus though in Europe
· Battle of the Atlantic brings the war home to Canada, German submarines go near Halifax Harbours and they sink merchant ships even civilian ships , causes a lot of alarm, black outs along the Atlantic coast
· Convoy strategy 
· Canada’s Naval military is generally smaller boast, cheaper to build but more effective against submarines, there are cruisers, and even armed merchant cruisers
· Also Canada’s first aircraft carriers, and once Russia enters the war they being bringing tanks to Russia
· By end of the war Canada has the 3rd largest Navy in the world, the war contributes in making Canada a middle power 
· Contributing to the air effort, bombing etc.
· Controversy about how the bombing was generally against German civilians 
· British Commonwealth Air Training Plan
·  Training British in Canada
· Established over a hundred places across Canada
· Under this program, King secures a commitment from British to pay for Royal Canadian Quadrants
· Canadians serve on land, stationed in the united kingdom
· 23,000 children are born to  Canadian service men
· Canadian soldiers are pressing for action, wanting to prove themselves
· They get the chance with the Dieppe Raid 1942
· Stalin wants a second front opened in the west to get Germans from the east to leave Russia alone
· Therefore they have a raid, to test the Germans defences on the French coast
· Dieppe raid is a disaster, German forces are quite fortified 
· The beach is also a problem because Canadian tanks cannot get traction, and 3 out of 5 Canadians landing on Dieppe will end up being causalities 
· 
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Recruitment 
· Strong for both Anglo/French
· Women are enlisting, even in uniform, many go to Europe, not in combat roles, e.g. nurses, navy, air force, Canadian women’s army core (CWAC)
· Gives many women a new sense of confidence, and many women stay in the military even after the war
· Many contributing at the home front 
· Factory workers etc
· Women help build and maintain in factories as well

· Rate of unemployment is almost gone due to the war time demand
· E.g. agriculturally 
· The rains return in 1940
· Paid factory jobs
· Canadians building Tanks and trucks for Britain and even Russia
· State funded daycares during the war to help make it possible for women to work
· Elise MacGil, aviation expert- ends up becoming advocate for women’s rights after the war
· Women finally get the vote in Quebec in 1940, were the longest to hold out on women right to vote in federal elections
· Therese Casgrain, important and first female leader of a political party in Canada
Social welfare and state in Canada
· National Resources Mobilization Act: purpose to help mobilize the country for war
· Gives the federal government the ability to organize powers, defense of Canada
· C.D.Howe was the minister who managed the economy
· He takes over the contracts to factories saying who builds what, making sure demands are met 
· Government under Howe will create 28 crowned cooperates which are basically businesses that are owned by the crown but operate at arm’s length of the government 
· Public spending goes form over have a billion in 39 to triple this 
· Government is finally beginning to accept the idea that they must play a strong role in terms of the economy
· Government has a responsibility to ensure a minimum standard of living for all Canadians 
· Labour rights are boosted, they have a right to form a union and organize in solidarity and make greater demands to their employer 
· Imposes for strict replacement standards 
· Establish a number of social welfare programs/ government will be influenced by the Marsh report and in this report calls for a national standard of living and must ensure this
· Establishes more formalized equalization payments called the national adjustment grants
· Unemployment insurance/ it is possible because the provincial governments give Ottawa that power
· 1944 family allowances are established
· In order to have this the provincial governments lend taxation power to Ottawa  to pay for the new social welfare programs
· Government creates a wartime crisis and trade board/ imposes limits on how much businesses can charge
· All this is possible because the people need it with the depression so ripe, and organization of labour unions 
· Government embraces idea of the social welfare state more because Canadians are sacrificing for the country, and there is the Corporative Commonwealth Federations party who becomes more popular 
· 1944 first CCF government is elected in Saskatchewan, Tommy Douglas
· Tommy Douglas promises for public health care, promotes the idea that natural resources should be under the state’s hands
· Things are getting better for Canadians, but not for the Jewish people who are trying to find refuge in Canada
· Anti-Semitic attitudes 
· Hundreds of German and Italian Canadians will be interned 
· Japanese Canadians suffer as well, especially on the west coast in BC
· Mass hysteria in BC of the Japanese after the attacks like in Pearl Harbour and Hong Kong
· 20,000 men women and children will be interned (Japanese Canadians), men put to work, sold cheaply, home confiscated, receive little to no reimbursement after the war and many are relocated and scattered because they were still not accepted back in BC

· King is soon pushed to conscription and calls a plebiscite on conscription and asks Canadians to release the government of its promise to not impose conscription 
· Nationalists like Andre Laurendeau  leads the NO campaign to vote no against conscription 
· Canada is torn between yes and no, so King says he will only impose it if necessary
· And Ralston who pushed King is still adamant that King poses conscription, and the resignation that Ralston threatened to do if King didn’t do conscription is pulled out and Ralston is removed from Cabinet 
· Very difficult situation for King, compromises a 1 time installment for 16,000 home service men to go to Europe
· 2,500 men will ultimately serve that are conscripted from the NRMA and only 69 will die
Canadians serving in Europe
· Italy
· July 1943-45 Canadiasn participate in liberation of Italy, general Guy Simonds invents the ‘Kangaroo’ which is the first armoured personnel carrier
· Difficult terrain, good defences, around 500 Canadians killed, difficult urban combat fighting door to door to reach their objectives
· Mouse Holeing: going in the houses and blowing a hole to advance to the next
· Battle of Ortona 1943
· Canadians also Help Liberate France
· Juno Beach, D-Day 1944
· Hitler Youth Battalion is fearless 
· Canadians make the farthest advance from Juno Beach
· Canadian army continues to liberate France, largest army to liberate includes some international people as well, many Polish veterans 
· Normandy Campaign
· Germans fortify the towns and villages in country side 
· Canadian’s are assigned to close the gap around the Germans 
· Difficult campaign, 19,000 Canadian causalities 
· After Normandy Canadians are assigned the left flank, along the coast 
· Liberates Holland
· Tommy Prince:
· A decorated Canadian aboriginal soldier 
· Served as scout and sniper in the devil brigade 
· Unit combined by American and Canadian soldiers 
· Excellent scout
· Prince and other aboriginal veterans go to advocate for aboriginal rights after the war, and Prince even served in the Korean war
· Europe is liberated in May 1945, but Japan has yet to give up
· In any case the atomic bomb puts an end to the dilemma 
· Canada is recognized as a middle power in the post war years
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New world order
Post war period and era of unprecedented prosperity
· This prosperity helps the creation of the social welfare state
· How does the federal government pay for the new measures?
