Mainstream Sociology 
· Conway: children are Canada’s largest natural resource; future of the country; are we paying adequate attention to them
· If we look at families in Canada, he believes that Canadian families are in crisis of monumental proportions and touches all of us
· Must look at adults responsible for mentoring and facilitating them
· 1. If we look at children in snapshots, we might get a better idea of what to do for the future not too confident of what’s going on
· Cautions us and give wake up call; if we take a look at Canadian society, divorce rates are up; in 1968 only divorce if adultery; then changed Canadian law and now many reasons why you can get a divorce and rates skyrocketed (almost 50% of marriages in divorce)
· Also see those who marry; 7 year itch; most last 7 years until divorce; has shrunk and now shorter period of time; has impact on children 
· As divorce becomes more common, there are custody issues etc. 
· Women have no rights to her children (historically); if the father died, the father could will his children to whomever he wanted to and his wife had no rights; women felt intimidated by this possibility
· Given divorce and likelihood, we have different family types (blended families from late 1900’s and 21st century)
· 2. Canadians are declining to take emotional risk of marriage people choose to live themselves and adopt or take foster child on their own without a partner 
· Widowers and singles were living alone; now people who have never been married are raising children; tells us that the way in which we define families is different than historically 
· 3. Family is changing in terms of its form; we usually think heterosexual couple or legal institution legally recognized; but now we have a lot more common law relationships instead of “legal” celebration (very common) loosely defined term of family nowadays
· 4. Government has battling issue of partnerships and marriage; we saw Bob Rae want to bring in idea that if we look at same sex marriages, they should be recognized (John Creatian legalized it); day care also became an issue for various elections 
· Front and centre is the issue of violence in families in Canada (emotional, physical and sexual); we are encouraging people who violate individuals, particularly children and when they are involved, it is a serious offence
· Female circumcision and immigration labeled not right
· Impact of divorce on family
· Speaks to the fact that children feel abandoned etc.; children have suffered from marriage breakdown (how do we deal with children with divorced parents)
· Trying to still figure out on federal level; should come together in front of judge and what plan is to raise the children; if they can’t decide, the judge will decide what is the best idea
· When children witness divorce, they have free-floating anxiety (used to be polite and now they lash out; especially physically) 
· Childless family is increasing in number and percentage in Canada
· 30 years ago if someone didn’t want children, they seem selfish and we pity people who couldn’t have children
· Statistics recently, show that the number of people who choose not to have children is increasing 
· How many children we are having is below the replacement rate
· Statistically, we are dying as a nation (we are mostly growing because of immigration) 
· 60-100 thousand children run away each year; they run away to the streets but in reality, they are running away from home (streets not enticing, rather, home is unbearable)
· Homelessness, hunger, and poverty and inflicting out children
· UN reported Canada as the #1 place to live, then 3, then 6
· Why did we slide? 1) Child poverty 2) The way in which we treated our people
· Our women are the highest educated in the world
· Conway draws 3 important points:
· 1) Family appears in society as though it is no longer able to deliver the emotional stability and solace to its adult members; adults don’t feel confident (both men and women); if men and women don’t feel solace or stability, what will they give their children?
· 2) He believes that children have been failed with regards to that emotional security necessary to shaping confident and healthy adults (must be taught); because adults are weak, children becomes weak
· 3) As an advanced industrial society, we should be able to provide that solace and emotional support and confidence so that people are healthy from birth to death; however he does not see this happening
· Rather than look at things as a crisis, t is a learning experience; he softens his approach and says to look at ourselves; maybe the traditional idea of family is gone but we should be looking at what is commonly happening and how do we embrace this transition; he wants us to look and see alternatives and that there are growing pains but we need to complete transition to make world better for children
· We may be see dismantling of our family (like waltons or leave it to beaver) but we are given new alternatives but we need to recognize them and contextualize it 
· Want to look at successful emergent of the change; won’t be easy; politicians have used childcare, families and supporting them, all day kindergarten, autistic etc. but we are not looking at root of problem
· Late 80’s  90’s; if we have dual career families, then women should be encouraged to stay home (Malroney); late 80s in Quebec: give women a cheque for having children; if we paid women we could keep them at home; got this idea from post world war 2 
· Move into the 90’s still tug of war; conservatives vs. liberals; pitted against National Action Committee for rights of women 
Part 1 of text:
· Tries to give us traditional definition and modern day
· Traditional: coming together of man and woman, usually, but not always, legally married to express mutual love and commitment; if relationship lasts, children made and living together under one roof with a social, economic and emotional unit; sometimes family expands to incorporate aging grandparents
· Inclusive: relationship of some permanence between/amongst persons with or without children 
· I.e. amongst people (uncles and aunts etc.)
· Conway: if you really want to know children, need to understand origin of family; can understand self and conceptualize 
· Part 1 is describing how we got here
[bookmark: _GoBack]Origins of family (see my chart that I made to compare these 2) 
· Precivilization according to Conway
· Conway describes as Freud and Women researchers say its evolutionary
· Conway says Freud believes people lived in hoards that went around together (kind of like monkeys running around); dominant male enjoyed sexual access to all the females so this dominant was the father of all the children
· He also believed the dominant male/males denied sexual gratification to younger subordinate males; there are dominant men having children and the rest didn’t have access to women
· Believed younger males conspired against male (most likely their father); younger males went nuts and had an orgy (with mothers and sisters); Freud speculated upon realizing this, the young males were overcome with guilt and they were having incestuous relationships with family 
· The young males established taboos against incest and wanted aggression; Freud believed young males that human social life and continuation of hoard on which their survival depended was routed in their ability to suppress their instinctual gratification within this group; this is where the tiny seed of family was planted 
· 1) Emotional family 
· 2) Control of sexual gratification of whom you can be sexual with (inter-clan relationships; taboos of incest took route)
· 3) Subordination of aggressive instincts; sense of survival and civilization front and center 
· Precivilization according to Women’s Research
· Evidence of male dominance and female subservience; how did it get this way?
