Constitutional monarchy 
France is a bourgeois state in 1789: a weak but developing economy. The economy is working itself in the moment. 
Everyone will pay the same rate based on his or her property. Equality before the law is being brought out at the point. 
The constitutional monarchy: the king’s power is limited. The new laws are being put into affect. France is being transformed. In the next couple of year France will be.
Power is divided between the king and the national assembly: the king controls the army while the NE controls taxes and other things. 
July: rumors and fears went around and riots happened in France to give them their titles. 
Feudalism: gave more than one-person rights on the property. 
The peasants are attacking: they offer constitution to the peasants; they announce that the feudal system is abolished.  
Where their were property rights: you can buy your way out. 

Liberal revolution in 89
October: a demonstration of market woman angry at the price of bread set of to Versailles to ask the kind to intervene. Upset by rumors that the new military unit had a banquet with the king and queen. A new symbol of the revolution red white and blue had been trampled on by the soldiers. They protest that and ask for some control over the food prices. Stroke of genius to send woman because the king is not likely to send the army after them. In the morning the king agreed to go back to France with them. ** the Royal family is now back in Paris when they will not leave until they will try to escape in 91. Now the rest of Europe start to sit up and take notice questioning if he is Free of is he a prisoner. 

The Jacobin club becomes a communication center of the revolution.
2 groups will leave it, each time they leave that will radicalize the ones that remain. 
They were never socialists, always men of property: men of small property. 

Bastille riots: they were happy they were saved by it but they didn’t want to see another. That’s not how they wanted to be saved. They cannot have this kind of violent. 

The forces come from that keep the revolution going: radical developments: 
· The financial crisis that started this mess is still there. It will be years before the tax laws can affectively be applied. 
· The economy can’t function because investors panic and had their money. They don’t know what’s going to happen tomorrow. Safest thing to do when there’s a crisis is to buy land since they can’t take it away from you. It’s going to be there no matter what. Land is a safe investment it will always have value. 
· Economically things are not going well.
· The weather doesn’t cooperate- still bad harvest to come.
· A lot of people are upset about the lack of developments in 89
· Working men get no protection and will be mad till May for the state to step in and limit food crisis. 
· May 1793: Food crisis gets fixed
· Market woman constantly ready to come out in the street to end the speculation. 
· Consumer riots go on 
· Cordeliers: 

Cultural revolution
· News papers everywhere, festivals celebrating the achievements 
· Getting the formation of citizen committees 
· Direct democracy 
· Because the king never accepted any of this he will constantly work to undermine the moderate gov coming out of the assembly, opens the doors to the radicals that will step in.  (the extremists) 
· The king working against the modernists that opens the door
· War that breaks out radicalizes everything: a 23 year war. There was a peace very temporarily.  With France against such a wide collection: only one way to save itself was the mass army. When you call up the men of property and the men without property you cant deny the men of non-property while they have to leave their job to fight beyond Frances boarders. Deny the responsibility to make sure their families have food to eat: you’ve got to feed their families behind them. 
· Not in the least socialists: its social responsibility on the gov 

Radicalization 1793
· The Jacobins get power in 93 
· State intervention in the economy in a crisis 
· They control the gov. the radical years
· This is when France goes democratic 
· France needs young soldiers, woman have to keep their roles and look after children: not much space for feminism. 
· Does France then become Democratic? The minute they voted it they suspended until after the war. 
· The Jacobins are often called terrorists: using terror, suspending the constitution 
· 1/3 of France are occupied by rebels. 1/3 are marching towards France 
· As a result: new special tribunals are set up: kangaroo courts. 
· Radical group does use terror
· 1794: Maximillim a deputy: no deputy can sit in parliament. 
· Robbis pierre is added to the committee of public safety. 
· Starts to make mistakes and gets voted off the committee
· Thought to be so dangerous: there was a small riot and was immediately executed 
· Robbis Pierre Falls 
· The Jacobins voted to get him out of there. 
· 94: people had been abusing the terror. 
· Robbis Pierre said they must turn the terror on the agents of the terror: was a huge mistake. Everyone in the NE starts thinking “does he mean me” .

· After Louis16 dies, a new emperor is determined to fix everything and is working against the French revolution. 
· Louis decides to go to war since he has a win-win situation.
· Robbispierre alone-opposed war- cost him a lot of unpopularity. 
· England over time joins the war. 25 years of France against everybody else. 
· France is expanding north into Belgium.
· Burke is saying in the pamphlets is that only traditions can save. He supported the American Revolution. Burke is slowly winning public opinion in England.  

