Prisons

Precursors to Prisons 

Dungeons – early form of prisons
Clerical penance – time alone to penance in solitude. Read the bible
Workhouse/Bridewells–to teach proper work ethic(mainly beggars and prostitutes)
	            - remove deviant from society & provide employment and productivity 
Debtors Prisons – make mass produced products (entire family can be sanctioned) $
County Jail- no level in offences
· guards abused inmates & charged them fees anywhere they could
· run by $$, inmates didn’t have money 

Crisis that led to the emergence of prisons (Classical Era)
· no more transportation of prisoners = overflow 
· built prisons to contain overflow

Emergence of Prisons

Deprivation of liberty 
	-no longer punishment of the body, now punishment of the mind
	- equal punishment to all (fines not fair)

Age of enlightenment
	- people complaining about the conditions and regulations of prisons  

Classical Theory
· The offence needs to be proportionate

Industrial Revolution
· need workers to run factories so probably not a good idea to kill people 

John Howard Modal
	-Focused on individuals (males) who have been incarcerated 
	- Visited many prisons in England recording diet/food and their practices 
					-poor and used heavy chains
	-wanted a clean healthy environment with health care
	- came up with solitary confinement 
	- believed this could be used as a time to reflect upon their actions

Elizabeth Fry
-looked at Female Criminals and their conditions
-taught them a skill or a craft
	-to help women have a steady transformation from incarceration to society 

Purpose of Prisons (4)

-To punish  hard labour for long hours, free food but not quality food
	       torture & capital punishment still there just behind closed doors 

-To Repent  religious reflection to make them victims of their own crimes
		through solitary confinement 
-To Teach  how to be an obedient subject
-To Reform re-socialize inmates, no longer have the mind of a criminal 

Pennsylvania Modal       (Total Isolation)-
-Complete isolation for weeks months days
-minimal exercise
-given a desk, toilet, and a machine to keep them busy at work
- didn’t talk to anyone except, on occasion, a religious representative
- resulted in a high rate of suicide and insanity 

The Auburn Modal       (Silent Association)
- very small room to sleep in. Given a toilet. Rooms arm length wide
- No communication between other inmates or workers or be severely punished
- had to wear a mask 
	discourage communication (and facial expressions)
	So prisoners wouldn’t recognize one another
	Signify shame for the prisoners
-Lock step shuffle
	-Prisoners in a straight line, putting your hands on the person in front of you 
Purpose of this modal
	-Discipline
	- Reduced Safety concern (Organized)
	- Dehumanization – no identity just given a number like everyone else
ex Kingston Pen (1835)

Panopticon	 (all seeing eye)
· designed by Jeremy Benthem
· tower in the middle of the prison with a circular dorm of cells surrounding
· windows tinted, inmates could not see in but guards can see out
· creates self-regulating inmates  atmosphere where inmates behave

Total Institution 
 
A place where people are isolated from society for a certain amount of time and under the control of officials who run the institution 

Ex military    boarding school     rehab     psychiatric institutions 
Purpose:
	Re-socialization – changing a persons personality by changing their environment

Process (2)
	-staff tries to erode inmates autonomy and identity
	- staff rebuilds personality using rewards and punishments 

Risks
	Institutionalized 
	-When released to society they dont know what to do with themselves
	-Repeat offenders

Medicine Modal
	-Believed we could treat criminals. $ to fund experts



Marxis Criminology

Marxis Criminology Focus
- concerned with the crimes of the powerful
- higher level & street crime 
- Adopts conflict perspective 

Law and conflict Perspective 
- law made my the few that affects many
- the way it is codified and applied is not neutral, reflects the interest of the powerful and ensures a benefit to them
- allows the people in power to stay in power – maintains status-quo

Law and the Consensus Perspective 
- law is codified based on social values
- made to benefit the majority 
-Justice is blind ( age, sex, race)

Level of Analysis
Macro approach 
· how society as a whole impacts individuals

Critical theory
	- ask questions;
		-why are there double standards in society?   Ex crack and cocain laws




Karl Marc (1818-1883)
- Jewish heritage converted to Christianity
- lives in exile since his published paper where hated 
- realized the lower class “dangerous class” was being discriminated against

Social Intellectual Context 
Industrial revolution – no longer working on land

Mechanization – now machines are hands free
		- high unemployment = begging for work no matter the conditions
		- became fearful of beggars since they did not work 

Capitalist society 
- based in wage labour and commodity 
-makes crime inevitable

Classes (3)
Bourgeoisie – power 
Proletariat – Working class
Lumpenproletariat – unproductive social parasites 

“The history of all existing society is the history of class struggle.”


