What is history? 
1. The past history is the actions of human beings that have been done in the past
2.  What historians write – history is a reconstruction of certain parts of the past from surviving evidence
3. Academic discipline / study 

Why study history?
1. Where we come from
2. Shed’s light on present
3. Provides direction for the future 
Those who cannot remember the past are condemned to repeat it.

Philosophy of History 
Positivism- Relativism

Truth role of the historian objective vs. subjective and sociohistorical context 

Positivism
- The truth of the fact can be discovered the true past can be reconstructed 

Relativism 
- We cant uncover the past we can only make predictions the historian is in no way divorced from there society is shaped by the historian this is the there is no definitive history of something is an on going process always learning new thing usually only from one prospective this is the view of most historians  
- new evidence new theories methodologies new questions 
- there are multiple versions of the past 

History is about the present circumstances 
(women not being recognized in past documents) 

Our history is someone else’s present  - we have to try and understand why people did what they did

Historical Practice
The past no longer exists expect in documents 

The Organization of Historical Information
Primary Source
A document or record containing first hand information or original data on a topic
(letter from someone telling the events that happened while they were there)
things used to try and understand a historical time period things used such as art, objects, government documents, buildings, maps, fiction,

Exceptions to the rule
Oral history
Autobiographies
Memoirs

Things written after the fact someone telling there story from the second world war but it is many years later can still be recognized as a primary source but there is different social context affecting how the story is told 

Where are they found
Archives- national, provincial, regional, local, university, online, personal collections 

Created
At the time of the event
By a person who directly experienced the event 
Any published or unpublished work that is one step removed not produced by someone who was there it is a interpretation describing summarizing analyzing, evaluating derived from a primary source 
With time all secondary sources can become primary 

Secondary sources
Textbooks, review articles books biographies historical films music and articles about people and events from the past 
there is some overlap 

Critical Review 
 (Motivations why they wrote it and society) 
-Historical context               (who wrote it what do we know about that author history is shaped by them where and when why and who is the intended audience)
-Classify the source             (what kind and what is it’s purpose)  
-Understand the source        (point they are trying to make or argument what evidence is produced to show assumptions what values are recognized) 
-Evaluate the source              (how typical or similar things are how common they are for the time)

lens used by historians to understand and analyze works

ephors – making sure Spartan men live up to this

Eugenics – concerned with genetics to produce stronger children

Athletics were one of the ways in which Greeks developed a sense of unity and identity

Were not recognized as games they were battles
776BC – likely before this
mount Olympia
interplay of religion, athletics, intellectual pursuits and socializing
the cycle and truce – signed to travel safely even if there was war going on at the time
the rules
hellanodiakai
the oath to zeus
participants/ spectators  
you had to be male you had to be greek and you had to be a citizen you had to train for 10 months previous to the games you had to train there a month before the games and you had to prove you weren’t a criminal you had to eat very strike things and you had to swear and oath to zeus all under the watch of the judges 

facilities
began 550BC
stadium sat 40,000

mid 5th century – temple of zeus

didn’t always fight to the death it was expensive to train them and feed them if they did die it was because the emporer paid for them to do so as a gift

those who work (peasents) – vast majority of population , farmers/ trades people, serf-lord relationship, freeholders/ cottagers there not slaves but they have to work and live on the land to survive people are poor and they answer to a lord 
those who pray (clergy)- preisets church hierarchy, monks 
those who fight (knights / Nobles)- mounted warrior, knight = noble, chivalry 
web groups are dependant on each other they stayed in whatever group they were born into

Big changes in 18th century 
-printing press, new technologies, rule books, changing social structure less of a divide, new classes ie. Middle class, religious changes,  industrialization, 

Middle class by product of industrial capitalism, vulnerable because its new , attacked aristocrats: luxury, hedonism, idleness, immorality, decadent, international
middle class is patriotic and concerned with there own nation more respectable then elites and the working class 

definitions
Nation – a large community of people who believe that have a common homeland and share a similar culture
Nationalism- an ideology centered on the belied that the people that form this nation should have their own political institutions and that the interests of the nation should be defended and promoted at all costs
State- an administrative and legal unit of political 
the physical boundaries of a nation and state are not always the same – germany 

Nationalism 
French rev
Want there own nation state they want to be able to control what happens 
Can mean two things the feeling of attachment and belong and the other the pursuit of independence 
Importance of mythology

Middle class people lead these movements

Germany 19th century
Not unified until 1871 serious of small kingdom bivaria Russia ruled by a king
Nationalism is based on a ethic affiliation language you speak if you don’t we don’t want you
Franco Prussian war 1806 – lose really badly to the French people don’t like being colonized people adds full to the fire of German nationalism 
German youth are not healthy enough 
Turnen – style approach to physical education that was popular in Germany in the 19th century  gymnastics and calisthenics – friedrich Ludwig jahn 
He believes they lost because they were physically weak gymnastics teacher 

Johann guts muths
Influenced by renaissance and enlightenment philosophies Greek and Athenians ideas humanist humans about educating the physical and intellectual  introduced gymnastics to philanthropinum 

