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Q1) Refer to Figure 4.
Q2) Refer to Figure 1-3.
Q3)  Areas in the park that meet the site suitability criteria are mostly all in the northwestern portion of 
Gatineau Park. As seen in Figure 1, there are multiple clusters of suitable sites west of Lac la 
Peche, around the edge of the park. As seen in Figure 2, there is an extremely large cluster in the 
central area of the park that can house WCF. Unfortunately, Figure 3 shows the extreme lack of 
WCF in the southeastern portion of Gatineau Park. I would recommend conducting the study in 
the large area in central Gatineau Park (Figure 2), or in the two sites on the northwestern border 
of Gatineau Park (Figure 1).
Q4)  My analysis would show a lot more possible areas if the criteria had been changed to “All 
locations in the park that are within 300 m of a stream OR a pond/lake, and 


NOT within 1500 m (1.5 km) of an existing road.” This criteria would make more possible sites 
as it broadens the range of habitats. ALL ponds and lakes that are 1.5km away from a road 
would be looked into, creating a much larger project.
