· MINING= 33% of worlds largest mining corps in Canada
· Canadian economic activities with countries depends on the area of business
· Does not trade a lot with south, but is a major global investor in south
· Canada’s multifaceted relations with the third world
· Governmental (state to state)
· Economic (between business, producers and consumers)
· Non-governmental (organizations and churches)
· Non-governmental (individuals)
· Canadian ‘Goodness’ stereotype
· Used as excuse to mask faulty project ideologies (government strategy)
· “Canada’s oil is good a
· Ethical because it is Canadian”
· Alberta oil sands project
· The argument that was made want about the environment or aboriginal land
· It just repeated that oil is good because it is canadain
· It was endless loop about good canadiannness
· Canadians fond of this stereotype
· Humble and quiet superhero
· Where did the Stereotype come from?
· Canada’s colonial history
· Canada started as a colony
· Dominated by Europe, then came to exhibit European values
· Canadas economic focus was raw materials that were manufactured in Britain
· We we’re the U.K.’s third world
· U.K. replaced by U.S. as industrial capital
· Mother England, Miss Canada, Uncle Sam
· Internal Colonization in Canada
· Metropole= center 
· Manufactures raw materials and sells as high value product for profit
· Satellite= peripheral
· Creates low-value raw materials that go to metropole to be manufactured
· Canada is not developed or underdeveloped
· Unevenly developed regions
· Capitalist country with imperialist concerns abroad
· USA/USSR Similarities
· Intervened in third world with ideologies of progress
· Believed to hold keys of prosperity
· Change the world in their own image to prove universality
· European ideas of “progress” “modernization” and “industrialization”
· “Development was the ransom that the capitalist world had to pay to keep poor countries away from communism”
· Modern perspective of Third World
· Damaged, starving, basic and timeless images
· Never going to change
· Needs to be rescued by developed countries
Week 2

· Colonialism
· System in which state claims territory outside its boundaries to facilitate economic domination over their resources, land and markets
· Painting “American Progress” By John GAst
· The painting of the blonde white angel transcending over indigenous land
· Exhibits civilization vs. barbarism
· Culture vs. tradition
· The white lady represents evolution, progress, advancement and development
· Shows idealized US development
· Gaining Canadian citizenship
· Indians had to face grueling process
· When they gained citizenship they had to adhere to strict rules from the cradle to the grave
· Coercive Tutelage
· Canadian government assigned Indian agents to keep track of reserve and people on them
· This was a part of the Indian Act
· Gave Canadians complete control
· Enforced school attendance
· Justice of peace for criminal matters was Canadian
· Recommend fate of Chiefs
· Control off-reserve movement
· Issued social assistance and welfare
· Linguistic Colonization
· Only 3 indigenous languages left as opposed to the 50 that existed in Canada before colonization
· Calculating genocide
· 1942: 7 million
· 1900: 400 000
· Aboriginal pop. In Canada and US
· Canada and the Global Colonial System
· All countries deal with colonialism in fundamentally same way
· Existed all over the world and did the same things
· Extinguished the people that were first there
· All colonizers were from homogenous societies
· Concept of land
· Possessive individualism vs. guardianship
· Reserve systems
· In north America the goal was to obtain land
· In Latin America/Africa it was to create labour pool
· Overall it was to facilitate acculturation and homogenize culture
· Canadian and South African Parallels
· Apartheid in South Africa was epitome of racial state in S. Africa
· Canadian commonwealth worked in opposition to apartheid and was active in campaigning to end apartheid system
· Campaign in 80s and 90s to stop business with apartheid states
· However there was not much difference between the apartheid states and reserve living conditions
· They looked similar
· Both parties were trying to obtain land
· Sixties Scoop
· Indian children taken from their homes for various reasons (illegitimate reasons)
· Put in foster homes and adopted by white parents
· Indian Act
· Designed to undermine indigenous self-determination and self-sufficiency?
· Forced them onto reserves
· Imposed governing council in the place of what existed
· Power remained in hands of government
· Undermined self sufficiency of the economy

