Research Proposal – Somalia                                              
Basic Facts:

Federal republic of Somalia is the long name for a little country in Africa better known as 
simply Somalia. Somalia presently has a population of 10,085,638 according to a 2012 
estimate. The largest city in Somali that is also the capital city is Mogadishu. There are 
two main languages one being Somali that is a native and official language spoken by all 
Somalis and the other one being Arabic which is spoken by the majority of people. The 
main religion of Somalis is Sunni Muslim.
Somalis in Canada – 

The entire population of Somalis in Canada before 1991 was 3240.  However, it all 
changed for the Somalis in 1991 when a civil war took place in. The military leader of 
Somalia mainly caused this civil war because he refused to accept the new president. It 
was then that many Somalis fled the country and found home in places like Canada and 
United Arab Emirates. In the years of 1991 to 1995, Canada accepted about 8040 

immigrants. This number is more then double the entire Somali immigrants Canada had 

pre 1991 in just four years. In 1996 to 2000 the numbers of Somali immigrants dropped 

to almost half and has been kept at that rate approximately ever since. In 2006, Statistics Canada named Somalis the 69th biggest ethnic group in Canada. Today Somalis have a population of 18440 in Toronto alone.In terms of locality of Somalis in the Toronto area, they seemed to mostly settle in the Dixon rd and Kipling area. The census tract of that area is 5350243. The total population of this census tract is approximately 6699. The Somali population in this census tract is about 1350, which is not the largest ethnic group in that census tract, but it shows that the largest numbers of Somalis are living in this census tract. The Somalis in this specific census tract are covering more then 1/6th of the total population. In comparison to the British people who have a population of only 320 in that census tract or Jamaicans who are only 165, The Somalis have a large population and are not a minority in that area.
