 Breakdown

Content 
All content is relevant for the course, but more content will be focused on the second half. Theoretical points will still be needed to draw on. The films are relevant to prove a point about topics, but will not be specific about the movies. 
Questions asked by students but might not be on the exam:
The demonstration effect- the idea brought up in the ecotourism reading. Watching the level of consumption of people on vacation by locals will cause them to want to consume just as much. High levels of consumption worldwide are not sustainable. 
Neocolonialism & internal neocolonialism – The idea that western European powers develop colonies for the purpose of extracting natural resources. Neocolonialism is that companies become the new superpowers. Internal neocolonialism is the idea that your own leaders in your country exploit you natural resources without sharing the wealth with national citizens. Kind of like a three-step process of screwing over the citizens of the country.
Robust & non-robust economies – not gonna be tested.
Corporate Environmentalism – ways that industries went from denying that their products are bad for the environment, to pretending like theyre leading the charge in the new environmental movement. They do this to avoid any kind of influence from a third party – saying they have so many environmentally friendly policies avoids criticism from other companies or government. This allows them to avoid regulation, which saves time and money. This also connects somewhat to greenwashing; which targets consumers, not other associations. 
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
