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Narrative
When you want to tell your audience about an event that has taken place over time, visiting this place in your mind that records events in a sequence.
As writer, you have the power to slow down and speed up time so that you can put emphasis on the important details.
Flashbacks, time stretches, and time summaries are methods you can use to control time.
Time, unfolding of events
Allows the manipulation of time
Process Analysis
When you want to explain how to make an object, complete a task, or explore how a process works, you will want to list the steps in the process and analyze them.
Difference between narrative and process analysis is that process analysis is used to investigate or explain a series of steps so that your audience can see their value and follow them easily.
Chronological
Each step has to have an equal amount of weight 
Ex. An instruction manual.
Description
When you want to convey to your audience your dominant impression of a person, place or thing – when you see, smell, taste, or touch.
Objective or subjective?
Objective: uses denotative language to record, in words, a photography-like description.
Subjective: relies more heavily on connotative language to create a unique impression of what the writer feels.
To convey facts use objective description,  to convey emotion use subjective. Sometimes you may want to use both.
Creating an image
*similes (“like” “as”) and metaphors (“is”)
personification
sound – repetition of consonant or vowel sounds (ex. Buzzing of bees)
Cause and Effect
Allows you to communicate complex and important relationships to your audience. 
You may find you need to answer the question “Why?” and “So what?”. If so use the method of development that examines the reasons for or consequences of a process, experience, or issue.
Compare and Contrast
Is useful to examine the similarities and differences between two or more objects, concepts, or experiences in order to convey your ideas.
A special comparison is an analogy, a startling comparison is designed to advance an idea.
Showing similar qualities or different qualities
Analogy
Definition
 When you want to set limits or boundaries on a topic or term in order to 3explain its meaning to your audience, you are using definition.
Determining boundaries for a word
Words used differently in context
Technical sense of a word
Example and Illustration
You may feel that your audience will understand your ideas more easily if you provide them with hypothetical examples or specific details; your audience cannot make sense of your ideas if you provide them only with generalizations.
Hypothetical/real world examples
Most believable example
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Introduction
Capture the interest and imagination
Narration(hold the conclusion until your conclusion), appeal to pathos, description
Inform them about your subject
If they are skeptical of your position, you may want to begin with an ethical appeal. Establishes your authority on the subject.
Thesis -> logos
Main points of the essay -> connected points
Blueprint, simple
Body Paragraphs: Confirmation
Body paragraphs should provide support or confirmation for your central ideas.
Spatial and Chronological
A spatial arrangement is used when you describe a person, place or thing.
Climactic and Inverted
A climactic arrangement begins with the least important point and builds up to the most important point.
An inverted arrangement beings with the most important point and descends to the least important. Begin with the strong point, bring in less significant points, and then end with their strongest point.
Common with newspaper journalism but uncommon in other forms of writing.
Block and Alternating
Used when developing ideas through comparison and contrast.
The block pattern requires that you go subject-by-subject, discussing A in full and then B in full. (lacks cohesion -> good for small scale)
Alternating requires that you discuss each subject point-by-point. (More helpful -> good for large scale) Always comparative.
Problem-Solution and Question-Answer
A problem-solution arrangement opens with a statement or detailed description of a problem and follows with suggestions for solving it.
General-to-Specific and Specific-to-General
Body Paragraphs: Refutation and Concession
Rather than leaving out objections to your argument, you will want to anticipate and refute them, proving that your opponents’ assumptions are false or that their beliefs should be rejected.
Direct refutation can seem highly confrontational. You may acknowledge the validity of some aspect of your opponent’s argument, thus building your own credibility.
Conclusions
A conclusion should do more that repeat introductory points.
Conclude with a reflection on the significance of you main ideas, a narration of an event that sums up your feelings, an apt quotation, or a discussion of the social implications of you argument.
Restate the argument in new words
Modify based on what you’ve discussed in the essay
Where will it go from here?

Transitional Sentences
Last sentence of a paragraph connecting with the first of the next paragraph
Focus less on the central idea
Or formal transition eg. Sentence structure or sound.
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
