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Geography matters

Regionalized politics: different economies, politics, people
Ex: Alberta was settled by American settlers from Montana

People had different values based on region

Canada was a country that provided resources for other countries


1760: British conquer New France

Royal Proclamation recognized Indigenous land rights
Indigenous population reduced by 70%


Quebec Act: Revoked Royal Proclamation
It encouraged francophones to continue being Canadian within the colony


Until 1931 Statute of Westminster British had the authority to change any legislation

Until 1949 the Supreme Court was not the final court of appeal


Canada is a multinational state
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The remaining majority of francophone live in New-Brunswick and Ontario


New France and the “Trauma” of The Conquest

The French cared very little for New France compared to the Brits

Quebecers felt like a conquered people who never gained independence, like the Americans


Quiet Revolution 1960-1966

While Liberals were in power


1980 Referendum

60% No
40% Yes

50-50 split for francophone
