Starting with Acadia
the French had established Acadia and then left it on its own
switched back and forth in times of war
Acadians evolved a practice of keeping their heads down, staying out of conflict between F and E
treaty of Utrecht gave them a year to decide to stay or leave
if they stayed they would be allowed free exercies as religion
under the laws of Britian (there were severe restrictions however)
could not vote, hold office, be officers in army
Acadians chose to stay
refused to swear oath, not convinced the French would not come back
3 years later, in 1717, 36 of them did swear an oath
by 1754 things had changed
war began in Ohio country
British governor renewed effort to get loyalty oath from Acadians
General Haddock and Brit troops being defeated in Ohio battles
they thought people would abby by that oath
Acadians refused
Lawrence ordered them deported
settlements in NS, Annapolis, Bay of Fundy, 
about 7000 deported in 1755, more a few years later
some fled to Il Saint John (PEI)
second deportation
flead their to Q or West indies
bulk of them went to NE colonies
hope was they would assimilate within that anglo population
however many took to the road to find friends and families
Virginia refused to take Acadians (shipped off to England)
then deported to France
very un happy their, bad life
did their best to get back to NA
about 2500 acadians from France and NE colonies made their way to Louisiana
had been established as a French colony
by this time it was still French speaking  but in control of Spain
Acadians were invited because they were skilled
drain swamps like they did in Bay of Fundy
they settled and became known as Cajans
some eventually found their way back to Atlantic Canada
Britain eventually got rid of deportation policy as long as they dispersed
ended up in South NS, and a lot eastern shore of NB, not great farming land
2nd element of Brit policy was to encourage settlement of a protestant pop in what had been Acadia
they started this prior to the deportations
recruiting german
good workers, offered free transportation
sent to NS on 11 ships in early 1750s
some settled in Halifax, built the little Deutsch church
most settled in Lunenburg
fishing village
bulk came from NE colonies
hugely expanding
desire for new farming land
hence the push west into Ohio country
about 5000 NEers, convinced to come North to Nova Scotia
govt less pleased with land projects by land speculators
Alexander Mcnought- recruited prosbetarian
ship load of Scots to Picto area on NS
750 methodists from Yorkshire, lands along Bay of Fundy
breaking of Mercantilist principles,

System of governance
elected assembly in 1758
in 1765, Nova Scotia enacted the Brit system of local government by appointed justices of the peace
fairly corrupt
milked colony for what they could get
governors who tried to stand up, were recalled
lots were granted to crown favorites, officers, nobles
they were supposed to settle these lands with foreign protestants
this did not happen
3 of the 67 brought out settlers from England and Scotland, they were not foreign and not all protestant
PEI was hard to get people to go there because you had to RENT your land from a proprietor
PEI was granted an elected assembly in 1773, 


too many French Canadians to deport
proclamation in 1763, said out a system of governance for new colonies
promised Quebec an elected assembly, English law, and the exercise of the catholic religion again
they hoped NEers would go to Quebec like they did to NS
was harder for them to get to Quebec
you had to come up north through Vermont and New Hampshire
the people who did go north stopped in Vermont
a merchant class did move into Quebec into the trades
attempt for mass migration into Quebec was premature
others were better prospects
governance
merchant class assumed control of assembly in Halifax
in PEI they also controlled the small assembly
also tried to do this in Quebec but failed
they did however take over the economy
Decapitation thesis
leadership removed from colony and sent back to france
Ouellet argued they were more enterprising than the French Canadians
different attitude
Brits ran Q economy because they were better british people
many of the elite did go back to france
what happened was the english and Scottish merchants took control of the export and import trade and the fur trade
had been controlled by France
the british threw open the fur trade and british imperial markets
because they had greater access to English capital they took over the fur trade from French canadians
difficulty was that the governors hated them with a passion
Sir Guy Carleton of Dorchester hated the merchants
wanted to win over the French canadians
Carleton convinced B parliament to pass Quebec act in 1774, allowed Catholics to vote, and allowed the religion
Carleton overestimated the power they had in NF, saw through British eyes
because they were land owners, appointed them judges, etc
Carelton gave the seniors and church more power than they ever had in NF
they did not get an elected assembly
not til 1791
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
