Three cycles of war with years of consolidation between

the European  (French) entrance into the fur trade, made it so they had to align themselves with some of the existing population
aligned them selves with the Hiron in Georgian Bay area
they acted as inter mederies
alliance meant they were also alies in wars against the Iroquois who live south of the great lakes
in 1649, Iroquois finally overcame the huron and destroyed their settlements
this meant the French had to trade more directly into the far west
they began to build fur posts into the prairie region
Hudsosn bay company
was trading furs from Canadian west up river system to Hudson bay and sending them to Britain
French expansion put a limit on the expansion of the seaboard colonies
leads to the tensions we see erupting in the 18 century wars in NA
3 main wars
between England and france
there were periods that was uneasy peaks
because everyboday expected another war was going to happen, just didn’t know when
during these periods of peace, the F and E, tried to consolidate their defences, and prepare for the next war
arms race to prepare, war mongering incidents, 
these 3 wars were mostly imperial concerns
our focus is on NA theartes on what were much bigger wars
the key battles normally took place in Europe not here
these were europian wars, not just between F and E, also between changing alliances
England concerns
their military value
interested in colonies as bargaining chips
something they could trade at the treaty table
peace was made through treaties
they would capture colonies that they could then use in bargaining
what did not remain the same was the growing awareness on the part of the E and F colonists that the interests of the colonies were very different
2nd of these three wars so E try to capture French fishery for themselves
3rd, erupted in America 2 years before it erupted in Europe
the Canadians (French) and Acadians realized their interests were different than paris’s 
by 1750 governor of NF was born in the colony
he looked at the war through colonial eyes
the result of a third of these wars, the French lost a third of their posessions, by 1763 most of the French colonies were in the hands of the british
irony to it, while E consolidated its grip on the continent, it could do solve the problem of different interests differeing from interest of Britain
within 20 years, there was a forth war, began in 1775, retained their newly aquired French ones, lost the others in US
3 wars
Spanish Succession 1701-1713
Australian Succession 1744-1748
Seven Years war 1756-1763 (started in NA 2 years earlier)
the theartes
Mississipi and Ohio vallies
St Lawrence valley
what is now Atlantic Canada, then Acadia

First war: Spanish Succession
1700-13
in first 2 wars, a monarch died, and their was a disagreement on who should take over
Charles the 2nd died in 1700, has a  nickname as ‘the insane, or mad’
his heir was French, grandson of frenhc king, Louis 14th
problem of the prospect of huge French-spanish, kingdom under the rule of one man
other powers in Europe did not want to see the balance of power destabilized like that
they declared war, supporting a different claim to the Spanish thrown
Philip was recognized as the King, but end of war he had to give up his claim on the French thrown
the mian goal of the war was achieved
these concerns went to the background in the NA theartes
E tried to invade NF, but were defeated by the weather
the F did fairly well, but did lose port royal and acadia, this was nothing new, often changing hands
key thing was holding onto their forts in the great lakes region, founded Louisianna
F did not do too badly in NA, but they lost in Europe
treaty of Utrecht, forced F to give up some territory in NA, and lost Nova Scotia, most of Acadia, give uo claims to NFLD and HB
they retained heart of NF, St Lawrence valley, fur posts in Ohio and Mississippi, the right to fish off coast of NFLD, 2 little islands off of NFLD, had a bit of a pit stop
they also kept Il Royal (Cape Breton), il Se Jon (PEI)
they increased the population and defense of Il Royal
three things to protect the fishery
they moved the people of Plaisance, and put them in Louisburg harbor
then also tried to interest the Acadians into leaving what was now B territory and moving to Il Royal, but they were happy where they were
started Louisburg in 1717, took nearly 20 years to build
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
