Louisburg
very successful economically
first, French started in store fishery in the harbour
by 1720, they were alrwady producing half as much dry cod as the E were getting out of NFLD
big boost for French fisheing industry]
2nd as a place for trade not all legal
a triangle of trade, between L and French west indies and the third being was New England
this French navel town became a centre for NE access
Louisburg becomes 4th greatest port in NA
also had weaknesses
bad for agriculture
they were dependent on imports, supply L with food and supplies
fortress was designed to hold out for 6 weeks
the tactic used was to block the harbor and starve them out
not lots to do their but drink
had constant discipline problems with troops
such an unpleasant place
became important econimic centre
second thing French did was to use the Mi’Kmaq people as surgat French warriors, to make life unpleasant for English
they used catholic mitiarnary priests
and gave them gifts through the priests
the Miqmak also signed treaties with the English over hunting and fishing rights
Forts in the Interior: Fort Frontenac (Kingston)
French extending their trading network
but fur is not that profitable anymore, since 1690s, too much fur
but the French are concerned to do two things
they want to imit infuence of the English in NA
want to maintain alliances with First Peoples
what they are now doing, French are subsidizing the fur trade, to maintain the alliances
2nd war 1744- War of Austrian Succession
charles the 6th of Austria dies, and his heir is a women
her relatives want to declare war on her and seize her thrown, Maria Theresa
the english align themselves with her
E and F in another power struggle
Americans call king georges war
this war makes it clear the E colonies have different views on the war
colonists didn’t care who was on the thrown
some saw it as providing opportunities, other saw as danger
Massa saw it as opportunity
they were worried about Louisburg

English beginning to inhabit the Ohio country, where the French were
this war for NY was not welcome
others worried about slaves revolting
they shelled Louisburg and stopped sullpies coming in
French held out for 7 weeks
after that they surrendered
the capture of Louisburg opened up the prospect of the British sailng back this neutralized defensive station
the opportunity was there
the british were not in a position to take advantage of this
they had their own problems
rebellion in Scotland, being supported by F
England does not have the troops to release
the Treaty of Aix-la-Chapelle
what happened was that war was settled by getting everyone to go back where they were before it started
Maria Theresa was head of Austria
everyone to go back to status quo before the war
what that means is the B have to give back Louisburg to the French
and it made sense
NEers are livid, because they are the ones who captured Louisburg
and they did it for econ reasons
now they are told to just give it back
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
