French, they redoible there efforts to convince the acadians to move 
this time they don’t act, they send in Mikmaq warriors to attack their settlements (attacking their own people), about 2000 of them do
about 10 years later, the E deport the Acadians, now it is F deporting them
English also strengthen their grip
they found Halifax in 1749, year after the treaty
Halifax is to be the E equivilent of Louisberg
they also decide they need a more loyal population in NS, and decide to expel the Acadian French and get NEers and German protestants
they finally build forts along Hudson river up to New york, to defend the Hudson route north to French Canada

7 Years war
different because its not from Europe
breaks out in NA, because Virgina and Penns want to expand into Ohio country
it is an undeclared war, although has B govt approval
lead by Geroge Washington leads an effort and engages with the French and native allies
he is unsuccessful
Canadian fighters drive them back
what changes everthing s the coming to power of a new British Prime Minister, William Pit the Elder
he sees how the war is going, and decides the NA theartes needs attention, the defeats the E are suffering are refeclting badly on E, the war in Europe will stail mate again, be a tie, like last time
Pitts thinks if he can capture as many colonies as he can, there is a good chance he can come out of the peace treaty negotiaitons ahead
puts a lot of resources into the NA theartes
British regular forces retake Louisburg in 1758 and determined the French will not get it back
get them to dismantle it stone by stone, in 1758
this opens the way to Q
and so an invasion fleet in launched on Q
the army captures the F forts, fort du cain, called Pittsburg, after Pitt
quarter of british navy sails for Quebec
trying to destroy Q city food supply
a lot of distrust between leaders in QC
the governor is now Canadian Born, Pierre de Rigauld de Vaudreille
having to deal with Montcalm
does not guerilla war fare, beneath the dignity of French troops
he decides that they cant win this, communicates this to Paris
Vauderille thinks they can, but it is Montcalms view that Paris excepts
English have a problem too
their general James Wolf
question is to capture Q before winter comes
comes up with 7 different strategies, before agreeing to a plan
to land troops at night, west of QC
and climb up steep path to Plains of Abreham
this is a tricky move
the French did not anticipate anyone would actually try that, there is only a small guard there, waiting for a supply ship
they take that post, 
Montcalm wakes up to see the E on a line on the Plains
there is a raised ground on the Plain
Wolf puts his troops back, in the hopes Montcalm will take it
Montcalm falls for it
French troops break and run, but the Canada militia keep a fire form the flames
and the army retreats to Montreal
battle is over in half an hour, Wolf and his army spends the winter there
battle of St foy this time the French actually win, but retreat to Montreal, and when Wolf comes, they surrender without a fight
French lose Il royal to English, lose Canada, lose east bank of Mississippi
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
