the pattern of financing these expeditions
either resources colonies or colonies of settlement
another way of classifying them
as propriatorial colonies
merchant company settlements
Monarch was looking for a cut of the profits
the story of a lot of this was failed settlements and voyages but also trading posts and settlements that eventually did grow
late is 1600’s
started to take control over these colonies
for about a century this decentralized delegation approach is the one that they took
In discussing what would become Canada we have to wipe out that border between Canada and the US
look at the colonies that formed Canada and the ones around them
do a comparison of the fortunes of New France and Acadie (atlantic Canada) with new England
these were all separate colonies of different originis
came together to collecltievly be called New England
very influential
New France becomes understandable if we compare its development with New England
took different approaches
also some similarities
Similarities
both France and Britian were fairly late to get inot the colonial state
missed ou on gold and silver in Central and south America
went for the reocurses in North America
both sent out explortitr voyages in 1500;s it was not til 1600’s they got really envilved in these efforts
when they did give renewed attention they delegated those responsabilites to companies of merchant investors or to proprietors.
saw powerful morachr extend direct royal control to take over govt from proprietors,
Differences
caused long term effects
new france and NE had very unequal beginnings
NF began as a resource colony, prime function was trade
NE became colonies of settlement
started with NF
preoccupied with 1500 with internal wars at home, Catholics and protestants
this was resolved for a whole with Henry the 4th in 1589, protestant but became catholic to inherit the throne, put out a edit of Nat that gave toleration for French protestant
this resolved the wars and turn their attention abroad
interested in fur from Canada as a source of wealth-beaver fur
individual entrepeneurs were active by 1580’s
trading post of north shore of st Lawrence
but king of france wanted to centralize the fur trade under the control of his own monopy coropariton- 1604- Sieur de Monts- arrived in bay of Fundy- NS and NB- accompanied by Sameul de Champlain-cartographer (map maker)
starts French colony of Acadia
they decied they would be better located on the St Lawrence
in 1608 Camplain established Quebec city
makes many further voyages 
Heron peoples trading
they become the intermediaries between the French and the people west (become the middle men)
Champlain allies with the Heron against their enemies the Iroquois
French left Acadia alone
agreed with Champlain that the St Lawrence was better for them
they left him very much alone
the Acadians drained the marshes and made dykes to create well fertilized farm land and did well
they were exposed by Bay of fundy to the south so they oriented themselves to NE
a lot of trade between the Acadians and the English
Acadians wanted to be neutral with politics
it changed hands many times
it develops slowly as a French colony
they are more concerned with the fur trade
The NE colonies stood in contrast to NF
developed a large settled population
originated in 3 ways
as religious foundations
conquered settlements founded by other countries
colonies off of Massachusetts
key difference
NF becomes very anxious to fur trade
cardinal Richolo advised to stop the immigration of French protestants to NF
wanted to make NF entirely catholic
French protestants were very prone to immigrate
England pursued the oppostive policy
many people started dropping out of the church of England, because of Henry the 8th changes
they did not care where people of different religions went
didn’t have to worry about them a home any more
they did this in huge numbers
result of this
colonies of NE got big populations very quickly

Conquered colonies
Nieu Nederland 1624>New York 1664
New Sweden (Deleaware) 1638> Dutch 1655
Offshoots of Massachusetts
Connecticut 1635
Rhode Island 1635
New Hampshire 1681 (and later Maine and Vermont)
while the French are on the fur trade the NE colonies are filling up
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
