-The Unitarians: those who think that the Iliad and the Odyssey are the work of a single author. The stylistic perfection does not allow us to separate the different parts, it must be regarded as a whole.
-The Analysts: Those who say that these books are the compilation of several minor works. There are structural differences, contradictions inside the poems that can only be explained in this way,
-The neo-anaylsts: there would have been one poet, a genious of his time drawn from a pre-existing epic tradition

Oral-formulaic poetry
-The formulas are a stock of prepackaged but highly flexible words and phrases, sentences, even complete scenes that the poet knew by heart and that he could sing whenever he wanted it because that fit at many places in the poetry pattern and rhythm and he can adapted it to whatever situation he desires

The Homeric Hero: Achillies and Odysseuys

The Homeric Myth
-In an oral society the myth holds a great importance in the everyday lives of people
-It has cognitive, emotional and social functions

The functions of the myth
Cognitive functions: transmission of knowledge, values and traditions
Emotional Functions: Pleasure and entertainment, a cure for the soul’s illness
Social Functions: Rite, action and validation

The Homeric Hero
-From the Geek,m eaning master, noble, demi god, or defied mortal
-A Greek hero is not heroic in our modern sense

Features of the Greek Hero
-Exceptional physical abilities: strength, agility, speed, etc
-Great intelligence and cunning
-Physical beauty (a sign of excellence amongst Greeks)
-Sometimes a divine ascendance

The Iliad and the Odyssey
-Both myths have been attributed to the blind wandering poet Homer.
-Homer is a legendary figure…

The Homeric tradition
-The stories of the Iliad and the Odyssey have been composed and written from myths originally transmitted by oral form
-Nestor’s Cup dating from between 732-720 BC makes a reference to Nestor a character from the Iliad. It is our first occurrence of Greek writing
-We believe the Iliad has been written for the first time between 750-725 and the Odyssey between 743-713B.C.

Achillies
-Hero of the Iliad
-Son of a mortal king Peleus and a nymph, Thetis daughter of the ocean
-Exceptional warrior..

Achillies in the Iliad
-Achillies is besieging the city of Troy with his people the Acheans
-Achillies retire from the battle because the king of the Acheans, Agamemnon took his concubine and war bounty Briseis away from him. His considers himself dishonored
-Most of the Iliad recount the Acheans pleas to convince Achillies to join the battle, because without him, they are loosing

Achillies dearest friend, Patroculus is killed in the battle, and this is when Achillies finally agrees to help the Acheans
-Achillies defeats the Trojan hero Hector and to avenge Patroclus keeps the body and drags it around in his chariot
-After many pleas from his mother ..
Achillies learnings
-The iliad is a sotry of civic learning
-The hero Achillies though gifted with divine facor and superhuman skills, is selfish and proud; his honor has more importance to him and the victory ‘9or defeat) of his people…

By giving back the body of Hector to Priam, his father Achillies learns compassion and humanity
-Though he is a hero and a demi god. Achillies still has to become and man and a greek citizen

Odysseus
-hero of the Odyssey, he plays a secondary role in the Iliad
-Mortal king of Ithaca, husband of Penelope and father of Telemachus

Odysseus in the Odyssey
-Odysseus left Ithaca to fight the Trojan war 10 years ago. Under the protection of the goddess Athena, his son Telemachis is now 20 and departs to find him.
-Odysseus has been help captive seven years by the nymph Calypso. When he escapes in a raft on the sea, Poseidon attempts to drown him, but Odysseus manages to swin to the island of Scherie
-Welcomed by the Paenicians, Ulysse tells him many adventures (his oddyseus)

-With the help of the Phaenicians and Athena who disguises him as a beggar, Odysseus returns to Ithaca, where he meets Telemachus
-Odysseus joins a contest organized by his wife, Penelope, to determine which one of her suitors she is going to marry: the duture husband has to be able to shoot using Odysseus bow.
-Odysseus wins and kills the suitors, he reveal his identity of Penelope

The character of Odysseus
-Odysseus is already a fully formed Greek citizen: king of Ithaca, he already has a wife, a son and a court, which he seeks to see again, despite the temptations
-Even if he posses extradordinary abilities, he is a mortal man. His only magical help comes from his protector Athena and various other deities.
-He appears to other artinatively as a beggar, a king and a god with the help of Athena

-Odysseus main heroic trait is his …,which means cunning, intelligence or wisdom, it can also be associated with Zeus
- He escapes many dangers using deception, in speech or disguise
-The Odyssey is a challenge to the will of a man who wants to take back his place in his society