·  Provincial income tax was lent to the gov’t for 5 years in 42’, so after they wanted to  renew this
· Opposed by Ontario and Quebec, so instead of giving up the provincial income tax to Ottawa they agree to annual grants to the federal government and they will be based on the provincial population and the growth of GDP 
· These grants lead to more formalized equalization between the provinces, and more access to money to fund social programs e.g. old age pensions, veterans benefits, mortgage board
· Federal government stats investing in large scale economic project, e.g. trans-Canada pipe line (natural gas heating)
· Discovery of oil in Leduc Alberta 1947, alters the economy
· St. Lawrence Seaway: completed in 1954, increases trade, ocean bound ships can go from Montreal to the west edge of Lake Superior
· Part of this project several hydro electric dams, but creates problems like flooding old historic villages 
· Federal government built more highways and roads, public hospitals and schools, in 56 enters into public hospital insurance
· Public insurance scheme, users pay insurance rates, they were being reimbursed 
· Provincial and municipal government have projects as well like building parks, and hospitals and schools, and leading the way is Tommy Douglas CCF Premier of Saskatchewan 
· Saskatchewan invested in public utilities, auto insurance

· Newfoundlanders want in, they do not have self government due to the great depression and bankruptcy 
· Joey Smallwood was NFLD father of confederation
· Promises all the things Canada was putting into their society
· Britain was supportive of confederation 
· July 1948 NFLD hold a referendum, to either stay dominion status, or join confederation
· They were torn, but rural NFLD was behind this they needs the allowances and etc
· 51% vote in favour of confederation, and in April 1949 NFLD becomes part of Canada
· Canada emerges as strong economy, due to Europe needing Canadian goods, Marshall plan to help western Europe
· Governments began lowering tariffs 
· General agreement on Tariffs and Trade 1947, lowered Tariffs for countries and helps stimulate national commerce 
· Everyone wants to buy homes now, which stimulates economy because people want to fill these houses with things and new technologies continued 
· Buying things like tvs expose us to America culture, and there is a scare for losing our Canadian culturalness
· Vincent Massey, Canadian cultural institution to protect Canada culture
· 1957 the Canada council in formed and gives grants and promote Canadian culture
· Emergence of consumer society creates more jobs
· People want to buy homes and move to the Burbs
· The emergence of the suburbs 
· More space to live, therefore also have to buy cars because they live farther away from the city 
· Emergence of a car culture, problem is suburban living and car culture is isolating for women 
· Referred to as the problem that has no name
· Isolating for youth as well, growing concern for juvenile delinquency 
· Suburbia contributes to the decline of the urban centres 
· 1956 Ford, emergence of the car culture and to have more than one car for the family
· Immigration also helps drive the Canadian economy
· They are great because they will work everywhere but they also become consumers, and settle down and become a part of society
· Many British, Italian, Dutch, Czech etc are coming right after the war for them it was coming to Canada was escaping a country that was a disaster 
· In 1948 Canada relaxes immigration for Jewish people
· Many difficulties though: certain restriction like only men in at first, eventually they can bring their families over, government immigration policy ebbs or flows depending on the economy
· Racial hierarchy does remain in place, British and French immigrants receive first priority, visible minorities are discriminated against 
· Many immigrants who do come in settle in lower ranked/ lower rent communities e.g. china town
· For many of these people hard to integrate with language etc so they rely on their children 
· Many immigrants are successful
· This means Canada is becoming more diverse 
· End of the 50’s most immigrant coming to Canada are neither British or French 

Quebec
· Maurice Duplessis, very religious, anti union
· His government engages in electoral corruption
· originally rejects a lot of Ottawa’s proposals 
· believes that the church is supposed to deal with social welfare and not the government
· first to have a provincial flag, his regime is slowly beginning to be criticised 
· Asbestos Strike, 1949: strike of poor working conditions, and Duplessis sends police to end it
· Quebec is slowly becoming critical to foreign ownerships, they are beginning to change how they think of the role of the state in the lives of citizens
· Post war economic boom, becoming less dependent on the church and church assistance
· Quebecers are beginning to resent the fact they are feeling like second class citizens because of increasing anglo-phone working enterprises, also due to immigrant becoming part of the anglo-phone community over the French one 
· Outlet for all this frustration was Hockey
· More popular, due to technologies as well
· Maurice “The Rocket” Richard, becomes focal point of all the attention
· For many French Canadians he becomes a symbol for the working class French Canadians fighting against the anglo class 
· In 1955, gets in a brawl in a game against Boston and punches a ref in the face and is suspended for the season
· Montreal riots
· For many Quebecers hockey is not enough of an outlet
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Diefenbaker Era
· How did he come to power, and what did he represent?
· PM Diefenbaker, was a man of the interwar period
· Had trouble grasping the new foreign affairs dynamic
· His tenor gave expression to the unease there was over the gradual decline of rural Canada
· Rural Canada has been declining for decades, the interwar period, growth of urban Canada
· Dief, he represents unease over the challenges to the old classic British Canada
· His concern over the declining British connection
· His era helped usher in the demise of the new post war federalism 
· Change of government after 22 years of continuous government 
· Liberals usher in projects and went through wars etc
· How did Diefenbaker win?