· Suggestion: could’ve been superior strength and brute force (physically); in 3rd world countries, women can survive malnutrition while men have died 
· Had a theory: suggest as men asserted themselves and dominant and important, one thing they couldn’t control; procreation. Women were seen as life giving force; power since women could keep horde alive
· One missing ability of giving birth, men took charge of the life giving force and so they were in charge of everything
· Men could not take credit for the children but women’s ability to give birth was so amazing but they wanted to control it and accept it; women had the power over life and death
· Everyone knew mother was mother (took child as their obligation); why didn’t the women rebel? The children were what women took care of and that’s how women’s work became defined; didn’t rebel or renegotiate
· After 15 years of research, looking at walls, carvings, broken goods, depictions; we see 125-250 thousand years that men did not know they gave birth 
· 15000 years ago on walls of caves is the first clue that men knew; see cartoon strop; male and female frolicking (spring summer fall winter); see mother pregnant; and then a young person; men understood they were part of procreation 
· Women see their place in motherhood; later men understand they were responsible for procreation as well
· Conway: Marx/Engels “period of savagery”
· Marx has said humans emerged (horde to loosely defined clan) to a family; more human development; evolution that he believes is developing a clan culture; period of savagery: we will hang together and survive together; men bring something to eat while women gather
· Informal pairing encounters; loosely defined relationship among clan; providing for one another; division of labor 
· Mutual coexistence; biologically determined (gender)
· Women’s research: hunting and gathering
· Mutual sharing of economic power; putting bread on table together; economic coexistence in providing for the group
·  Looking at sites of hunters and gatherers, find more fruits and berries rather that bones; women provided 80% of food consumed and men only provided 20% (women put more food on the table)
· Men were bonded together; exercised control and authority over women 
· Men decided where to go and women would follow (father) local (place) patrilocal (father’s place)
· If encounter between other society, men would fight and women were protected (begin to see value of women) 
· See aggression is a man’s game and not a woman’s 
· See that researchers show that some societies were different than this stereotype 
· !kung tribe in Africa: patrilocal; core of siblings (inbred) and set up camp round water hole; both sexes regulate use of water; stay here and don’t migrate; food all shared (gathered or hunted); won’t move until threatened (flight rather than fight): in their culture, their heroes are curers and healers; older people have wisdom and mentor them; this is important we have choices of how we want to live 
· Mubuti tribe: have fatherhood ritual; woman and man have child and ritual happens when child 2; father sits by center of camp and mother puts child in fathers arm and lifts child to fathers breast; the child latches on and begins to suck and doesn’t get anything so father reaches down to bowl and gets food (feed child first solid food); when fussing, child cries ema (mom) and then father teaches them eba (father)
· Tells us there is harmony and cooperation in family (illustrate that long ago, if we do choose to make changes, there are viable alternatives)

· !Kung tribe and Mubuti tribe showed that we have choices of how we want to organize ourselves
Males (Engel’s)
· “period of barbarism”
· Evolving “settling down”
· Women don’t have to necessarily grow out and gather; can plant seeds where animals are
· Domestication of animals is evolving and use/ownership of land and staying in one place; this evolves from experimental stage to what we have today (complex food production)
· They plant, reek, plant, reek and this was working quite well; In this period according to Engels, needed women to gather although man could hunt
· Pairing; man and woman could do this hunting and gathering 
· Have a more permanent type of household; no clear dependence; coexistence; loose living together but smaller unit; 3 points of period of barbarism:
· Folkawys: have fads (i.e. hippie movement in the 60s; having Michael Kors) makes life pleasant; this arrangement becomes momentary and evolutionary process of the pairing process; coexistence is folkawys 
· Mores: unwritten law (i.e. manners); things making life move easier (period of civilization)
· Laws: legislative
· Period of civilization
· More monogamous (i.e. promise ring, engagement ring)
· Mores is here
· We have this we bit of domesticated animals and crops; even have a bit extra; partnership becomes more strict; echoes back to precivilization; “authority” reestablished by men (more dominate) and subordinated the women and children that entered
· The women and children became property of the male as well; belonged to him along with the animals; also the children belonged to him; the monogamy became increasingly enforced on the women in particular; not enforced on the men (mostly due to inheritance); can be passed down to his blood (this is why they wanted the women to be faithful); not required for the men; continues on and Mores (unwritten laws)
· Per industrial nuclear family
· Now we are getting more serious; more monogamous, men see children as their own (along with woman); now we see inequity in the partnership and patriarchy and male privilege (he can decide whatever); if she wants to stay, she needs to live up to expectation and if she wants children, she needs to obey (meet expectation on part of the women); this establishes a dependency of the female upon the male (and children dependent on male as well)
· We see 2 things facilitating this: 1) biological determination (women can help with planting and gathering and a keeper of the heart; she can bear and raise children and can continue as partner) 2) social construction of reality (what the mens work is, what the womans is; can speak to sexuality; can see that if she is monogamous then less in the public eye; he can roam)
· Millionaires family; husband wife and 2 children (boy and girl) 
· Beginning home steady; important to know 2 points above which limit what men and women do is labeled to some extent as ignorant (women and men are more capable of what they can do); this is where stereotypes are made; unwritten law are these behaviors at these times; as we move from one stage to the next, there are some expectation that further defined partnership between men and women and how children are contextualized; this formed a little entourage; we see 5 transitions: hordes from hunting to gathering, to barbarism, civilization, nuclear family
· 1) Cooperation replaces conflict (entourage will live next door to other people who are in this practice; unwritten law of monogamy; nonviolent cooperation amongst people within this entourage of partnership
· 2) Year round sexual interest the male has in the female (man expects to be intimate with her and eventually anticipate children as a partnership 
· 3) Kin replaces hierarchy that existed in hunting and gathering; softening of brute strength and more of a nurturing environment 
· 4) As social life evolves as they are working together and providing life, the division of labor continues and the reciprocity and mutuality is continuing; take serious the responsibility of the children; replaces orgy type behavior
· 5) Territorial hostility are mute; see harmony within partnership but with others living around us (want to help each other and to others around us); see a further definition of division of labor (sharing of food, relationship built, regulation of sex, preferred harmony; individuals seek safety and survival for selves and people around them; serious settling in) (i.e. in Syria, we see people leaving in order to be safe and survive for the future); when we look at this kind of decision in this time, we go back to basic emotions of trying to protect and survive as partnership
· In modern society, the idea of food banks grow from this period (share with others); interested in procreation (seeing sense of responsibility for those created came from this time); for security in society, there has to be balance (we have what we need)
· Here is where family was invented; the species is becoming more sophisticated and is effort to be interdependent; we can speak about taboos and incest (still a Mores); seems dysfunctional; at forefront, idea of provision and balance and security and relationships defined as monogamous is very important; Engel underscores “fatherhood becomes important”; man and woman have defined relationship; when child born, he may take opportunity to take that child; Mores claim fatherhood (unwritten laws at this time); not all men cared to claim children
· Unit combines production and consumption
· Engel’s last predication for this period; we go “All out” in settling down; we see ourselves as specialists to put in permanent settlements; claim ownership of animals, provide space, regular flow of herd and provide for ourselves in permanent partnership; more sophisticated in farming; we will produce what we consume; when they get better, there is a surplus so it can be sold or traded; see economy becoming more and more sophisticated; have what I need and a little more (accumulation of things; wealth)
· As system becomes complex, we see the development of who goes where, when, to do what; male will go out and deal with surplus (brings back things to accumulate goods and profits); more elaborate system with more secure base of wealth; this speaks with survival and production; trading amongst other people; male does this with other men; women stays and continues with traditional duties; public sector vague (men), and private sector (women); women and children were dependent (security, survival, inheritance); man has right to move beyond and look after property and production and sale of surplus; given this, when we evaluate men and women and bringing to the household, she becomes marginalized (their work becomes of less value in society)