Thermidorian Republic 

· By 95: These people are launching a tax on military revolutionaries. 
· The white Terror
· Counter revolutionary movement out there. In the end, the old convention, those who are left in it are overwhelmed by events and scrap the democratic constitution. 
· The directors were chosen by the national assembly 
· To avoid factions and a group of directors taking over France: every year the 5 directors would draw straws and the shortest would leave and they would hire someone new. 
· Over the next few years, the directors will stage action against their own constitution and the national assembly. : wanted to re-establish the rule of law. 
· Barras: hopelessly corrupt 
· They do somehow keep corruption under control 
· The return to a more liberal regime: corruption goes wild 
· The economy is in bad shape, the constitution is a joke. 
· Osh accepted the command that Bonaparte refused. No glory in winning a civil war. Osh paid the price of his own principle 
· Bonaparte: the only candidate left that can over-throw 
· Soldiers are back: they took no prisoners; they don’t have the water to keep them alive. Turns into a very nasty war in Egypt. 
· Bonaparte is building up propaganda for himself. Over throw the last of the directors and establish the regime the consulate. 
· There will still be a NA but they don’t have much power. 
· Napoleon is able to get the finances re-organized to crush all internal opposition to the revolution. 
· Carnot: 
· Napoleon re-organizes France. Without the revolution he would of never gotten beyond the rank of a captain. 
· Napoleon: a foreigner. He worked his way up thanks to the revolution. Using artillery better than anybody at that time. Use artillery to win over mass enthusiasm. 
· Napoleon is a political general; he’s good at speeches and can win anyone over. 
· Napoleon stunning speed, doesn’t follow the rules and is for artillery. But there’s a weakness in all of this. Almost unbeatable but he’s bad at defensive taxes. 
· Still a question to what happens after he’s gone. 
· Always took the same route and they put explosives. They missed Bonaparte 
Consulate Empire
· Napoleon couldn’t keep his alliances going. All begins to unravel after he invades Russian is 1812. He didn’t have to. He didn’t wanna be away from France for so long so he left Moscow. He took 6000 men into the Russian empire: 
· Talleyrand: a bishop of the old regime became a deputy to the estates general. Become a constitutional bishop. Under the terror he slips away, at the end of the terror he comes back. It is he who introduced Bonaparte and sies. He then becomes foreign minister for Bonaparte. He was a restraining force on Bonaparte eager/temper. 
· 1806-07: Bonaparte had too much success that he doesn’t want it anymore. 
· 1807: Talleyrand is dismissed 
· 1814: Bonaparte is beaten for the first time, abdicated in favor of his son. 
· Congress of Vienna is set up and how to dismantle Napoleons empire. 
Congress of Vienna
· 4 major powers: Prussia, Austria, England Russia 
· Crisis occurs: What to do with Poland? 
· First major falling out. 
· War is avoided 
· They created an independent Poland
· What’s going to happen to Belgium
· The English decide they can’t go back to the Austrians. The English wanting to help out, decide to reinforce the power and assign Austria to the northern Netherlands.  
· Had to decide who would rule in France: Napoleon advocated for his son. 
· There would be a regency 
· Holly alliance was an idea of Zar Alexander: to rule Europe according to Christian principles.