Worker Alienation (4) 
Alienated from the products they produce

Alienated from fellow workers

Alienated from the process of production

Alienated from themselves 


Infrastructure and Superstructure 

Infrastructure – economy is the bases of society (capitalism)
		- foundation of society  ex foundation of a house

Superstructure – everything else that is influenced by economy 
		  - everything else built around the house ie windows doors
		  - promotes capitalism theology 

Ideology – A set of ideas that forms a coherent view of the social work and          effectively governs peoples lives 
Types of Consciousness 

Class consciousness – having self awareness of your own social class and the       capacity to act in its own rational interests 
		- upper class

False consciousness – inability to clearly see where their own best interest lie
		- have no idea this is even happening to them
		- lower class 

Marxism and Crime
Capitalists values cause crime (4)
· Competition                                                -Greed
· Consumerism 			           - Individualism/ Egoism

Proletariat experiences lead to crime (3)
· Poverty				            - Lack of Control 
· Alienation

Crime serves functions (4)
· divides the working class		- Assigns Blame on Street crime
· Diverts Attention 			- Crime is economically useful

Law is selective (2)
- Criminalize behaviour of the poor  	- Do not criminalize the behaviour    of the rich 

Marxis and CJ
Coercive apparatus 
	- control of the “problem population”
	- ex police, seen as a superstructure 

Solution to crime
-revolution to eliminate capitalism 
- emerge communism social order 












The Emergency of Positivism 

August Comte (1798-1857)
3 Stages of Society Evolution
	
Theological – Belief in supernatural, religious explanations
	       
Metaphysical – Philosophical explanations
		- focuses on deterrence 

Positive – Science, scientific method
· empirical evidence
· asks why 

Positivism/ Modern School
- the bases of most discoveries in natural sciences so might as well apply that way of thinking to humans and crime prevention 
 	
Method
-Scientific
- Cause @ affect   (does variable a correlate with b)
- Objective

Paradigm     - framework that shares a set of assumptions
	3 stems
· Biological determinism
· Sociological Positivism
· Psychological Positivism 

Basic Characteristics of Positivism (6)
Determinism – individual behaviour determined by biological and or environmental factors 
· 2 categories 
Hard- denies free will exists, behaviour is an illusion
Soft – Free will 

Differentiation – belief difference between criminals and non-criminals

Focus on Actors – Opposite of Classical Criminology
	- asks what led to the murder

Punishment should fit individual –more classical, unique punishments
	- No mandatory minimums  

Offenders can be Cured – Rehabilitation, science can cure them
Reliance on Experts – know what to do to “cure” criminals
Why Positivism Dominates
- classical criminology did not locate the causes of crime
- crimes was increasing even with prisons as a deterrent and rehabilitation centre 
- Promise of solution of what causes criminal behaviour 
- No limits on treatment
- Utilize existing institutions
- Did not challenge the status quo 

Criticisms of Positivism 
- Removes responsibility
-reliance on science can be abused 
- based on Western Ideals, everyone has different values
- Over estimates crime, does not explain exceptions 
- cant be objective

Cold Blooded killer 
- no remorse for their actions 		- not spontaneous, but organized
-inhumane we are warm blooded calling someone cold-blooded, not human 


Biological Positivism 
Belief criminals are psychologically different and biologically inferior 
· demonic era followed this. Identifying witches with blemishes 

Phrenology 
- France Joseph Gall 1900s
- the science of reading bumps on ones head
- bumps= enlarged areas of the brain that are being used the most
- 26-35 special faculties, some associated with criminal behaviours

3 Main regions
- Intellectual Faculties     - Moral sentiments     - Lower function

Cesare Lombroso (1835-1909)
Father of Biological crim, believed in scientific study
- provided medical services in army and prisons 
- compared physical characteristics of individuals
	- focused on micro differences
-Influenced by Charles Darwins theory of evolution (natural selection)
	- some groups are more developed then others
*belief Western, white, upper class, Northern European are superior 





believe scriminals are biologically born bad 
Atavists – the born criminal 
-shares characteristics with prehistoric man 
- live by instinct – inability to learn and follow rules (animals)
-Physical stigma – ex large jaw

“The Female Offender” 1895
Lombroso the first to talk about the female offender 
-Rare, in superior to men therefore could not commit a crime
- to preoccupied with sexuality 

EXPANDED CRIMINAL TYPOLOGY (3)
Criminal by passion – somthing triggered/provoked them
Insane criminal – not in the right state of mind
Occasional criminal 
Pseudo criminal – only for necessity (legal defenses) 
Criminaloids – weak disposition 
Habitual – environment leads to crime

Critique of Lombroso 
-Control group: prisoners vs community, community contains those who have not been caught yet 
- Casual correlation – body type due to food/environment of prison 
- Subjective measuring 
-Racist and Sexist

Criticism relying on Biological Explanation
-told they are biologically bad therefore will act bad
- We dont fully understand exactly how the brain works
- Excusing behaviour, accountability and responsibility