Philanthropinum 
Holistic education commitment to knowledge handiwork and physical exercise and practical exercise inspired by enlightenment thinking

Turnen and nationalism 
Committed to developing nationalist ideas in  19th century germany  he thought physical activity was the most important thing to spreading this other then langue reaching back to older forms of activity that are specific to germans  it was practical and thought to inspire disipline he thought it would make the young men more ordered he created a turnplatz in Berlin 1811 by 1815 there are 150 they spread
not just about making strong men its about getting rid of the French 
Turnen is physical activity and an ideology is not limited to either one of those things

Turnen festivals
Turnen societies have developed is its outlawed in the 19th century 
They are political events involve speeches and parades turn into competitions
Goes from something small to something huge 
1862 draws 20,000 people
women are unable to participate  until 1896 when they are allowed to but have to be completely covered up
spreads through imagrants as a result of germans moving to the us

Turnen - a system of physical education developed in Germany in the nineteenth century that centered on calthnics and gymnastics and was committed to the spread of nationalist ideology, military fitness and the making of men

Modern sport able to provide and institutionalize a framework of sociability oxford Cambridge 
Working class sense of identity, consciousness 

2. educational
publics schools middle and upper class playing sport there actual private schools the rugbee school was the most important Thomas Arnold head master he was important in developing charter in young men and brought organized sport to education he saw the moral and religious training through sport making the people who would lead the country 
football and cricket develop health  and character 
muscular Christianity – ideology about creating manliness and good Christians 
sport can be educational for the working class never for the same purposes though theres and belief that the classes are not just different because of economics but biological and that they are below them Darwin – evolution 
creating good disciplined workers 

3. integrative 
social unrest
rough vs respectable – had more time to do things lower class  wanted to make themselves more respectable 
rational recreation – middle class replace the activates that the working class do and getting rid of drinking and gambling 
sporting public houses soccer and boxing for lower class
public heath acts 1848, 1875, 1890 create new parks where the working class can be active in the community green spaces and pools 
church of England – starts organzations to keeping young working class men in helpful rational pursuits 
theory versus practice – the idea to bring all members of classes to participate in the same activites elimitng the differences common pursuits this doesn’t really happen if there both playing football middle class private clubs vs public house or park not the same games not really integrated just fiction 
middle class – activates that require equipment cricket 
lower class – soccer just need a ball 

4. Representative
imperialism is not just a political economic project but a cultural one
very few uprising

A system of physical education developed in England in the nineteenth century that used organized sport to construct class educate middle and upper class men address class tensions and sell britatin to the world but particularly

Imposed on them create economic social and political dependencies the notions that they are inferior they need to be eliminated physically or culturally not provided food or health care 

Residential schools
1884- Indian act amendment 
last school closed 1996
church and state 
children as young as 4 and 5 are taken away from there families and put into boarding schools 

savage to civilized white man 

gendered skills 

sport and play : tools of assimilation weren’t allowed to play sport they had played before had to play eurocandian sports hockey basketball men had to do rougher sports girls did gymnastics 
sporting displays – to show how effective there assimilation had been
sport as a form of cultural resistance – aboriginals used sport as a way to show there abilities 

20th century 
Professional athletes 
Aboriginals are not allowed to play these sports alongside eurocandian athletes only in residential schools 
Tom longboat 1887- 19490 successful runner 
Motivations for participation 

Native athletes
Post WW1 – sport and pan indiasnim – a sense that despite we have all these cultural differences we share oppression sport allows us to celebrate pride in the aboriginals 

1960’s – civil rights of aboriginal people
national Indian brotherhood (assembly of first nations 
national native sport and recreation advisory council
1972- 1981 native sport and recreation programme 
ban on the potlatch is gone so people celebrate again the rise of aboriginal sporting events

artic winter games 1970 to bring northern communities around the world mainstream and traditional sport only men allowed at first later women not just aboriginals 
nother American indigenous games 1990 have to be aborig mainstream sport blend sport and culture celebrations and activites other then sport 
iroquis nationals 
1983 
laquross team own nation all aborig 

 the legacy of aboriginal sport 1992
 what connection do you see
what are the silences in this film what important things are not discussed

candians national sport lacquross not hockey invented by aboriginals  Mohawks 

· holistic view of life integrating sports into other aspects of social life 
· sport was really important with spirituality playing games as a supplication to the creator someone’s sick if we play well they may become healthy 
· the aboriginals coming together from all over sport and community identity
· ironquon national team 
· alwin morris the kayaker not just about elitism but bringing culture together 
·  aborginals to take over control of the process indigenous people in charge of there destiny 
things not talked about
· didn’t show any female aboriginals interviewed 
· life on the reserve colonialism 
· racism – made for a non native audience but it is a reality they face



conclusions
abo people have
contributed populare games and contests to the north America sporting culture
excelled as played and coaches in organized sport
faced intense racism when playing
been subjected to assimilative sporting practices
employed sport physical activity to preserve culture traditions and refomulate their culture identites