· Different Era, Same Binaries
· Us vs. Them
· Civilized vs. Savage
· Developed vs. underdeveloped
· Missionary charity vs. Development Expertise
· Neoliberal Era= NGO Boom
· NGOs today are the churches of yesterday
· Service as substitution of state
· Motivated by charity, pity and doing things for people who can’t do it themselves
· Missionaries
· Those who set out to convert others to their religion
· They were ambassadors
· Journalists
· Foreign Policy Makers
· They thought the ‘savages’ were godless
· Accused of pushing natives into western ideals, economy and religion
· Most important intercultural experiment in human history
· In the 1880s Canada had no formal foreign diplomacy
· It was missionaries who kept Canada informed about the greater world because they visited other parts of the world
· When missionaries went out they would share stories and journal of al the places they visited
· Canada led the way in sending missionaries overseas
· Contact Zone
· Social spaces where disparate cultures meet, clash and grapple with each other in highly asymmetrical relations of domination and subordination
· Tourism as a contact zone
· It shapes intercultural understanding
· Advertises bright, feature icons of the country
· Transculturation
· A phenomenon of the contact zone
· How the marginal groups take materials that were given to them by a dominant culture and absorb certain aspects of it into their own and 
· Use it for varying purposes to varying extents
· Pears Soap
· Cleanliness, capitalism and cultural superiority
· “Consumption of soap is a measure of the wealth, civilization, health and purity of the people”
· White= morality, beauty, intelligence, rationality and respect
· Black= “dark side of the soul”
· Tourism and Colonialism	
· Similar to colonial patterns
· How tourism shapes third world relationships
· The white man benefits most from tourism
· Tourism bastardizes cultures
· Creating Mass Tourism in the 20th Century
· Vacation time with pay
· Far more accessible to middle and working class
· Notion that cultural change and travel is GOOD for you
· Tourist Gaze
· Always directed at difference
· Separated off from everyday life
· Native hates tourist because tourist is able to escape the banality of their own culture and glorify the banality of another culture (while the host natives never get to do so because they are too poor to become tourists)
· Statistical Summary
· First world receives most tourists
· First world generates most tourists
· First world receives most tourist dollars
· Tourist Formal and Informal Sectors
· Formal= third world domestic tourism
· Informal= first world tourism 
· Backpackers
· Ecotourism
· Caribbean countries try to remove slave labor notion
· Objectify Caribbean bodies as part of scenery and natural landscape
· Use symbols of fruits, palm trees etc.
· Use sex appeal to advertise
· Mobile floating chunks of multinational capital
· 70% tourist dollars spent on imports
· 85% of cruise ships owned by 3 companies
· 77% marine pollution
· Once again, white man benefits

 Week 4

· 3 central characteristics about Canadian Immigration Policy
· Immigration policy functions as a means of exclusion
· Define national belonging through citizenship, culture and skin color
· Canada didn’t happen accidentally
· Immigration as a source of (cheap) labor
· Deciding who was going to “make up” canada
· Contradictory impilses of Canadian immigration policy
· If immigration policy is guided by economic considerations (labor), why has canada historically favored some groups (Caucasian European) over other groups (African and Asian)
· Immigration policy motivated by economic/social/cultural considerations
· “Temporary Foreign Workers” replacing Immigrants
· Reshaping Canadian immigration policy in three ways
·  1. Decision on who to admit is in hands of prospective employers, not Canadian government (motivated by economic/social consideration)
· 2. Immigrants as potential Canadians vs. immigrants as commodities or “second tier” Canadians
· 3. Racial criteria (implicitly) re-introduced, majority of unskilled temporary workers from Mexico, India, Philippines, Jamaica and Guatemala
· Building the Global Color Line
· Global migration busy from 1850-1930
· Immigration restrictions became version of racial segregation on international scale
· Literacy tests
· Passports
· Binary racial categories in immigration offices (who is white and who is not)
· Global technology of  “racial science”
· Blacks are childish and lack self-control
· Chinese lack capacity for self-governance
· Canadian Minister of Interior Frank Oliver said that Negros cannot land in Canada because they were not suitable for the climate
· Would use this kind of thinking to legitimize racial segregation
· How developed world responds to immigration
· People would leave Jamaica and come to Toronto to fix
· Debt
· Structural adjustment
· Trade an export policies etc
· North americans use immigration to prove that we got a better thing going on and everyone wants to live here
· Canada and Global Color Line: Chinese Exclusion Acts and Actions
· Most explicit
· Worked as laborers
· Recruited in B.C.
· 22 racially restrictive acts passed in BC
· Ban on land ownership
· Barred from voting
· Head tax of $50
· German Jews Tried to come to Canada
· During WW2
· We had worst record of receiving immigrants
· Raised enough money for 10 000 German Jews to come but only 5000 did
· We were anti-Semitic assholes