The gods in Homer
-The Homeric gods are extremely present, but they have a society of their own
-They don’t hesitate to take sides in the Trojan war, battling against each other, but interacting only…

-Achillies is naturally favoured by his mother Thetis, which Odysseus is protected by Athena and hated by Poseidon. The gods constantly intercede in mortal business
-The gods are supernatural helpers; stronger, faster, wiser, gifted with magic abilities, but they are not all powerful, and they are capricious and unpredictable

Achillies and Odysseus
-These characters are remarkable becayse they are better than everybody else
-As heros, they are role models for the Greek people; like Achillies and Odysseus, one should seek beauty, physical abilities, wisdom and respect of his civic duties
-These summarize the values that have been transmitted for hundred of years in the Ancient world

Conclusion:Every young greek want to be like achillies

The Heros (Perseus, Heracles, Theseus)

Jungian Archetypes
-The father: Authority figure, stern, powerful
-The mother: nurturing, comforting
-The child: longing for innocence, rebirth, salvation
-The wise old man: Guidance, knowledge, wisdom
-The maiden: innocence, desire, purity
-The trickster: Deceiver, liar, trouble-maker

-usually the hero has to prove themselves (whole series of steps to go through)
-hero dies after the quest and then is rewarded spiritually

Joseph Campbell
-Jungian analysis of myth
-Hero with a 1000 faces
-Hero’s journey
-“universal” monomyth

The Hero’s journey (12 stages )
1) call to adventure
2) crosses a threshold (may be the first challenge)
3) move into the unknown (a lot of this is about transformation)

Perseus
-contains conventional saga, folktale motifs
-wise old woman
-extraordinary origin of the child
-kipisis was a wallet of which nymphs had
-threshold of invisibility
-ultimate prize was Medusa
-Athena (divine aid in the quest)
Medusa-demonic figure, related to Pegaseus

Heracles
-occupies intermediary space between gods and heroes as a demi-god
-glory of Hera is what is implied by his name
-killing of the Nemean Lion (skin was so tough that no arrow could pierce it, but Heracles succeeds)
-he skins the lion and uses it as his coat
-the hydra (multi headed beast)
	-heracles succeeded in slicing off all of the heads quickly enough so that nothing could grow back (his speed)
-the hind (a type of deer, protected by Artemis)
	-Heracles’s endurance
-the boar
	-the people near mount eramenthus
	-Heracles succeeded in persuing the boar up the mountain, into the snow, and capturing it in a net
-the stables
	-king Algeious had the stable not cleaned in 30 years
	-Heracles cleans them in a single day
		-his ingenuity
-the birds near lake stanflalius
	-beaks and claws were as hard as metal
	-Heracles succeeded in scaring them and killing them by the poison in the blood of the hydra
-the bull in Crete
	-king Minos
	-the bull is said to breath fire
	-Heracles succeeded in wrestling and subduing
		-strength
-horses of dionysis
	-flesh eating horses
	-Heracles succeeds in taming 
-the belts (warrior women)
	-queen of the Amazons
-cattle of Geryon (winged monster with 3 human bodies)
	-Guarded by supernatural powers
-The Apple of Herberities (nymphs)
	-grew golden apples guarded by hundred headed dragon
-Cerberus (guardian of the underworld) 3 headed dog
	-Heracles captures without the use of weapon

Theseus and the Minotaur
-another reference to King Minos (king of Crete)
-king Minos defeats the Ageneans, and so as a gift he demands from the Atheneans a nine year interval seven boys and seven girls to be devoured by the Minotaur
-Minotaur is a half man and half bull creature
-Theseus was numbered as one of them to be sent to the Minotaur
	-in some sense he did it voluntarily
-Ariadne agrees to help Theseus if he would take her away to Athens and have her as his wife
-clue “thread”
-Dionysis then fell in love with Ariadne and sweeps her away
-Theseus forgot the white sail and so someone ended his own life because of this miscommunication
-Theseus then got the government to himself

-Jason performs some labours (kind of like Heracles)
-Jason was to yok together a pair of fire breathing bulls, plow a field
	-sew the field with the dragon teeth
	-defeat mysteriously warriors that will spring up from the field after the dragon teeth
	-supernatural help comes (Medea)
-Medea falls in love with Jason and helps him

-inescapablility of fate and destiny (no matter what the character does to avoid that fate, it happens anyways)
-idea of fate is very strong
-the power of Aero (sexuality, and lust) is at the heart of these stories
	-influences both the gods and human beings
-exploration of natural law