· 1957, perception of liberal corruption and arrogance after being so long in power
· As the liberals govern they become less and less patient with the parliamentary system 
· Liberals evoke closure on welfare programs
· pipe line debates over the trans Canada pipe line
· DIef and CCF citizens the contract because it goes to American association 
· The project was being over looked by C.D. Howe, who is by origin an American, he is seen as an arrogant minister
· Maurice Duplessis is displeased with the liberals because he feels they are threatening Quebec autonomy
· He backs Diefenbaker in 58, and the conservatives are supported by Quebec
· Duplessis is in favor with Diefenbaker provincial autonomy 
· Voters are also bored 
· Diefenbaker the Orator
· Was a Baptist, and there was support behind this along with his preaching
· Diefenbaker promotes populism 
· Populism refers more to style then ideology
· Expresses with the views of the “man” or the “little guy”
· His message reignites in the west in particular 
· Gradual flip between the two major parties, especially concerning the economy uses
· After Diefenbaker the west becomes more conservative stronghold
· Diefenbaker calls for “One Canada”
· One Canada is a desire for unified Canadian identity
· He hopes leaving Quebec alone, it will allow them to identify as Canadians
· Equality between the provinces and regions
· Red Tory progressiveness
· Heavy dose of economic nationalism (he wants to promote economic success)
· This nationalism will be very strong in western Canada
· Calls for a Canada of the north (develop northern regions), this feeds into economic nationalism
· Unity according to Diefenbaker: he wants to make them all equal, he asserts that electing the liberals will be election responsible government
· New liberal leader Lester Pearson is humiliated by Diefenbaker about the recession 
· Dief asks for another election in order to obtain more seats
· Duplessis gets behind him, becomes more popular in Quebec
· Ontario conservatives are also finally behind him
· Canadians and the media get swept up in Diefenbaker
· 54% of the popular vote, which is a rarity in Canada
· Everyone reduced in seats except conservatives gain, and social credit is eliminated completely 
· As PM, he evokes a new national policy, towards his “One Canada” vision
· 3 things: Includes the exploration and development of Canada’s northern frontier, revitalizing of prairie wheat economy, regional economy development projects 
· Renewable resources exploitation 
· Funds railway to ore mine 
· Impact aboriginal people, their economies were still based on trading with the old Hudson bay company, but this new national resources exploitation creates new sense of urgency among them because they need to protect their interests
· Stiffer competition in international markets at this time, Europe is back on the agricultural market
· Crop insurance act: allows farmers to buy insurance on their crops, if they lose their crops against bad years
· What truly saves the western wheat economy is communist China; this is because massive famines in China because their agricultural economy dies for a time and China needs wheat so in 1960 government negotiates a deal and China buys wheat to supply their country 
· He also funds a variety of projects, in 1957 100 million in Atlantic Canada projects 
· In addition I the west government pays 150 million to fund a damn in the Saskatchewan river, used for hydro and create a lake( used to irrigate farmland)

· There has been a change in government but not in philosophy
· Diefenbaker was a strong advocate for social justice…
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· Diefs conceptualization of social justice gives pluralism to the country
· He was opposed to racism, believed strongly in quality of opportunity in regards to race and religion etc. 
· 1958 he appoints the first aboriginal senator James Gladstone
· Gladstone advocated for aboriginal education
· Diefenbaker grants federal franchise to status Indians, 60’s they receive right to vote
· He appoints first Ukrainian Canadian to Cabinet as well as Ellen Fairclough who was the first woman minister in 1957
· Fairclough is made minister of citizenship and immigration
· She laxes terms for refugees, eliminates measure in the immigration act that promote racism, 1962
· Human rights and fundamental freedoms bill in 1960
· Includes protection of basic rights and freedoms e.g. speech
· Property rights as well
· Diefenbaker idea of social justice is also supporting the social welfare state
· His government actually doubles its spending on social welfare programs 
· Expands old age pensions
· In 1961, helps funds implementation of Medicare in Saskatchewan 
· There was a huge strike in 1962 “doctors strike”, because they did not want to become public servants
· Diefenbaker plans with Tommy Douglas the minister of Saskatchewan and says he will help fund this program
· He sought equality from coast to coast, he also advocates for provincial autonomy
· Decentralization occurs
· Demise of the new post war federalism
· Dismantle’s a number of crown cooperation’s
· Opens up private broadcasting in the country
· 1962 signs agreement where he give province certain power back in terms of their taxation
· Negotiates a deal with Quebec over federal grants and post secondary institutions
· His application of popularism feeds into the fear of western alienation
· Foreign Policy under Dief
· Identifies with British parliamentary democracy
· he wants to see Canada as an important commonwealth of Britain 
· his attempts at keeping Canada out of the cold war actually fail and push Canada into closer military with the US
· attempts to counter the development that the commonwealth nations are less important so he tries to tie associations with the other commonwealth nations “the commonwealth of nations”
· government implements a commonwealth education program, he increase aid within the commonwealth to poorer countries
· he hopes the commonwealth will breakdown racism in Canada
· problem because of South Africa’s policy of segregation, the issue comes up with south Africa becomes a republic
· under these conditions it has to reapplies to the commonwealth of nations
· Diefenbaker does not want to admit South Africa back into the nations because of its segregation issue “apartied” 
· Diefenbaker was a member of NORAD but not enthusiastic about it 
· The Avro Arrow, 1958
· Higher performing jet to stop soviet bombers
· Very expensive
· But he is suspicious of this commitment of NORAD
· Problem is France and Britain  and US do not want to buy it, but instead want the blueprints to build their own
· Oct 4 1957 Avro Arrow is unveiled , but problem is Sputnik is also launched that day
· At the same time US wants Canadians to buy missiles from them 
· Dief orders all prototypes to be destroyed and dumped in lake Ontario due to all the money issues and social view of it, he is being pressured to buy the missiles from the US “Bomarc Missile”
· Pressured to buy jets from the US as well, but he is not interested in Canada being an offensive weapon in the cold war
· He failed in realizing domestic aviation helps Canadian sovereignty 