· Partnership becomes expectation given the Mores; they develop language and see rituals arrive where there is a formal sanctioning of Mores; now we are getting the presentation of marriage and inheritance; if everything is formally sanctioned, led from Mores to laws; men indulges in the 5Ps 
· Property, Production, Profit, Paternity, Politics (owns all of these; dictate, rule) 
· Woman’s existence relies on domestic virtues (is she faithful, obedient etc); if she violates this image, she could suffer; she constantly tries to live up to the expectations; the woman’s happiness relied on if she had a loving father (saw her as his own) and whether or not when she did partner that was seen as marriage if her partner was also gently and kind (depended on others for emotionally etc. for a good life); looking for his approval, his claims (according to Engel’s
Women researchers
New Stone Age
· Was an important change that took place (10000-12k years ago); took place in 3 places:
· 1) Tigriss-euphrates river valley- Turkey to Iraq (fertile); when George Bush went into Iraq, there was devastation; reason was because this area was seen as the cradle of civilization; this is where the first written word was invented; first to move from Mores to laws; had crops and restored social things before country was plummeted with war; the museums that got bombed proved that this place was the origin (catastrophe we could see transition from Mores to laws); first place of ownership of land and animals and domestication
· 2) The Nile river valley- Cleopatra here; rich time in becoming owners and producers
· 3) Indus river valley- from Tibet through Kashmir to W Pakistan; see initial settlements; domesticated animals and crops and became wealthy
· Women believed men owned everything; recognized they were patriarchal; restructures identity (important element for inheritance); most wealth goes from father to son (not daughters); now it its divided equally between husbands and wives; in the new stone age; she took his last name; we are having cultural lag (i.e. taking last name) (i.e. buttons on the sleeve of jackets were on men jackets (because no napkins and wiped face with arm) no buttons are just there)
· Looking at women’s research; these customs and Mores of legitimacy became more sophisticated (became more binding and demanding for women than men); shows women had to remain monogamous during and even BEFORE monogamous (bare only male’s children); found increased cloistering of women (isolation); this becomes an inequity in the culture; she is responsible for the reputation of the family (male can do whatever but woman has to be responsible) 
· Women researchers are livid; 220 recognized words to describe a woman who isn’t chase, pure and acceptable  (i.e. slut, hoe etc.); how many are there to describe men? 20. (10x more words directed to us); with cultural lag still seen in English dictionary today; woman could only bare his children (recognized we moved from F to Mores to laws; recognized institutionalized of sanction of marriage that was legally binding (defined here with man and woman); grounds for prejudice and discrimination (see grounds for sexism); see entitlement and privilege laid down for men; if we recognize this, we get clear understanding of how evolution occurs (we see these challenges today)
Spread of Christianity (Women’s research)
· We slow any productive evolution except on 3 fronts
· Middle ages (476-1450 AD); patriarchal system; 3 religions: Judaism, Christianity, Islam (all believe in one god); Christianity is anti-women and see the Christian describing women as temptresses and prevent men from doing profitable work(dangerous, unclean etc.); Martin Luther believed in inferiority of women (women deceived men with tricks and cunningness); see they were supportive of inferiority of women and exercising teachings; Roman catholic church (call priest fathers and call nuns sisters)
· Exceptions to inferiority of women and 3 cohorts as women who are seen as above average women; 3 are seen as measure of power:
· 1) Prioresses/abbesses: in charge of convents; had spiritual and material power as well; devoted life to prayer and good deeds, farmed land around convents; roman catholic church are self-supporting and does not pay them; they plated their own crops, taught children (paid them or trade goods with bartering for the service of education); they were healers; took care of poor etc. 
· Had a lot of power and charisma; a lot of women who were nuns were women who did not want partners and children (wanted thirst for knowledge) to get out of marriage, had to go to convent, become nuns and then get to learn; Nuns trusted more than priest (did things selflessly); at one point, church thought nuns would be too powerful so they sent them to the new world and start hospitals and schools; our health care were instituted by these women (i.e. St. Josephs); didn’t matter what religion or anything, these women were inclusive in rendering our decision for health care (maybe our universal health care came from them); also started schools
·  Looked at respectfully by men (were independent, self-sufficient, economic power, etc.)
· 2) Noble women: assume positions of power (when husbands went off to crusades); look after those working for estate owner and took place of frugal lord and made sure things ran smoothly when running estates; they were doing the job comparable of running a medium sized business; these women were seen as outstanding and got respect of patriarchy
· 3) Women who worked alongside husbands in shops and there was a big profit (producing, made profit, and got some wealth); these women were seen as business women (worked like men); seen as extraordinary
· Although most women were seen as inferior, these 3 women would be what we would term “loop hole” women; able to rise above and have more equity among men; independent, helped generate wealth; had talent or education to get money; they achieved what men achieved and thus, they were seen as exception to rule of inferiority of women
· Conway does not have this point, only women researchers do
Men (Industrial Nuclear Family)  Conway
· Family is monogamous; male is in charge; industrial revolution sets in motion social, political, and economic changes leading to the emancipation of women in the partnerships
· In 1881, we became industrialized 
· Industrialization fast forwards things (tobacco, clothes etc. initially take off); we have a rural to urban transition (move out of town and into city)
· Rural to urban transition: there is a separation in terms of the heart and where the work is (home is in one place, work is somewhere else (private and public sectors; women and men); as this unfolds, there is increasing central important to males paid work and womens unpaid work in home (less valuable since no income); through the transition, we see child labor evolving; family that worked on farm is now working in industrial revolution; men are getting paid family wage and women get paid less and give them secondary status in industrial revolution and child labor was cheapest of them all
· Everyone became part of the new working class that was involved in industrial revolution; family was in factory “just to exist”; pay was not enormous; we have profit and greed come into picture; see exploitation of working class; working class begin to organize and demand better wages, child labor safety etc.; supporting them are middle class something: we shouldn’t be exploiting people (they agree with them): see the evolution of unionists (demand a better living for these people and eventually outlawing child labor); rural urban, we see part of Canadian life for the family; idea of reform (matter of life and death for the working class)
· Reform taking place slowly: Ind nuc family; realize that child labor is not the best/safest thing (women are working at home and outside while men get paid and get to come home and relax); collective morality: we have to prevent a disastrous decline in the health and vitality of society; if society was going to benefit, it had to be such to protect the working class since it depends on how they sell their labor to industry
· See need to look after and facilitate and reform the urban transition and people go to work; negotiated order of how things should happen for in nuclear family
Industrial revolution (women researchers)
· Cohort of theorists called modernists: believed that up to this point, there was ascribed status (born into a certain kind of status); as industrial revolution took rise, you could work, and ACHIEVE status (women starting to become non-traditional); men and women had equal opportunity and if you work hard, you could have it your way; position of women in industrial society actually declines; women who worked in factory could be given some money (not as much as man); women not entitled as much as men 
· As women, we begin to demine ourselves (i.e. I’m just a housewife); women became part of the 2ary economy (not primary economy); we had jobs with less security, less pay etc.; women pretty much made enough to buy back the things they could have made in the first place (i.e. jam); modernists who said we could achieve and become more quickly saw hurdles put in place; we objected to women who were profitable and had an exciting job (not allowed) 
· If stay at home woman, you were cursed for exploiting man’s money; if you work, you are cursed as well; prejudice towards women; had bedside doctors
· Women who were working worked like dogs and died like flies
· Upper class were lazy and got tired doing nothing
· Industrial revolution is sexism, layered with classism (upper, middle, lower); industrial revolution did not bring about equity (and achieving own status)
Ideal traditional orthodox model of the family (Male researchers)
· Men are supposed to do (slide 8)
· Look at research in Montreal; both boys and girls worked and paid the same, but when boy turned 16, his wage jumped up to a family wage 
· Man is economic provider; if woman was a single parent, those women suffered
· Instrumental persons: they used skills
· Men are active participants in external world: get dressed, go out into public