** How the revolution came to be and it’s effects 

Congress of Vienna 
· Europe has never had a peaceful country except in the 19th century. 
· War is declining once again. 
· A couple of horrific battles, but they’re short and that’s about it during this time. 
· Congress of V did bring serious peace to Europe relative to other times (internally) 
· Was a success- managed to avoid major chorales 
Liberalism
· Napoleon took over and kept liberal dreams, and protects the economy geared towards liberalism. France’s economy was much weaker than Great Britain: they couldn’t go towards Free trade. France is liberal within it’s economic restrictions. 
· Reserved to the children of the nobility. Reserved to the children of the middle class. 
· Positions based on talent: you need to afford education so you can have skills. Therefore, peasants have no change. The nobles can compete if they come down. 
· Everybody rises to his or her level of competence. 
· French R: too much liberty. The blood thirsty, peasants and look what happened
· Liberty but restrained liberty. Liberty to those who deserve liberty. 
· Napoleon allows the press to appear, number of papers is limited. 
· Napoleon was known to even accept slight personal insults instead to appear as tyrant. 
· People sacrificed some liberty: the goal is the maximum liberty you can get at any one time. 
· Only those who merit liberty, get liberty. 
· Liberals want in England to get away from some of the reaction that happened during the French R. Get back to the spirit of 88: James the 2nd was replaced by William and Mary. “Golden Age” they want to get back too. 
· European middle class and politicians who speak in their name are always calling for a constitution. They like a written constitution. 1812: was drawn up by the people opposed to Napoleon. Will remain a model for Europeans.
· Liberals of France don’t trust Louis18.
· Liberals in France have a constitution but defending it becomes their major task. 
· Want the greatest amount of liberty possible without anarchy, democracy.
· Get the army back on its feet. 
· Liberalism is out there as a force to change. 
Industrialization 
· The depression lasted through the 1820’s. 
· Industrialization changes radically investments.  
· Raw materials and salaries of workers are usually the major part of investments. (Short term investment) 
· Fixed Capital and Equipment becomes major investment. 
· By the late 1820: Europe will be in the move once again to consider the success of the English. 
· Need something to stimulate capitalist: when they switch to the railway age 
· The railway age: got to build the equipment, higher many people: were talking about a lot of investment. 
· The banks are worried if it all goes wrong. 
· Private enterprise, the state and the banks: all 3 had to get together and that’s how it all works out. 
· The investors will be guaranteed a certain % year after year by the state. 
· The by 1830 Belgium is industrializing seriously. 
· 1880-90: France is industrialized 
· Diseases become a problem.
· With the railway it’s already too late
· Spreads too fast with the railway system: they used to be able to stop it right away without it. 
· Example: cholera 
· A new attitude of liberalism with restrictions. 
· Changing the political map. 
· Working class conditions improve so much that when Europe first hits a depression in the 1870s: Europe gets out because of the protected salary of unionized workers. Gets Europe out of the depression of the “new type” 
Democracy 
· Over time liberalism is indeed spreading. 
· Allows democrats to call for universal masculine suffrage 
· People still think in family form 
· An age of male dominance
· 1840: First working class news paper 
· Mass movement in England 
· St Simon: A religion with St Simon, as it was with his disciples 
· Concentrated on social rather than political 
· Fourier: Utopian dream

Why was there a Revolution? 

1820-1830
· Spain: Their liberalism will be in play constantly. Spain has a rev. in 1820 and the king Ferdinand7 came back.
· The residence in Spain was led by: 1. The Catholic Church 2. Political liberalism. 
· Spain is functioning as an absolute estate as the French regime collapses
· Spain wants to take control over her world empire. 
· Colonies have to function on their own and British liked it because this is the period that they want to take over. 
· Ferdinand sends out the order to get the fleet ready. The British told him if they send a fleet they will have no other choice other than to defend themselves.
· The army revolts, because they don’t want to start problems with the British and Ferdinand was only there because of the army after Napoleon collapsed. 
· The army turned to the political politicians. 
· Congress of Vienna powers are furious and will take them a while to figure out what they have to do. 
· 1823: French army marches over the perotees and the Spanish army doesn’t resist. 
· Liberalism was dead at that point
· Ferdinand only had a daughter and he wanted her to inherit the crown. Ferdinand will be Queen of Spain on his death 
· When she’s crowned queen of Spain Carlism takes revolt and becomes a threat and forces her to open to the liberals.  
· The Zar
· There is enough rising, but only Greece supports it. 
· Turks are fairly liberal: if you pay your tribute and get on with things, they will be happy to do so. If there’s a revolt, they are known to be very strict. 
· Only in Greece is there a revolt against it. 
· Uprising of failure everywhere except in Greece. 
· Turning into a blood bath and neither side (Greeks and Turks) can win. 
· Send a large fleet to separate the 2 sides 
· 1830: King Charles will suspend temporarily the constitution and annul parliament elections. Suspends liberty of the press. 
· Problem for Charles was that he sent the best army to Algeria and he needs them at home but he doesn’t have the. 
· The printing workers favored the opposition 
· Liberals threaten not to pay their taxes next year 
· Charles loses contact with the city- his demands are not going through. 
· They put up posters advocating that he’s fled – retires spends his life in England. 
· Brought Louis Philippe to Paris 
· Lafayette represent Louis Philippe to the crowd as the king of the French 
· Implies the people first 
· Idea will spread in popular circles: that they stole the revolution (anyone liberal, wealthy) 
Changes in the 30’s-40’s 
· Illustrations in newspapers, popular newspapers 
· First time they start being sold at a loss 
· The telegraph is now spreading which makes news and socialization easier, no longer need to send a messenger. 
· On going success of capitalism means you get new marketing devices, department stores, shops are becoming more respectable 
· Transport 
· Huge expansion in white collar jobs 
· Only work out there for jobs right now is in the department stores. 
· Women are stuck in their homes and do not go out alone at any times. They do not work unless its factory jobs. 
· August Blanqui: decides that it will only work through violence. Spends more than his adult life in prison. 
1848 
· Pius the 9th 
· February: King Louis Philippe is over-thrown 
· Barrod: can’t make a political speech but there’s no law about drinking a toast. Organized a series of banquets all across France. 
· Everybody took a seat he drinks to the cause of reform and did a political speech called a toast so it wouldn’t be illegal. 
· They did this all around France