· Peter Munk
· Munk institute
· Barrack mining
· Argues that it
· Provides jobs (allows people to earn instead of receive)
· Puts money into economy
· Makes country prosperous
· Villagers suffer from skin diseases, amputations, loss of rice fields due to polluted water from mining companies
· Calle 13
· Speak about Latin American rights
· Consumerism and first world exploitation in Latin America
· Economic Diplomacy
· “Global Market Action Plan”
· Federal government will invest in foreign/private companies
· Open new markets for Canadian goods and services
· Represents a culture shift of Canadian sentiments on Canada’s relationships with the world
· Market market market
· A real big role in Canadian relationships
· Canadian way of doing business
· Working in the shadows of giant U.S. corporates
· We’ve flourished
· Seems like we’re not really involved
· However Canada being called out of the shadpws
· 33% of worlds largest mining companies based in Canada
· 23/25 don’t apply their regulatory standards
· Canadian Economic Involvement in Developing World
· High rates of return on dividends, mutual funds
· How we benefit in developing world
· Employment
· Technology transfers
· Tax revenue
· Diplomatic foot in the door
· Re-examining 2 common held beliefs
· Business= poverty reduction and development
· Canadians can teach developing countries about resource extraction
· Its bullSHAT
· Following the money made from mining companies that is supposed to improve economy and development
· Almost all of Canada’s mining companies are in Africa or latin America- none of it ever really experiences by Canadians themselves
· Resource Curse
· 2/3 of people living below poverty line are in resource rich areas but do not receive any benefits from their country’s resource wealth
· The reason mining- dependent countries are kept poor is because of:
· Loss of competitiveness
· Loss of development of economic sectors
· Unequal benefit distribution
· National mining codes to rewritten to reduce taxes

· Vitamin A supplements
· Treat diarrhea  with zinc
· Lipid based nutritional supplement for young children
· Women and newborn survival and health
· Calcium supplements
· Delayed cord clamping 	
· Supplements with iron and folic acid
· Global impact goal
· Make micronutrients more accessible
· Communication and advocacy
· Micronutrient Initiaive at a Glance
· Located in Ottawa
· Worked in 70+ countries
· Country led programming
· Most needy in Asia and Sub-sahara Africa
· Levels of iron, vitamin A and iodine are main indicators of countries that need aid 




-Disease and inadequate food intake can cause each other

· Hidden and visible ailments	
· Vitamin A deficiency= blindness
· Only visible when severe
· Reduced cognitive ability and this less effective education
· Huge benefit from investing in nutrition in child’s first five years of life
· Increases GDP substantially
· Marketing micronutrients
· Needs to be accepted locally
· Needs to be added to locally homemade, complementary foods
· Extensive social markeing required, including good package design