· In 1959, Canada’s secretary of state of externals affairs Howard green convinces cabinet to veto NORAD exercise happening in Canadian air space 
· Kennedy in power in 1961 in the US, is obsessed with the Cold War, does not like Diefenbaker and reciprocated 
· Diefenbaker discovers memo left for JFK from minister in Canada, saying to push Canada in the Cold War front
· JFK is upset that we are selling wheat to communists 
· Lester Pearson is invited to visit the White House, and Dief is upset and wants to run a Anti-American campaign 
· Us at this time is also dealing with Cuba
· Minister of Defense Douglas Harkness, says he will comply with NORAD in the US hour of need and does it behind Diefenbaker’s back
· The Cuban Missile Crisis strikes hard, and since Diefenbaker refuses to contribute he is losing popularity 
· Conservatives are soon elected into minority government
· He authorizes in expensive of government bunkers because he is scared of nuclear weapons, and therefore he is mocked
· Public relations disaster when  Gen. Lauris Norstad commenting on Canada’s assistance, negatively 
· Diefenbaker cabinet goes against him, they believe they have a responsibility to US and need to use the Missiles
· Liberals take this opportunity, Pearson accepts nuclear warheads only for defensive purposes
· Non Confidence Motion is passed, and election is passed and Liberals in voted in minority government
· Conservatives are portrayed as out of touch with the New Canada
· Pearson ushers in a new era of liberalism 
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Quiet Revolution: Canada in the 1960s 
Period can be characterized by 4 themes:
· Expansion of the welfare state
· Canada’s close relations with the United States, culturally and politically
· Canadians are challenging social norms
· Liberalism 

· Challenging Gender roles
· Jonie Mitchell, found post war culture dull and over conservative
· She would right about in her songs what it was to be an independent women
· Wrote about social and environmental issues 
· Fewer Canadians are going to church
· Many women during this time are disillusioned 
Second wave Feminism
· Radical, asserting place for women in society and rejects traditional gender roles
· Asserts that women are more than just child care takers
· Gender is a social construct 
· Want substantity quality, in terms of opportunity for equal pay and equal work
·  Women in general want more control over their own bodies
· Greater access to contraception and abortion 
· Birth Control is created during this time, changes a lot of family structure because they can control how many kids they will have 
· 1966 contraceptives and abortions are decriminalized 
· Committee for the equality of women in Canada
· Led by Laura Sabia and Therese Casgrain 
· Advocate for equality for women 
· Lobby against women being fired for getting married
· Elsie McGill
· Royal commission on the status of women, report out in 1970 recommends opportunity for  women in the work place, education, politics, greater pay equity, greater government support for family planning e.g. access to contraceptives, general change in attitudes toward women
· In 1970 Ontario promotes unpaid Maternity leave, bans firing of women for being pregnant
· By 1981 half of married women will be working in the paid labour force
Diverse Canada
· Opens up immigration after the war
· Not just letting immigrants whom are French or British
· No official hierarchy in immigration applications 
· 1970 half immigrants are not even from Europe
· Arrival of people from India, Jamaicans, Hindu, Asian countries like Vietnamese
· Most go to large cities e.g. Toronto
· There is still an institutionalized discrimination against immigrants, like there economic point system and what they will bring to the country 
· New Canadians begin to ask where they fit in
· They aren’t French, British or aboriginal
· Many Canadians begin to think of themselves in less just British terms and grow close to immigrant culture 
· Growing popularity in different music and literature
· Many young Anglophone Canadians re seeking a modern identity that are not British or French, therefore Identity Crisis
· Flag Debate of 1964-1965
· Movement for Oh Canada over God Save the Queen
· Pearson wants the new flag, Diefenbaker does not and there is also the sentimental tie among many 
· Young Canadians supported the new flag and embarrassed by Dief British Canadian nationalism
· Maple leaf has historical significance, and may appeal to the French Canadians because it resembles the fleur-de –lis
· Most the country was behind him, liberals were re elected to majority government 
· Dief was kicked out of conservative party and replace by Robert stanfield (best pm that canada never had) he was a victim of the new age, image was a big deal 
· Emerging Canadian identity, 1967 Montreal Expo 100 years after confederation, expositions for 60 + countries and many come to see Canada on display
· Gave expression to new confidence about being Canadian
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A series of Quiet Revolutions cont’d
· After WWII, many French Canadians in Quebec feel like second class citizens, fear that they will become a minority within the province itself 
· Changes in Quebec, brought on by the death of Maurice Duplessis, then that replacement passes away and so they have a provincial election in 1960 and Quebec Premier Jean Lesage (1960-1966)
· The government is trying to secularize the state, and Quebec society is beginning to change this may be due to the fact many aren’t going to church 
· With the decline of religion in Québec the new “religion” is nationalism
· Affirming the place of French Canadians in Quebec
· The Lesage government supports French Canadian business 
· 1962 Quebec government nationalizes hydro in Quebec
· Throughout this period Lesage advocates for greater provincial autonomy 
· Pearson will satisfy this autonomy at times 
· Lesage lobbies for more federal transfers
· People begin to associate with “Quebecois” and not French Canadians 
· It is a new atmosphere, and will continue through the years, continuing association with this new Quebecois identity 
· Many francophone’s associate with the French state because the federal government represents in English overwhelmingly 
· Royal Commission of Bilingualism and Biculturalism
· Basically make it so that you can access federal services in both French and English
· We had bilingual government but the bureaucracy was not
· The federal bureaucracy must become bilingual and provide services in both languages, and bilingual districts must be recognized 
· Nationalists Wanted recognition of 2 territorial defined nations
· Wanted constitutional recognition of Quebec as a distinct province, and for other they wanted independence 
· Given boost in 1967 when Charles DeGaulle visits Quebec
· Man who helped liberate France in WWII
· He arrives I Montreal and gives a speech, in a spur of the moment declaration he basically says a independent Quebec 
· After the speech, Pearson is miffted with DeGaulle and writes to him saying “the people of Canada are already free….”