· Even in immigration, men often learn English; wives do not learn it since they often stay at home (traditional family)
· Men are responsible for socioeconomic status of family in society
· You ask what does father do for a living (men monopolized this status)
· Women are supposed to do (slide 9)
· Expressive (shows emotional support); if upset, traditionally we call our mothers 
· In charge of home front (if there is an event or something in the house, mother organizes this); if we go to the doctor, mother knows both sides of the family history; purpose of women was to be kind and replenish husband so he can go out in the public the next day
· Male researchers and women recognize this as well: books written as she should do this, that, etc. (instead of parenting) 
· At this point, children released from child labor; we see an age of innocence (looking and being mentored by parents in lovingly way); see discipline (usually father imposing authority); have shift in this model of family and marriage (however, this was a vision that few lived); women suffering; reform movement (only men befitting); find that in the 1900s, women couldn’t vote, own property, couldn’t keep wages (gave money to husband); legal for a husband to beat his wife with a stick no larger than his thumb; it was legal for him to take his sexual pleasure from him; women were nonpersons with few rights, no privileges; if stepped out of line, were outcast and live life of difficulty
Victorian Era (Women researchers)
· Acknowledged that there was Canadian society that may have lived ITOMOTF
· Was supposed to be occupied with womanly accomplishments and fend of idleness; motherhood gained importance in Victorian era; women had to make sure house was running on schedule and children raised (children allowed to be children); see toys sold and manufactured in Canada for children in Victorian era
· This concept adds to inferiority of women; they were alone except for when with children and with workers of the house (maids etc.); Women who wanted to marry well had to be educated women (write and read poetry etc.); women found outlets for their creativity and education; they would pen books and poems; because women were inferior, they would sign their work with male name and give it to middle man who sold it and then got the money (suitor names used to women used not to be known to step out of bounds)
· Women knew likelihood of dying in childbirth was high (until 1950s); “not tonight” came from Victorian era; these women tried to avoid relationships with husbands so could avoid pregnancies (illnesses from blocked emotions in women to protect themselves from dying during childbirth); this was turning point since women were getting creative (knew they weren’t inferior, know they were intelligent; yet had to stay in boundaries of what was acceptable of women); women had to challenge the culture in which they live, ideologies, economic power; women began to attempt to revise themselves
Decline of the Industrial Nuclear Family (male researchers)
· Conway sites as defining moment (we had emancipation of women in WW1 and WW2 in Canada); mostly in post WW2; women were expected to work for war effort while men were at war; women knew they could do man’s work and do above and beyond (more than they were permitted to exercise)
· Early 1900s, had suffrage movement; got right to vote (since man was at war); as industrialization, there was possibility of work and inventions  (type writers, vacuums, sewing machines); freed up woman’s time (labor safing devices); with free time, women wanted to work along with being a house wife; they were efficient at doing the double duty
· Post WW, transformation about what women could do; 40s and 50s was time of great change in Canadian society (post WW2 bounce); there was work and money to be made and spent; dual career family grew out of this
Modern Times (female researchers)
· Still very strong cultural influence of Victorian era; if you ask people of expectation of women, they will say women should be at home and man should work and provide; women are taking an aggressive stance but men are still above; although women are getting better education and working, we are told women relative to men has deteriorated (women still earned less even though they do same work with same education) (earned 68% of what man did) (if uni graduate, make 92-96% of him) 
· Women are recognizing this inequity; if you look at women taking more prominent place, you see rise in cosmetic surgery
· Women today: we do not think we are inferior (very rational; not as family centered as we used to be; more individualistic; women are still fighting against traditionalism); we are conscious of struggle since it involves partnerships and children we want to raise
· Conway says: if we are men and women in Canadian society whether we are same sex etc., we are still responsible for the next generation in society; if we look at abuse and divorce, we need to know that things are not quite working out; if we know better, we can do better; we need to know where we came from so we understand where we are so we know where we should go 

Lecture 3: September 25, 2013
· Romantic notion of childhood (mother to nurture)  Ideal traditional orthodox model of family (males)
· Could have sex without her consent, men got paid more 
· Women who were educated in Victorian area (independence in women)
· In both male and female, we see that Victorian era was less common
Decline of industrial nuclear family
· 1900s sufferage movement dominates pre-WW1 movement
· Women could vote if men were in war; expanded to all women
· Knew they could do more than private sector; women worked in factories and non-traditional roles
· Roaring 20’s; women worked and were making and spending women (began to educate children); if extra money, girl could be educated
· Women were entertaining education in greater degree
· Same with after WW2: bounce in economy, women and men both educated
· Women were not going to be confined as they previously were; women wanted jobs in the labor force
· Women wanted/needed to work; wanted to educate all the children; became responsible for children (both private and by public sector work)
· Bounce in 1950s in the economy; often see post-war, economy does well (i.e. more inventions); take new technology and apply to society that is there (this happened post 1950s); have typewriter, sewing machines, vacuums; these labor saving devices helped offset conflict that could arise 
· Family post WW2; dramatic avenue of transformation; see rapid change barely keeping up with change; our ability to communicate to partners and households and make adaptations were lagging behind; not materialistic but change in attitude (women’s minds had changed; identity, self definition); looking for new things to add to their life 
Modern Times
· Strong influence of Victorian era; “women in the home” people agreed over decades; although change has taken place and doing double duties, people still believe women’s place is in the home; disconnect with what people think and what is happening in society
· Women believed it is was true that women were doing solo journey, becoming better educated, were in the work force in greater numbers; however, when we ask what order is women should define themselves, people say “wife first, mother second, careerist third”
· If we look at pay differential, there was still unfairness (since man was to come home); looked at woman’s work as “pink collar” work (not as good as men’s “blue collar” jobs); although women have made dramatic changes, women’s status relative to men (earnings, job status) has deteriorated 
· If we were REALLY recognizing change, we should have equality
· Women researchers say in modern times, there was new woman (rational and secular); not “I have bad luck” but “there is injustice, I need to protest”; women were speaking for themselves and on behalf of their children 
· Women are not necessarily family centered but individualistic in their approach; women are thinking of education and not partnership; not looking for man to support them but get education and start a life together with a man
· Young women and older women understood the change and what they wanted; there was a problem articulating it to the world outside
Conway: Statistics of working women (slide 10)
· …Were working in Canadian society
· See decline to 25% (women want to stay in paid workforce); in 1951, women back into world but we still see post WW2 holding strong 
· We have working girl; will work until she gets married (that’s why 62% were single); we have dual career families (as early as 1951); divorce not as big as widowhood 
Overall profile of “51” family
· (do not worry about numbers, just patterns)
· See 2 parents and children 
· 32% have no children (this is large because of post WW2; young couples yet to have children)
· Still intact family; now some issues: Conway gets serious here; tells us when we look at family, we can understand amongst intact, some women are working full time/part time; when we do statistic in 1955, and look at women working, they were making 55c/$ of men; see challenges; having children was risky (still dying in childbirth); infant mortality also dead (31/1000 before age of 1); 18/1000 were still births 
· Told by Conway: women still remained relatively silent; even in 50s, women had experienced attitude change but yet few choices for women and their children
· Women were socialized not to experience a lot of choice; could be dictated to go back home; women and children still manipulated by male agenda; public was also unfriendly; there was violence, abuse/child abuse; given experience during war, women got a bit more assertive about having a better life
· In 1951, divorce rate is double than that in 1941; women were making moves to affect change needed for themselves and children; traditional nuclear family (on oppression and exploitation of women and children); women wanted to change what could be changed
Conway: Women’s liberation & the decline of patriarchy
· In early 60s, women begin liberation movement; begin to insert ideology of feminism in political, social and economic discourse
· Civil rights movement and protest in Vietnam: women see this happening in US 
· Canadian women realize they need to protest, rally etc.