1848 cont’ 
· Liberty and process are starting to become separated 
· Thiers: started the banquet movement (democratized itself) 
· Provisional government in Paris 
· Ministers 
· Added two socialists 
· Louis Blanc: democrat didn’t believe in revolution, the state furnishing capital. 
· France declared a Republic 
· Elections: all the males in France – universal masculine suffrage 
· Blanqui: the first to realize that there was a problem with the universal masculine suffrage. 
· Delay the elections while they have time to explain the Parisian revolution to the rest of France. 
· After riots- government created workshops
· Had to double taxes in France to pay for them. 
· Peasants pay more 
· The new assembly gets called in to get taxes under control – stop paying people who don’t work. 
· NA bring in the army to crush people in the street fights (workers who were rebelling) 
· Another revolution in June 
· Universal masculine suffrage was not overturned- benefited them. 
· End of 1848: presidential elections were held in France
· Louis Napoleon Bonaparte – nephew 
· Take some legacy from his uncle 
· Promise different things to different groups so he can get votes and be elected. – Through newspapers 
· Wins the election – has little power 
· President- not eligible for re-election 
· Speaks to the army reminding the army about his name/legacy. 
· Has himself installed president for life, backed up by the army. 
· President for life- Second Empire
· Gets called Napoleon III
· The next 4 years, the NA will be running France and not getting France going well economically speaking. 
· France starts a new dictatorship 
· 1848: turns into a military dictatorship 
· Phase 2: the group who brought the government down split from liberals and democrats 
· Austria: Just the news that a republic had been declared in Paris: crowds in the streets leads to the falls of medorick 
· Italy: small Kingdome declares war on the Austrian empire 
· Nationalism
· North Italian state
· Carlo Alberto: starts well, seems to be beating Austria 
· Offers the crown to Germany- declines it 
· Victor Emanuel becomes King – decides to keep the constitution for future use in Italy 
· In Prussia: the king will keep the constitution and make it a tad more conservative: give the wealthy two/three votes rather than one vote. 
Unification of Italy and Germany
· Cavour: 
· 1. Establish ties with moderate revolutionaries in all states in northern Italy 
· 2. Makes steps to modernize the economy 
· 3. Tries to get support from England 
· 4. The Crimean war  
· The French will help and win two battles with against Austria

· Hitler came legally to power. 
· Stalin- no racism (difference w/Hitler) 
· Ideology 
· Hitler ends unemployment rapidly 
· Hitler tells the army there will be war in ’44 but he knows it will come before because the economy will fall. 
· Leaving to a war in ’39 where Germany is not ready for all the promises Hitler made to the German people.  No defenses measured taken in Germany other than a wall. The British have much better long rage bombing. 
· 
External to ’39 
· Hitler pretends that Austria is part of Germany, kept away by the Versailles Treaty
· Hitler is getting a lot of supports because he’s anti-communist and anti-french as the British are. 
Spanish Civil war 
· 1936 with fear of nazi-ism, holding popular front governments including communists. 
· Army revolts 
· A deal had to be struck with the anarchists
· Stalin in ’39 draws the conclusion that the west will never oppose Hitler militarily.  
· Hitler proposes a non-aggressive pact. 
· Poland against Germany and her allies. 
· 40’: Hitler resumes the war by taking Denmark and Norway. 
· Hitler penetrates France, causes a panic in Northern France that the French army can’t be used and in a matter of weeks the army falls. 
· Hitler afraid to attack Britain tries bombardment of military tactics 
· Terrorist war both ways
· Hitler rather than attacking the British, attacks the USSR and get at India right through after conquering the USSR.