Canada and Food Aid
Susan Belyea
· Food security
· Exists when all people at all time have physical, social and economic access to sufficient safe and nutritious food
· History of Food Aid
· 1950s-60s: tied to wheat and dairy surplus; largely uncoordinated
· 1970s: globally coordinated food aid; government organizations like CIDA emerge
· 1980s: emergence of development aid; food aid tied exists but untying begins
· 1990s: EU unties food aid and other countries follow
· 2000s: Canada food aid completely untied; US is only country with largely (95%) tied food aid
· US also donates the most
· Tied aid
· Driven by donor or supply
· Most funds end up in donor country
· Way to dump surplus
· Often inappropriate food
· Inefficient use of aid money
· Untied Aid
· Driven by need in recipient countries
· Can be used to purchase food within the recipient country 
· Put money into economy
· Increases likelihood of appropriate food
· More efficient use of funds
· Happens more quickly
· Types of food aid
· Relief- humanitarian response to disaster
· Project- projects aimed to build local food systems
· Current food aid issues
· Tied vs. untied
· GMOs in food aid

· General Concept of Foreign Aid
· We feel responsibility for human welfare beyond our boundaries
· Government has very specific agenda of aid spending
· Foreign aid originally missionaries sending money directly to needy
· Remittances and sending money home considered foreign aid
· Foreign Aid in Canada came during boom of social and domestic welfare
· 1940s
· Chinese Revolution
· Cold War era
· Marshall Plan 1948
· Aimed at helping European countries rebuild shattered economy from WW2
· Was to ensure capitalism
· Make sure they don’t stray into communistc sphere
· Canada and Colombo Plan 1950
· Aimed at south and southeast asia
· Initiated by british Commonwealth
· Canada first initiative into foreign aid
· Lester Pearson and Colombo Plan
· Initial participants: India, Pakistan, NZ, Australia and Canada
· Projects
· Infrastructure in energy
· Transportation
· Food
· Commodity aid
· Technical expertise
· Canada followed US in similar way
· Same motives
· Means of promoting capitalist ability
· Both post-war
· “Communism is a malignancy
· ODA
· Motivated by
· Anti-communism
· Promotes commonwealth ties (Colombo plan)
· International prestige
· Independence- we distinguish ourselves from the US
· Enhance Canadian economy
· Canadian Perception of Foreign Aid
· Since Colombo Plan, aid programming has fed diplomatic self image of Canada as a humanitarian internationalist power
· People looOoOVvVVeeEE@ Canadian generosity
· Canadians think foreign aid is 5 times higher than it actually is
· 1960s
· Trudeau
· Worldly prime minister
· Foreign aid becomes very high- he ups the ante
· Traveller and multi-lingual
· Chilled with castro
· Came to power with sentiment of thinking beyond traditional relations with US and UK
· Created CIDA
· CIDA
· 1968
· 75-80% Canadian ODA
· Ceased to exist in June 2013
· Forms of Aid
· Bilateral aid
· Government to government
· Majority of aid
· Tied aid
· Canada no longer has tied aid
· 60% ODA was returned to canada in purchasing of goods and services
· Canada probs most self-interested country in world
· We are most interested in aid that benefits our trade
· Multilateral aid
· Aid that goes to organizations like the UN and UNICEF
· Only about 20-25% of aid
· NGOs get 10-13% of Canadian love
· Commercial and Investment Interests
· Circa 1980s
· CIDA links aid to expansion of Canadian Capital expotts to recipient countries to secure for Canadian corporations projects (like construction) that they wouldn’t otherwise get
· We benefit the most in the end

· Emergence of International NGO’s
· Emerge from post WW2 efforts
· Focused on social and economic development
· OXFAM and shit
· Stepheen Lewis on overseas volunteering
· A renaissance of commitment
· Invaluable and gratifying
· Barbara Heron Reflection on Overseas Volunteering	
· Development work only enriching for the first world volunteers
· Countries in south positioned to serve our personal growth
· We inadvertently paint ourselves as larger than life when we perceive south as NEEDING our intervention
· Does our altruism authorize our global passport?
· Solidarity vs. Charity
· Fundamental element that distinguishes an agency’s work is the nature and the quality of the friendships they form overseas
· Their priorities, strategies and quality of local participation  is important
· Solidarity= peace and harmony
· Challenge of Third World NGOs
· Canadian NGOs have greater political engagement with vanadian government
· Like foreign trade policy
· NGOs in third world are also demanding greater delegation of power t third world decision-making structures