· Inspired figure of the time was Rene Levec was inspired by DeGaulle’s visit, and creates the original “Partis de Quebecois” 
· Election of Louis Robichaud, Acadian Premier of NB- Acadians experience their own mini quiet revolution 
· Economic opportunity program
· In 1968 NB adopts its own official languages act, provincial services being provided in both languages 
· Government in Manitoba pays for French schools
· Realization that constitutional protection..
Change in Aboriginal Canada
· By 1950s more and more first nations are beginning to demand great control of their affairs
· The following are what cause demand for self government :
· More confident and assertive leadership is reason for this*
· People are fed up with their access to public services
· Resource development on traditional aboriginal lands in the north and land claims accelerate the demands for self government among the people 
· Perceived threat to Indian status and aboriginal treaty rights 
· Less tolerant of intolerance 
· Aboriginal leadership is becoming increasingly politicized 
· Aboriginal people are being left out by government for jurisdiction reasons
· With this new social welfare state the old Indian reserves branch was poorly administered
· Schools received less funding on reserves, no aboriginal language instruction 
· Indian reserve get less money for relief, 1/3 of the funding other Canadians receive
· Housing is dilapidated
· Limited access to health care for status Indians  
· They are often refused service even at hospitals, because they consider them a federal responsibility 
· Aboriginal people want in to Canadian society
· Local agents are resistant as a front to their power
· Walpole Island reserve
· By 1965, the Indian Band Council, the island tells the agent to get lost
· Walpole island becomes the first reserve in Canada to get rid of the Indian agent and there is less problem with all matters in the reserve, it is a slow process
· Harry B. Hawthron and ‘Citizens Plus’ 
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· First nations complaints are getting more attention by the 1960s
· Hawthron asked to study first nations people on economic problems
· Citizens Plus, equality and inequality of aboriginal Canadians 
· He points out the difference of what they make a year
· Points of the vast majority of first nations does not complete high school, this can be due to its inadequacy 
· Devolution to the provinces is not the answer, the idea the federal government off loading responsibility to the provinces 
· The Hawthron report shows a great deal of confusion , the veto of bands and only ¼ of them make the by laws
· To many legal and financial impediments to self government
· Indians them self are becoming increasingly present in wanting local autonomy and self government for bands
· Aboriginal people should have full benefits of citizenship, but should also have certain privileges due to their aboriginal culture e.g. special hunting rights, to be consulted on traditional land expenditures 
· The concept of citizen plus asserts a respect for aboriginal peoples desire to be a distinctive culture as well as be accepted 
· This report is important because it helps change public opinion, especially on trusting Indians to run their own affairs
· Walter Dieter, first leader of National Indian Brotherhood, 1968
· Today called the assembly of first nations
· He was the first national chief 
· Becomes the chief lobbying organization for the first nations
· The metis are very inspired by what is happening in Quebec
· Metis identity was previously very oppressed
· The Inuit are becoming more political active, due to encroachments from southern Canadians 
· 3 main groups: first nations, metis, inuit, make the most change in changing identities in Canada
Pierre Trudeau 68-79, 80-84
· How to unite the increasingly divided country?
· Quebec causing problems for greater autonomy, other provinces also wanting greater independence 
· Different identities are competing for space
· Trudeau’s objective is to try and protect the power of the central government, while at the same time trying to accept provincial aspirations, he tries to identify the common values that Canadian’s share, respecting the difference that make Canada a diverse and dynamic nation, make all Canadians feel at home no matter where they are in Canada
· In 1968 Trudeau is made leader of the Liberal Party
· Manages to defeat the old party establishment, the “small L liberals” 
· He supported by young and progressive liberals 
· Brought in 1965 by Pearson to be his minister justice
· As minister of justice, he challenges the view of equality and independence views in Quebec
· He sees true equality in terms of French and English equality throughout Canada
· Part of his appeal was that he was a globe trotted, he traveled and learned
· He argued social justice required an equality of condition and equal opportunity for people
· He was not an anti monarchist but he was skeptical to Canada’s old link to Britain, he believed to become a mature nation Canada had to remain the last vestiges it had with Britain 
· He wanted to change the fact that Britain still had the say on whether we could change out constitution or not
· Trudeau mania sweeps the nation over the new PM
· He is seen as young, he was 48 but that was the youngest PM had in 50 years
· He was very frank and candid
· Runs on a vague platform, “ Canada must be a just society”
· Calls for the greater protection of minorities, and help disadvantage regions of the country
· Calls for bilingual federal public service, this will make French Canadians feel more at home
· Calls for more equality and opportunity, and social equality
· 1968 Trudeau liberalizes divorce laws 
· More and m ore people begin to opt to live common law
· In 1969, passes criminal law amendment act
· Decriminalizes contraception, abortion, and homosexuality (opens things up for gay community, and gay activism, 1972 first Gay Pride parade in Toronto)
· 1977 Quebec prohibits discrimination based on sexual orientation, under the partis Québécois government
· Trudeau starts to make other measures towards establishment of a just society
· Equality for women
· establishes programs for regional and economic development and expansion, provide companies with incentives to relocate 
· unemployment insurance expansions, and old age pensions
· new immigration act: change restrictions
· eliminated the death penalty 
Stagflation
· not good for the economy
· oil crisis in 1973
· is angered about the war in the middle east
· in protest they eastern countries refuse to export oil 
· prices at the pump go up
· higher transportation costs for good
· then consumer goods prices rise
· increasingly, central and eastern Canada are beginning to look west to Alberta and want oil for cheap
· Turner resignation from the party leaves a rift in the party
· Trudeau’s foreign policy 
· Government tried to establish a foreign investment view agency
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Aboriginal Canada
· Asserting they want access to the same rights and benefits as other Canadians and recognition of their special status
· By 1960s and Trudeau there is an assertive aboriginal movement
· Harold Cardinal became leader of the Indian Association of Alberta( young new leader)
· University educated which was rare for aboriginals 
· Trudeau and Cretian comes up with a policy in 1969 to deal withal the issues, named “White Paper”
· It proposed to abolish the Indian act and Indian status 
· Terminates the treaties which are deemed unjust
· And Indian reserves will be sold off
· Indian claims commission is set up, it reviews outstanding grievances
· The white paper main issue was to get rid of Indian Status 
· Aboriginals want the status and therefore see the white paper as a threat