· In Kenstate Uni, when they were shot for protesting, women realized it was serious
· Use movement events in US for more successful change in Canada
· Changed divorce law in 1968; until 1968, you could be advocating for divorce and only reason was due to adultery; in 1968, this changed and women could divorce for many reasons (i.e. emotional abuse); There is a spike in statistics in divorce rate in Canadian society
· Women have had experience but know they could get jobs but get paid less but rather have that than marriage
· In 1969, have birth control; could take ownership of body (could choose if want to have children)
· 1970 Royal commission: laws passed that address issue of second class; we dismiss sexual discrimination (can use Ms. Don’t have to put Mrs or miss)
· Improve legal status of women in society (ensure women have rightful portion of property after partnership); have action plan where women are considered for jobs (jobs had to have certain number of women); see sexual harassment laws (can have peace of mind) 
· In 60s, coming to together of ideological circumstances; economic changes, changes in attitude, changes in technology, birth control, entitlement to go out and earn if needed 
· Cartoon from 1960s (cooking, answering telephone) caption: I need a wife 
· See change in Canadian society
Snapshot of family (slide 13)
· Intact family (mother, father, children) has decreased; single parent increases (because of divorce); less children per family (birth control); childless is up; smaller families increased
· 3 or more children is less; separated spouse is increased; divorce is more; married women working is 27 to 44%
1970s Snapshot of Canadian Families
· Intact families were dropping; having less children; more moms with young children working; Pay has altered 64cents/$ of man
· Cover of magazine: woman with 8 arms (with child) (dusting, cooking, typewriter, clock, iron, driving, makeup mirror, telephone); doing it in pumps on one foot; cat knows who feeds it; down her cheek, she had tears; women were working hard and wanted to do it all and felt very stressed trying to do all this in her life (woman’s life being reflected in media in Canadian society); Hindu goddess Kali
· In 1971, 2/3 of families had dual incomes (women part time or full time in family)
1980s Snapshot of Canadian family
· By 1981, 1/6 families relied exclusively on husbands income; 5/6 have woman working part time or full time; in 1981, worst economic downturn in country but women still continued to work
· By 1988, 2 salaries brought in only 6% more than one job in 1973 (cost of living has gone up; now it is necessity (not a luxury))
· She becomes indispensible; child raised in different environment; dual income; may be older parents in family needing help as well, we see push in 70s and 80s for women to get a good education 
· More female undergrads than the US (necessity rather than choice); we listened to Grandmothers and mothers and got an education
· 1981: Brian Maloney leaked something: woman should give up her job if man and woman are working under one roof
Slide 17
· More single parents; single male vs. single female (she was making 52% of what he was making)
· In 1980s: Macleans cover: Mid-life panic “growing struggle to look after the kids- and mom and pop, too
· Sandwich era: women had to look after young children and older people (grandparents) as well
· In the US to raise child at age of 13 (basic necessities, not including healthcare) costs $225000 on average (housing, clothes etc); in Canada, it is $200,000 with daycare and healthcare factored in 
Slide 18
· Shift in attitude, marriage law changed, more public sector, financial for children, moving forward with intact family; we still have to care for children as society
· Another cartoon: woman stressed, “I can’t believe it. I forgot to have children”
· If we don’t balance things, there is a price to pay 
Childless by Choice (document)
· % of married or previously married Canadian women 35-44 without children
· 1971: 7.8%; 1981: 8.4%, 1991: 11.4%; increase of more than 50% over two decades!