· Cold War that Lasts Forever
· Cold war was when conflict between US and SU dominated international affairs
· Roughly between 1945-1991
· Without cold war we would not have:
· Development
· It was the ransom the capitalist world had to pay to keep poor countries away from communism
· Economic aid was the principle what the west maintained its political and economic power n the developing world
· Neoliberalism
· Market fundamentalism
· We needed to impose market solutions to third world
· The internet
· Microwave, atomic bomb, James bond movies, the weather channel
· Why did the Third World Matter so much in the Cold War (US answer)
· SU hungry for territory
· They were inherently aggressive
· Expansive
· History of empires
· Domino Theory
· Soviet union as inherently (and solely) aggressive and expansive
· Third world leaders as politically immature and infantile
· Third world was ripe for the picking
· US Actions during the Cold War	
· US leaves out its own expanses when criticizing Soviet Union
· The were just as expansive and aggressive as the SU
· They are actually almost identical
· They intervened the third world with their own ideologies and politics
· Both states considered selves as epitome of European modernity
· Self-righteous fucks
· They saw this as opportunity to assist natural trends in world history as well as defend themselves
· Both saw specific mission in third world that was unique to their state’s capabilities
· They too took these opportunities that would otherwise be wasted on the third worlds lack of “ambition” and resources
· The cold war in the south could be perceived as a continuation of European colonial interventions and European attempts at controlling third world peoples
· What about Canada?
· Lester B. Pearson
· 1948 Minister of External Affairs
· 1963-68 Prime Minister
· “Pearsonian”
· High-minded
· Idealistic
· Multilateralist
· Co-operative
· Team player
· Brave
· Opposed to the ‘cowboy’ elements of US foreign policy
· Invention of peace-keeping and ODA