· Large implication of the paper is apprehension 
· With the unveiling of the paper there is opposition from the natives, they announce their own alternative the “Red Paper” 1970 also called Citizens plus
·  Offered by Harold Cardinal, he was a critic of Trudeau 
· The red paper defines aboriginals as natives and as Canadians 
· It argues that first nations want to contribute to Canadian society through self government 
· The paper insists that Indian status be maintained
· Calls for the recognition of treaties as sacred historical treaties
· Rejects the transfer of all responsibility of social services from the federal to the provincial governments
· Also insists any future constitutional negotiation, aboriginal people must have representation at the table 
· White paper is withdrawn in 1971, although they maintain an Indian claims commission 
· This paper left long lasting affects, increasing political organization among aboriginal groups
· More aboriginal leaders want their rights constitutionally entrenched 
· Achievement of self government becomes more urgent 
· More bands will assume greater responsibilities 
· More bands in the 70s try to assert their control over their own affairs
· Inuit up north start to organize politically
· In 1971 they form a government ITC 
· They need to negotiate their territory, end up establishing Nunavut
· Berger Commission, 1974-1977, also known as the Mackenzie valley pipeline inquiry
· Many Canadians want an oil pipeline
· Southern Canadians want a pipeline that goes to the Arctic 
· Problem the pipeline may affect the Caribou herd which was a big importance for food
· Commission makes it that any pipeline will be delayed for at least 10 years, and land claims need to be settled before hand
· James Bay and Northern Quebec agreement
· Area had not been covered by any treaty
· 1975 deal is reached, the aboriginal people of the area will receive 200 million of compensated, direct ownership of over 5000 km of land, and fishing rights, the original inhabitants of the area will be consulted, and self government is guaranteed 
· Cree of the area receive control that they did not have before
· Land claim settlements provide territorial and provincial base for self government 
· Constitutional recognition 
· The national Indian brotherhood is not interested in representing Metis and non status Indians 
· Therefore they form their own association in 1971 with the native council of Canada led by Harry Daniels 
· Insist Metis people are recognized in the constitution
· They are able to force the government to help them with things other Canadians can do, and deal with land claims
· Daniels is pragmatic wants people to see aboriginal heritage as part of all Canadians heritage 
Trudeau and ethno cultural communities 
· In 1971 gov adopts multiculturalism policy
· First of its kind, anywhere
· Policy encourages government to support multicultural programs
· On a symbolic level the policy attempts to allow a greater sense of belonging for these people
· New immigration act in 1976
· New evolved point system
· Not just based on merit but now also on family needs
· Half of all immigrants go to Ontario, changes Toronto dramatically 

· Trudeau response to Quebec nationalism argues that francophone’s in order to prosper throughout Canada they need to feel at home no matter where they are in the country, which means access to French services, and parents should be able to send their kids to school in French
· Also want Anglophones to feel at home no matter where they are as well
· Trudeau conception of how to reconcile French and English Canada stems from his rejection of ethnic nationalism
· Trudeau was a strong advocate of civic patriotism 
· He thought it was better to identify with shared political institutions 
· Trudeau brings in official languages act in 1969
· Both languages have equal recognition 
· Makes federal public services bilingual 
· FLQ almost a small terrorist organization
· 200 terrorist attacks
· Turning point in October 1970 kidnapped James Cross
· They had three demands: money, release of captured FLQ members, manifesto be read on television
· Quebec’s vice premier was then kidnapped, and called on Ottawa for help
· Ottawa evokes the war measures act 
· 8,000 troops were called to patrol streets in Ottawa and Montreal
· Some said this was overkill
· The point of this was to capture the FLQ and to show our force and the international community would be safe
· Trudeau wanted to frighten the FLQ into hiding
· On Oct 17 Pierre Laport was murdered
· James Cross still nowhere to be seen
· Dec 5th, gov negotiates James freedom
· Members who murdered Pierre La Porte were committed 
· In 1968 conditional meets in with the province to reach agreements 
· In 1971, after the October crisis, meeting in Victoria of the premiers, and made the Victoria Charter
· Created a charter of rights, and an amending formula 
· This formula gave both Ontario and Quebec a veto
· But Quebec backed out and this negation failed
· Rene Levesque 1973, liked by many
· Quebec Anglophone minority was shocked and threatened once the partis quebecois was elected
· 1976 victory, elation for nationalists, shock for the rest of Canada
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· The first action of the Partis Quebecois was bringing in Bill 101
· Aims to protect and promote the French language in Quebec
· Makes French the only official language of Quebec
· English language schooling is limited to children whose parents were educated in English, immigrants must send their kids to school in French
· French is also made the language of business
· Signs must be only in French or if there is English the French must be written bigger
· The bill worked, more Anglophones and immigrants learn French, francophone’s runs business and changed the mentality of the province 
· However, it infringes on the rights of the people who live in the province
· They do not have choice
· The bill makes it more difficult for French Canadians and Acadians outside Quebec because everyone else in Canada will be like if Quebec does not accommodate English then we won’t accommodate French
· Levesque wants a referendum and not strike a deal with the federal government 
· Alberta Premier Peter Lougheed was also pushing for taxation power
· He insists on provincial equality
· Insists on decentralization 
· He thinks that province should be able to spend their money from federal programs how they wish
· He opposed Trudeau’s idea of a charter of rights in the constitution
· Levesque announce a referendum in 1980
· Wants sovereignty association
· May 1980 referendum and sovereignty association
· The debate is very divided 
· Levesque argues francophone’s need to take control over their own laws and that they could only survive within the borders of Quebec
· Trudeau tries to remind the francophone’s they apart of Canadian history and there are others throughout Canada, he says he will “change the constitution” and that francophone’s will be firmly recognized
· The results are decisive 60% vote no and 40% yes
· Trudeau won the referendum and has a clear mandate to bring about constitutional change
· Trudeau wants to give a common set of principles which all Canadians can identify
· The Canadian union must remain meaningful, and wants equalisation payments in the constitution which is a minimum edge of funding and guarantee mobility rights
· His point with all this is Canada must remain politically united
· He also brings in a policy that angers premiers, the National Energy Program of 1980
· Proposes to put cap on prices of Canadian oil and natural gas sold within Canada
· NDP also proposes a greater federal share of revenues
· And promote Canadian owned companies over American
· How do we amend the constitution?