· Conway says: mental illness among children and suicide rate has gone up in Canadian society as we move through 20th and 21st century
Video: Children’s view on their families (late 90s)
· Children talking about:
· Wishes: mostly wish for having a happy and intact family
· Healthy: think its about eating fruits and vegetables
· Bad habits: drinking and smoking, tv, drugs
· Feelings: hide feelings, anger, hate, sadness for others, worry about making it (racism, sexism, abandonment)
· Boyfriends & girlfriends: everyone wants sex?, not comfortable talking to parents, protection
· Families: cares for you, love
· School: hate it, love it
· Neighborhoods: rich, some afraid, some are fine, friends 
· If you could change your life…: nothing, health problems, happiness in parents, money, parents together
· A message to adults: treat kids nicer, be less harsh
· We are materialistic but some of the children still wanted nurturing over materialism (less yelling, enough money for bills, want peace); thus, Conway is right
· Can teach children age appropriate things
· Boy who wants to see his real mother; shouldn’t drink if pregnant 
· Girl: likes sunny days and hot lunches; we are saturated with materials; children thirst for things in life that don’t cost us money
· Afraid of future: see it in teens AND children
· Fear strangers: lack of security, feel in danger, feel vulnerable
· Dream of big house and a yard (instead of apartment)
· Difference between backyard and apartment: give each a ball: guy with backyard will throw the ball; the apartment child will through the ball up and just catch it
· Families: look at them as intrinsic things (love, protection, help, caring); they don’t make you pay rent 
· School: want you to respect them but teachers don’t know them (reciprocate it)
· Boy who has to stay up to do project
· Neighborhoods: want one that will nurture them 
· If you could change: want intrinsic thing (parents together, no fighting) 
· Pay not be richest, may not be poorest, but she still loves her family the way it is
· Message to adults: although we want to keep innocence, they have high expectations
New family forms
· Conway: as we go through rapid transition 3 things happened:
· 1) Women have new enslavement: doing double duty; still responsible and accountable for children but doing sector work in the public so that enough for the family; 6% of dual income was extra (disposable); since 80s this has diminished; we are 1-3 months of losing everything if we lost our jobs; women are now part of poor middle class that has to work (materialism) 
· 2) Men have new sense of unease; male privilege is diminishing; find that children are vulnerable and uncertain; Conway says families have issue in trying to adjust in this new world; we have not addressed issues appropriately and completely and crisis remains unresolved
· Dual income: intact families but number of children have declined; women continue to work and struggle but we see that once partnership recognized as marriage, they put off having children (now women to have first child is 28; used to be early 20s) 
· Lots of stress (daycare); balancing career; having aging parents; moving for job
· Traditional families: husband wife children (only man working) 
· 12% or less of the population; lower incomes, higher risk of poverty, both parents have lower level of education, have more children than average family, wife had children at a younger age 
· Man only working: Wife often has economic, social, psychological, and emotional problems (isolated lifestyle); lack of personal growth, feels devalued by society; the male is under increased stress (sole provider), has difficulty adapting to competitive threat of women in the work force
· Woman only working: man may have lost his job
· Both parents are unemployed
· This is why we see seniors working still (lost money in 2008 so they continue to work); less jobs for us
· Single parent families: it used to be only due to death of spouse; latter of 20th century it is reversed; mostly due to separation (not because of spousal death)
· Some single parent due to adoption or carrying child for you; more women
· 2/3 of single parent families live below poverty line; in single parent families, 67% of children in single woman families are poor 
· Issues: trying to raise children with work and daycare; both feel lonely; feel bankrupt; females face sexual harassment at work; male not so much; females face stigmatism as well as threat they might be abused by former spouse (stalked by former partner) 
· Children: wish parents still together; if male divorce, he is much more quicker to remarry; duration is half the time than the single female remarries; children also express more happiness and satisfaction if there is reconciliation between parents (unlikely)
· 1 in 2 children will live part of their life in a single parent family
· Common law (1981) families (most common today)
· Eventually, usually 2-3 years, common law end up marrying
· Have children but reason why common law have to negotiate and see themselves through
· Why common law? 3 reasons:
· 1) What we find is young men and women are hesitant to having marriage. Expensive to get in and out!
· 2) Young women want to see if man can handle independence
· 3) Young man wants relationship that is flexible (do not want a gold digger) 
· Transitional families (re-entry)
· Couple work, children introduced, wife worked until birth of first child and stayed at home for early years so she might stay out of market for 5 years 
· Things have shifted with re-entry women into labor force when pregnancy leave expires (most people want this)
· Time away from children shortened; women not in work force are getting paid but less than what they are making in work; maybe pension now longer; may be laid off if they come back too late

Lecture 4: October 2, 2013
· Blended families
· KNOWN AS RECONSTIITUTED family or meled family
· See higher rate of divorce and when people remarry, they blend in 2 families and a lot of pressure to succeed, particularly if there are children involved
· Problematic: step-fathers seem to invoke the most problems; problem relates to the step-daughter; discovered in these cases, there is a greater risk of incest (step-father abusing step-daughter)
· Why do we want fathers in delivery room? When they are present and daughter being born, they have immediate bonding experience with the daughter; with emotional contact, it became less likely that fathers sexually abused their daughters
· A lot of sibling rivalry (from both sides); good research evidence that if children 10 years or older, these children will mount an attempt to sabotage the relationship; takes 4-7 years for the family to begin and feel like a family 
· 40% of blended families fail within the first 4 years if children are involved 
· Childless couples
· Increasing over time; fear is inverted pyramid; large older population (baby boomers post WW2), younger have to support themselves and seniors; due to this, RRSPs were developed (baby boomers would put money away and look after themselves and not only rely on government’s pension) 
· Non-family person
· Increasing; elderly people who are widows or widowers (if older, children have gone off); divorced or separated and children are gone off 
· Increase in young people (alone and on own without children) “easy to get into relationship, hard to get out” 
Family futures (slide 20)
· Conway ends with this family futures; used to be social and psychological; family is now a psychological institution; family is not there to parent full time (i.e. care before and after school, recreation centers, mentored by others, programs, summer camps) 
· No productive economic function (do not need children for economic prospect as in farms); need for domestic labor has dwindled; children spend a lot of time away from home (no more socio-economic need) 
· Fulfills emotional function (means a lot to children in terms of health and function)
· 1) Love, 2) renewal 3) family to give them meaning, 4) give them identity, 5) confirmation, 6) support, 7) recognition, 8) belonging 
· When these expectation are not met, its disappointing (people are unsatisfied and unhappy)
· Feminization of poverty if woman leaves 
· 36% of divorces involve violence or abuse; other reasons: 
· 2/3 is by female why? Wants more from the relationship
· They want a greater degree of emotional intimacy (is there understanding between what person is saying and what they mean “read b/w lines”
· Want equal partnership 
· Want greater control over their lives 
· Told in Conway: ex-husbands resist woman’s effort to greater independence and refuse to do share of domestic and childcare work 
· “No institution that relies of exploitation of a particular group will hope to survive”; he sees women as increasingly women to exercise their new options (single-parent, separation, divorce)
· Where men initiate divorce, it is the same (they are willing to exercise the options, being single-parent etc.)
· Price is paid by children in these circumstances; if circumstances not fitting expectations, readjustments can occur; old behaviors and core identities need to change if they want to stay together and have an intact relationship 
· Socialized as we are born, take our respective places in culture, religion etc. and internalize what one sociologist has describes as social-structural map (we know who to go to); mental maps help us problem solve responses in our life (we know whose supportive of what) so we can experience some confidence knowing who we are and who will facilitate us; these webs mature and become larger part of identity and is an essential part of our lives; when divorced, you destroy those structural maps (damaging)
· There is an escalating incidence of mental illness and is linked to this disturbance in families; do not know how to “fix” it
· Free floating anxiety: when children act out
· Depression: women seem to bear most of it (if marriage isn’t working and haven’t changed it; if 3 or more children under 14; if no job outside home; if no jobs and split up) 
Children’s books 
· 1) Grandmother and I (Helen E. Buckley and Jan Ormerod)
· Cover: grandmother and her granddaughter holding a cat
· Book tells us about the mental map; different people offer the girl different things at different times; it was love and comfort and solace; it is that place she goes to feel good and ay-okay
· We can choose to read to children and give them an understanding of what family is all about; define the inclusive definition of family
· 2) Daddy’s Roommate (Michael Willhoite)
· Same-sex relationship; speaks to new family form we say Conway take note of. In terms of social-structural map, we see it expand on another avenue 
· 3) Me and My Aunts 
· Intrinsic loving, belonging, renewing; all the aunts lend psychological, emotional things important for our development; it is extended family, not just immediate family 
· 4) Piggybook (Berger?)