McKercher Foreign Policy Slides

· Imperialism at Bay
· WW2 was turning point for EU empires
· Japanese success exposed lie of white superiority
· In 1960, 16 African colonies gained independence
· Shifted power in UN
· Afro-Asian bloc now had an effective majority
· Before it was just western nations
· Afro-Asian bloc put pressure on imperial powers to decolonize
· Brought up racism and human rights issues
· Efforts were made
· Canada did not want to damage relation with Britain and France
· Tried to moderate
· Opposed efforts to end imperialism
· Can. was a western country and acted to protect western interests
· Canada as Middle Power
· Not great, but still important
· Help mediate issues between small and great powers
· Could be trusted
· Linked to views as peacekeeping country
· Based on assumption that Canada not really neutral bout would work with United States
· Canada and the Cold War
· Worry that SU might invade western Europe
· Canada teams with US and Western Europe to form North Atlantic Treaty Organzation (NATO)
· SURPRISE Canada’s not actually neutral, they workin for the western capitalist cause
· Third World and the Cold War
· Many of the new decolonized countries were like “nah, we’re sort of new at this so we’re just gonna take the back seat on this whole ‘cold war’ thing, so you guys just do you”
· SO the world separated itself into three categories
· First World (US, Canada and western Europe)
· Second World (USSR and Eastern Europe)
· Third World (All the newly independent and neutral countries not involved)
· Through “cold war lenses” the first and second world saw the third world as an opportunity for persuasion and influence
· Decolonial and post-colonial conflicts were either caused or mixed up with cold-war 
· Mean Girls metaphor, Cady as the Third World
· Arab Nationalism and Suez Crisis
· Egypt becomes independent from Britain
· Gamal Nasser was Egyptian president
· Nasser wanted to unify arab countries and end the western lingering
· Western and Soviet bloc tried to pull him onto their sides
· Soon US didn’t support Nasser
· Britain and France didn’t support Nasser
· In 1956 Nasser nationalized the Suez Canal
· Major transportation link between Mediterranean sea and the Indian Ocean
· Couple months later, Israel, France and Britain invade Egypt
· A bunch of countries, including Canada are NOT impressed
· Canada was pissed at Britain and France because they risked
· NATO
· The commonwealth
· And other relations
· Its funny because no one was really caring that Egypt has been attacked
· They all tried to negotiate but it didn’t work
· US said that the UN should put UN soldiers between the warring parties to stop fighting so every could calm their tits and negotiate
· The UN was like “shuddup ‘Murica”
· Then Canada came up, lookin all pretty and shit and proposed the EXACT SAME THING
· And the UN was like “aight”
· So then there were peacekeepers dispatched at the Suez Canaal
· Lester Pearson (PM) even won a Nobel Peace Prize for this!
· You go Lester Pearson
· Basically now everyone knew Canada as the mediating, peacekeeping nice guy who shows up to at your house with timbits 
· Cuban Nationalism
· Cuba was looking for some independence from the US so they nationalized all the US-owned companies that were dominating the Cuban economy
· Cuba-US relations deteriorate
· Cuba worried that the US will attack so they ask the Soviet Union for help and protection
· US asks Canada to join with them
· Canada was like nah man, 
· Told the US that they should stay out of that shit too because Cubans are loco
· Also Canada doesn’t want to cut trade ties with the Cuba because Cuban cigars are on point
· In 1961 US forces (that lived in Cuba) attacked  in the Bay of Pigs  attack
· Canada being a nag and all “Told ya sooo” when shit blows up
· To Cuba “you guys are assholes for being dilatators”
· To US “LOL @ how you actually thought e would join you in this shit show”
· But then its kinda awks because Canada went to spy on Cuba for the US since the Cuban-US embassy was shut down
· Canada and Cuba
· Pierre Trudeau was pretty tight with Cuba
· He gave development funding
· He chilled with Fidel Castro
· When Cuba intervened with Angola the Canadians kind of disagreed
· Canada stopped funding and the relations were frozen
· But when US intervened in Angola Canada didn’t give a shit
· Canada is the nice guy whose great an all but then yu find out he doesn’t believe in global warming or feminism or something and you’re kinda like meehhh
· Since 1990s Canada has had a “constructive engagement” policy toward Cuba
· Engage through trade, political and people to people contacts
· Aim of encouraging democratic and market-oriented change
· Vietnam Nationalism (basically what went down during nam)
· Vietnamese fought French during WW2 
· Two governments emerged: north and south
· North= communist support and power
· South= US and western support
· Canada and Vietnam
· Creation of International Control Commission  (ICC)of Canada and other countries
· Watched the border between north and south to ensure no fighting
· The clothes between the car seats so you and jules wouldn’t punch each others faces in
· While Canada is “neutral” we spy on the north
· Wow fucking snakes
· Canada uses position on ICC to highlight N. Vietnamse aggression which is used by the US to justify an intervention
· And so the bombs drop in Nam
· And forrest Gump goes to Nam
· Meets lieutenant Dan and Bubba
· US supports South Vietnam with military aid and troops fo dayz
· In1965 US starts bombing North Vietnam
· Canadians support the US policy but not the bombing cuz we aint bout dat (apparently)
· Overall very little criticism about the US-North Vietnam war from Canada
· Cyprus 1964
· Greece and Turkey wanna scrap
· They’re both NATO allies…awkward
· Britain and US try but they both suck so no fighting stops
· Canadian peacekeepers swoop in on a fucking fire-breathing dragon and calm shit down
· Because Canada cares about protecting NATO
· Canada is Batman and NATO is Gotham

· Military spending
· World military spending has returned to cold wa levels
· 45% increase in spend since cold war “ended” in 1999

· Militarism and malnutrition