· Provinces don’t just want it in the hands of Ottawa, no special recognition in provinces
· Quebec wants a veto on these amendments 
· Levesque and Lougheed become friends 
· Levesque and Lougheed form the Gang of Eight
· The 8 premiers not including Ontario and NB, make a pack to not reach a deal with Trudeau unless they all agreed to it together
· By September 1980 negotiations are broken down 
· Aboriginal political organizations want to be a part of  constitution negotiations
· Wanted aboriginal treaty rights and self government and constitutional veto put into the constitution
· Inuit and Metis took a pragmatic approach, both wanted the land claims protected in constitution, but inuit do not insists on self government such at the metis 
· Premiers Don’t want any entrenchment of aboriginal treaty rights 
· Meanwhile Trudeau has been softening his stance on aboriginal rights, not keen on self government though, open to the idea of recognizing treaty rights, may be possible because of the Gang of Eight
· He sends Cretian to negotiate with the aboriginal political groups
· Reaches a deal in Jan 1981
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· Gang of 8 reach a deal with Cretian 
· He promises the charter will not retract from aboriginal rights
· It will officially recognize aboriginal treaty rights
· Land claims will be negotiated 
· Legal recognition of inuit, metis 
· Al aboriginal groups sign on to this although there are problems like aboriginal vetos
· Trudeau calls public hearings in terms of the constitution
· Womens groups insist on equality of them in the constitution, especially towards jobs
· Trudeau asks the supreme court if they can unilaterally patriate the constitution
· Ottawa does not need the provinces to have it changed
· Trudeau calls one last conference 1981
· The premiers and Trudeau arrive in Ottawa and negotiate, the gang of 8 continues to stall
· 9 premiers say no way to a referendum
· Levesque says yes to referendum, and therefore the gang of 8 feels like the pact has been broken and therefore the “Kitchen Accord” happens
· Offers a notwithstanding clause, provincial control of natural resources, drop aboriginal rights from the constitution, 9 premiers agree to this deal except René Leveque 
· The aboriginal leadership are very upset
· Organized massive rallies to protest against the clause being dropped
· No longer need to go to London to change the constitution
· Political unity is preserved, mobility rights recognized in the constitution, equalization payments are entrenched in the constitution
· Charter provides emotional unity in Trudeau’s eyes
· Canadian constitution will now have the charter of rights and freedoms 
· Also includes a guarantee of equality
· Also recognizes recognition of key cultural groups of Canadian society: aboriginal, French, British, ethno culture
· Canada also adopts the principle of multiculturalism 
The Years of uncertainty
· 1983-1995, witnesses 4 failed aboriginal conferences, 2 failed constitutional accords, 1 referendum on succession, creation of free trade deal with US
· Patriation April 17 1982
· Problems: Quebec does not sign on to the constitution, aboriginal rights don’t go far enough
· The 1982 terms did however provide constitutional negotiations
· Problem: constitution agrees to aboriginal rights but does not elaborate what they are
· First Ministers Conferences on Aboriginal Constitutional Matters 1983-1987- 4 conferences were held
· 1983 conference; they agree to insert that aboriginal treaty rights are equal to male and female people 
· This clause is important opens things up, it encourages the government to change the definition of an Indian in the Indian act, the new act in 1985 removes the clause of an Indian marrying someone who is non status, so many can claim Indian status
· Conferences of 1984 1985 1987 accomplish nothing
· Aboriginal leaders insist to self government, but they are refused 
· Aboriginal movement had become for radical during this time
· Metis radicalized also insisting on self government, Metis national council broke off also from those who represented non status Indians
· These failures leave problems with aboriginal leaders, they oppose any constitution attempt that does not take their ideas into it
· 1984 Trudeau decides he wants to resign, John Turner takes over the party for 2 ½ months 
· Liberals were on the way out
· Conservatives come to power, with Mulroney 
· Neo conservatism is also on the rise internationally
· Also becoming popular because of the ongoing stagnation 
· Free trade is good for western Canada
· Quebecois nationalists were advocates of it as well
· 1988 Mulroney signs free trade agreement, trade restrictions would be phased out over 10 years, limits on foreign investment would be removed, liberals and NDP go against free trade
· Mulroney hope for free trade was bring the economy out of stagnation
· People in Mulroneys party are trying to get deep cuts to social programs and taxation, but instead Mulroney increases both
· 1985 Trudeau expands the court challenges program, 1988 Mulroney expands official languages act to better protect linguistic minorities
· It ends up providing more funding to francophone minorities outside Quebec 
· People do not believe that they need to accommodate French outside Quebec
· Grievance from the CF-18 fighter jet controversy
· Maintenance of these new technologies, contract with this
· Problem because contract goes to central Canada again
· 1991 goods and services tax, unpopular
· Alberta didn’t even have a provincial service tax and so they saw it as a money grab from Ottawa
· Preston Manning, Leader of the Reform Party
· In order to get rid of the old white man look, he gets Stephen Harper to help
· Insistence that property rights be entrenched in the constitution
· The party advocated privatization of social programs, elimination of funding to interests groups, argue governments taxation powers should be limited