· Book is clever: as much for adults as it is children
· Mrs. Is faceless (invisible; make her do all the work)
· Light switch and flower are pig noses; everything is piggish; picture above fireplace has no woman in it (see below) 
· Pigs symbolize: male showmanism (being demanding) 
· Face starts showing, looking down at men (they are subservient to her); has a full face by end
· We see the need to change the identity, attitudes etc.; she is doing all the work and working; when she leaves, they find out her real worth
· Picture above fireplace important: has meaning
· Name is Gainsborough (Mr. and Mrs. Andrews) (1700s)
· Painting represents the man who has wealth; see he his a hunter, has a trust hound (dog); people of leisure; wife is reflection of his status (pretty); when we see the picture above the fireplace, it is missing the woman (Mrs. Piggett) 
Nature vs. Nurture
· Nature- biologically determined
· Nurture- socially constructed reality
· Do we put boys in girls in specific part and define them as what we think
· We see historically that children are structured into existence; molded to fit
· Philosophers; at birth, child is card blanche and society makes them who we want
· Is this flexible or is it more structured? Can we redefine, rewrite?
· Nibuti and !Kung tribe: rewriting and re-conceptualizing
· Need to entertain the change and introduce the change
· Parents are primary agents for socialization (also aunts, grandparents); as children get older, they may join clubs etc.; people who were secondary may become primary (socialize with children)
· Children learn who they are and what they might be from who they are with, especially from primary agents of socialization
· Boy and girl who lived next door and played with each other
· Boy comes in and they play “house” (boy didn’t know where work was!)
· PAofS can teach you things; one gender more than the other (women) know where to be (Ericson)
· Ericson believed developmental stages are global: 3 stages of childhood in tender years
· Piage observed how children observed world around them 
· Developmental process is something all children experience; if we believe it is universal, and see them going through same category, how/if any difference is there
Erik Erikson
· Stage in Life: crisis point 
· In each stage, there is a positive and negative pole; everyone goes through them
· 1) Infancy: trust and mistrust
· When baby born, as being cared for, if care person is nice, the child will develop trust; if opposite, mistrust sets in
· This why when newborn, there is 6 week check-up; if baby feels in trusted environment, the baby gains weight (feels secure)  thriving; if baby loses weight then non-thriving baby 
· Issues of abandonment (could be rooted back to infancy, according to research) 
· 2) Early childhood: autonomy vs. shame and doubt
· Terrible toos? Should be terrific toos! 
· First time child realizes he/she has two legs and can run and play and find independence and exercising it
· Autonomy: them being themselves (sense of self-direction); ask a lot of questions as well; when questions not answered, child thinks what they have to say is not important (I’m not worth listening to shame and doubt); can begin destroying children at this stage
· 3) Childhood: initiative vs. guilt
· 4-6 years old; growing independence; drives children to explore new and complex social interactions; want to master new challenges; meaning and purpose to their existence; exploring and widening out this independence
· Initiative: trusting and moving forward (learning to ride bike) 
· Hurrying children: idea that you have to win; have to be someone “successful”; if you are less than what they expect, you feel guilty
· 4) Adolescence
· 5) Youth
· 6) Adulthood: generativity vs. stagnation
· 7) Old Age: integrity vs. despair
· Looking at Erikson’s stages, he say’s there’s no difference between boys and girls; if this is the case, we should be seeing boys and girls as equal 
· Maccaboy and Jackline: maybe boys and girls are different genetically and that’s why they are different (test of general intellectual ability) 
· But when they looked at scores of intellect, boys and girls scored same in younger years
· Is difference later on nature vs. nurture?

· Research shows girls talk earlier; as they get older, boys like to hog the conversation and interrupt girls and they silence girls and girls are intimidated and don’t speak as much (if boys around); say “men speak, women gossip”
· Math: if parent thinks it is difficult, kids will find it difficult; males and females are equally good at math 
· Visual spatial ability: no difference in ability to exercise visual spatial ability in tender years; as they get older, this changes and boys become better at it than girls; gift-giving culture: as girls get older, we buy them more clothes, make-up, jewelry, nail-polish (interested in looks and materials and don’t pay attention to visual spatial activity computers, Lego; maintain visual spatial ability) if we look at Inuit children, research realized you never loose ability for visual ability for caribou in the landscape (equally capable; but gift-giving culture encourages loss of it) 
· Aggression: way in which parents handle children; how people handle males and females (female close to chest, male out in the open); boys are aggressive due to the way in which they are handled (Money and Erhart believed this is exactly what happened)
· Decoding of non-verbal clues: way in which we train girls primes them to be sensitive to the wishes of others; read the wishes of others accurately (we always want people to like us); “people pleaser”; looking for approval and acceptance and like to see it concrete; we like big engagement rings (want approval) 
· Susceptibility to social influence: in society, there is still a lot of male power; want to keep peace (i.e. 3 couples over for dinner, pie cut into 6 pieces but an extra person comes we forego our piece and give it to them); can influence people in manipulative way (witch-like) 
· Basow (researcher on identity): the fact that women are more likely to be nurturing is a consequence of gender stereotypes and not a reflection in difference in nurturing ability 
· Judith Bridges: nurturing makes all the difference in the world; expose children to artificial environments; this is socially constructed and not genetic 
· Armstrong and Armstrong say this is wrong young children are similar; say we are mis-socializing our children 
· Gender stereotypes set boundaries and limits; nature has set stereotypes (i.e. organs and physiology); they believe gender bias restrictive nurturing, myth making etc. are setting limits both for boys and girls; if we were gender neutral and exercised similar socialization in terms of nurturing, we would be doing better; open doors and windows for presenting limitless opportunities for both males and females

Boys:
· Featured more physical activities
· More action toys
· More aggressive animals (i.e. bears and dogs)
· Messages commenting on the happiness of the parents

· Butterflies, cute little things 
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· Midterm till the end of today
Book: The Fourth Little Pig (Selci; Doug Cushman)
· Speaks to socialization in terms of both boys and girls being able to conduct lives as productive and personal
Early socialization into gender stereotypes
· Children’s stimulation of parents
· By age 3, what kids have experienced and learned is hard to unlearn
· If look at books, we see children in terms of parenting has a variety of experiences
· Mooney and Airhart; how we hold the children (girls close, boys held loosely); boys have higher level of activity (because of how we held them); boys sleep less so are irritable (get more attention); set girls down 
· Boys are more boisterous (more loud and noisy and interrupt them to tell them to settle down)
· Parents react differently to boys and girls; 15 boys and 15 girls; ask parents to describe characteristics of their children? Boys: say firm, manly features, alert, strong (masculine); Girls: small, delicate, soft, tiny (feminine)
· Kindergarten children’s view
· Got 4 month old baby boy (sometimes as boy John, sometimes dress him up as girl and call him Laura); introduce baby to Kindergarten children
· Ask them to rate the baby on scale; find that all the boys and girls have a similar response whether baby is dressed as John or Laura (saw baby as little and cuddly); however in all the other terms answered in sexist terms; used gender-defining words (John was noisy, tough, fussy; Laura as quiet, gentle); thus in early years, already learnt what a little boy is all about and what a little girl is about; children have distinct idea of what babies should be like (now what child learned by age 3, it cannot be unlearnt) 
· Parents treatment of children
· Continues; viewing parents, expect sons to be able to defend themselves, encourage physical activity and motor skills (handle and fix thing); in terms of power (heros)
· Girls are expected to be helpful around the house; neat clean, quiet, sensitive, upset, frightened (stereotypically sexist); it is nurture in how parents treat them 
· Fathers have greatest tendencies to stereotype boys and girls; mothers are a bit more open and less bias than fathers
· Mothers are more prone to attempt to dismantle gender stereotypes
· If mother of boys and only boys, tend to be more traditional and sexist
· If mother of boys and girls, less sexist but not necessarily proactive to dismantle sterotypes
· Mothers with both daughters, most proactive 
· With boys, fathers are more likely to rough house and wrestle (enthrallment to control emotions); with girls he is more gentle 
· Mothers are sexist in regards to toys (boys- male defined toys, bigger; girls- small toys, dolls, bottles) 
· Boys are expected to control emotions (no crying, don’t be a baby); girls are expected to be dependent (they ask 3x more often for help than boys do) 
· We expect to push boys and get them angry and then we encourage this anger and frustration (stand on your own two feet); instead of helping them
· Experiment: learned helplessness
· Girls learn helplessness; helping girls lends them greater degree of this 
· Squared off room, put a line barrier up (can see through it); X is where parents sat (toys in far corner at bottom right hand side); mother is with child at X; how far will child wonder? How often wander? How often did they return? How child responded?