· Main idea behind reform is that the state has no place in telling Canadians how to live 
· Has no place in social programs
· Western Canadian conservatives are disillusioned with Mulroney
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· Problem with Mulroney’s openness to Quebec having a special status
· Important for Mulroney to sign onto the constitution 
· Opportunity opens up because Bourassa is willing to negotiate 
· 1987 Meech Lake, Mulroney, Bourassa, and other premiers meet and come up with the Meech Lake Accord
· Quebec would receive a veto to changes in national institutions and boundaries
· Limitations to the federal spending power in provincial justification
· Quebec control over immigration, and official say over appointments in supreme court justices appointed
· The accord recognizes Quebec as a distinct society
· Meech Lake has a three year deadline to get it passed in every province
· Over the course of three years there are changes in government in NB, Manitoba and NFLD and they are reluctant about this deal
· They thought this was going to take away the government ability to direct social policies
· Other Canadians opposed Meech as it become publicized 
· Resentment that Mulroney and other premiers agree
· The Partis Quebecois opposes Meech, they want independence
· Reform party of Preston Manning and Harper wants Senate reform to be put in
· And Trudeau also comes back as an opponent
· Cretian also things it will take away to many powers from the central government
· For aboriginal political organizations don’t like that they are willing to negotiate with Quebec and not them
· They are worried that the genie would go back in the bottle if they close the constitution talks now with this accord
· June 1990 all province except Manitoba signed on, but he approves this only if it was unanimous legislature 
· Problem was aboriginal had a deputy in this, and had a vote and Elijah Harper was being pressured not to agree
· When the vote comes in Manitoba everyone says yes except him in 1990, said only with the long neglected concerns of aboriginals to be met
· And the Meech lake falls through
· Quebec takes this as a rejection from Canada
· Relations between Quebec and First Nations reach a low with the Oka Crisis, july 1990
· It blew up over a land claim
· Protest of ancient burial ground and reserve, man is killed, military is called
· Canadians are shocked, Lucien Bouchard in Quebec is upset and creates the Bloc Quebecois ( new party)
· Made so Québec can oppose this centralization
· Mulroney’s popularity is plummeting
· Therefore he tries again to salvage this problem, specifically between Québec and aboriginal and senate reform
· Convinces Bourassa to come back to the table to create something new
· September 1992 Charlottetown Accord
· Proposes control from federal to provincial in things like telecommunications
· Abolishes federal power of disallowance 
· Diminish federal government ability to attach conditions to social program funding
· Proposes aboriginal self government
· Proposes to make the senate elected and give all provinces equal number of senators, but also diminish the power of the senate
· Recognize Québec as a distinct society
· Canadians insist on referendum of proposal
· In late 1992, Canadians had chance to vote on this constitution cause huge national debate
· Most Canadians vote against the accord, 54% no and 48% yes, so failed accord again
· Mulroney resigns beginning of 1993
· Kim Campbell Canada’s first female prime minister and only, also last progressive conservative PM
· Progressive conservatives were unpopular
· Due to GST tax etc.
· In platform the liberal promise to get rid of the GST
· Shelia Copps, Liberal Heritage Minister: represents new generation of confident female politicians 
· Copps promised that if liberals didn’t get rid of the GST she would resign
· Cod Moratorium 1992, undermined confidence of Atlantic Canadians lost many jobs
· 1993 election
· Liberals win majority
· Bloc quebecois and reform gain many seats
· NDP hardly any, and progressive reduced to 2 seats
· Stephen Harper elected in reform party
· John Cretian liberal PM from 1993-2003
· Break contract for helicopters, starts an anti military outlook
· 1993 Somalia Affair
· Air regiment is sent as peace keepers into Somalia
· Small group of Canadian peacekeeper captured, tortured, murder a young boy, creates a scandal, especially because they take photographs
· All over the media, and Canada’s self image as peacekeepers is put into doubt and the air regiment is disbanded because of this
· Rwanda Genocide in 1994 also pushes against Canada’s confidence
· Can’t really protect, undermines Canada’s confidence as peacekeeping nation
· Royal Commission on Aboriginal Peoples 1996 report
· Need to engage with aboriginals to negotiate self government powers
· Residential school scandal is to be dealt with
· Truth and reconciliation commission to deal with this
· In wake of this report in 1996 closes the last residential school
· Meanwhile, In Quebec Bloc Quebecois 
· Tried to promise a referendum, October 1995 on succession
· Lucien Bouchard joins campaign
· Approval from France that if they declare independence we will recognize you
· Bouchard is very charismatic, succession is possible to him because of free trade agreement
· Cretian Warns Quebec could be partitioned, and promises Québec if they vote no there will be important change and had Bill Clinton to make a speech
· 1995 NON rally in Montreal, 100,000 Canadians
· Many Anglophone Canadians were more open to biculturalism at this time as well, saying they love Québec, the French are important to them
· Therefore the 1995 referendum the no side won by less than 51%, 49% voted yes
· In 2000 government passes clarity act saying if province wants to succeed the question has to be cleared and needs majority
· Aboriginal Canadians continue to pursue land claims 
· Interest groups continue to lobby for rights