· Results: 
· Girls: stayed closer to her mother for longer periods of time; if she left, she returned more often; upset by the barrier (often holding it and crying rather than seeking way around it)
· Boys: opposite, didn’t return often, barrier didn’t bother them, didn’t cry and hold it 
· Indicates: girls is greater dependence and boys is independence (learned helplessness)
· Follow up: if mom told daughter to find away around barrier, the baby stopped crying did (girls who are helpless have been nurtured to be helpless but can’t teach themselves to be independent) 
· Father’s discourage female behavior in boys but encourage it in boys (men like to help their daughter and be their daughters’ hero) 
· Parents as models
· Side-stream learning (second hand): no one instructing them but they internalize
· If learnt and observed by age 3, hard to unlearn (have defined child; to unlearn is difficult); perfect example is first female astronaut 
· Dad treated her like a boy (put together model planes etc. with her); when her friends found out, they made fun of her but they put up curtains so no one could see; her passion came from here (as toddler she learned and observed and internalized)
· Girls treated as sons are more likely to enter non traditional careers and occupations (males and females capable of both)
· Dad dropped off children; mom went wrong way and little girl mentioned it

· Toys
· Put 20 month old child in room (girl will pick out female toys and male will pick out male)
· If we put out dolls and action toys; if we put out white and visible minority (child picks out white doll; learns white privilege in society); girls toys are passive; boys are more mobile; about 68 action toys for boys and 356 dolls for girls; 57% of girls gifts are toys; 73% for boys (girls are less since getting clothes etc.; boys have planes and have more visual spatial); boys skates have picks and girls don’t
· Games
· Sports that we encourage: boys are competitive, rules, structure to games, complex, always a strategy, boys will play with other boys just to win, will play in spite of injury since game is ultimate; look for 1) whose in charge 2) rules 3) if person in charge will enforce rule
· Girls: a lot of solo sports (skater, swimmer, horseback riding, clapping games); cats cradle, skipping (cooperative); less organized sports so they become cheerleaders; Olympic hockey games in 2002 when both won gold (PM congratulated them, guys on front cover, girls on inside page); Crosby’s mom is now advocating for women’s hockey 
· Later years, 65% is competitive for boys, 47% competitive for girls; 30% structure for girls, 55% for boys
· Clothing
· Likely to put patent leather and dresses on girls; boys dressed for anything; girls spend more on looks; boys is for ability to do; boys get approval for what they do; girls approval for what they look like 
Book: Daddy-care (Allen Morgan; John Richmond) 
· Politics to life (men have these rules); but we see child is parent and parent is child (shows children have feminist side i.e. attention to detail etc) 
Dad Style Mom Style
· Should be equal partnership (Mom’s as motherly dads)
· Armstrong and Armstrong (double geto of women)
· Mothers and fathers do show more parenting skills but still some gender exists 
· Mom is still more quiet and sensitive teacher
· Dads were less touchy feely (still cultural lag of bias); if father touched, was to put his hands around child to help them swing a bat (teaching role rather than expressive role) but this has been changing 
· Understand important of father and bonding with child; quality of life and not of quantity (better relationships than accumulation of goods)
· Men and women are willing to sacrifice career advancements to have more time with children; children thrive when loved 
· Father’s care for babies no less capably than mothers
· Both burp child in the same way; equally adept at walking sleepy babies and settling them down to bed; both equally as good at soothing child (even if father has little caregiving experience i.e. if only child or born last) 
· Men react to babies’ signals as sensitively as women do
· Respond indistinguishably to a video tape of baby crying (pulse, breathing quick, anxiety all equal); with baby gurgling, parents as equally relaxed (reacting sensitively, response was indistinguishable) 
· Fathers make good “mothers” or caregivers
· Mr. Mom (stay at home dad); children are egalitarian (father is primary care giver); look at each other as humans beings as opposed to boys and girls (inclusiveness, no gender directed roles)
· When tested children on intellectual and social development, children in Mr. Mom families surpassed peers on intellectual and social development 
· See father was dedicated to children (100%); mom who worked gave 100% of her attention to her children as well (researchers say children were cared for by both 100%; as opposed to 1.5 parents) 
· Practice, not gender, determines good parenting 
· Fathers more tactile while mothers are more verbal; dad style is more initiative while mom is more language skills (dad is active, mom is cuddling and soft spoken) 
Men who practice fathering are more likely to:
· List of points 
· Go to parent-teacher interviews
· High five son and give hug and kiss to daughter
· Girls crossing boundaries is okay compared to boy (i.e. boy wearing tutu) 
· Grandparents kiss grand daughters; shake grandson’s hand (Stephen Harper did this) 
· Look at daycares in Toronto: 5-10 years ago, fathers go; now father approaches child and wants to engage in child’s life (take time to hug and let them know and share information of what child has done) 
Changes: fathers overall
· List of things
· See way to woman’s heart and success of children is through the drudgery work and delights of small children
