· The lifelong process through which individuals acquire a self-identity and the physical, mental, and social skills needed for survival in society

Functions of socialization
· To ensure the survival and stability of society (if you want your religion to live you need to socialize about it)
· To ensure the individuals survival and development: personality and sense of self
· Our name is the most essential piece of existing socially to other people.
· Interpersonal is a basic need, like food & water.

Socialization and cultural diversity
· At birth there is no difference between chinese and American infants
· Netsilik children sit on mothers back facing outward and only connect with the world via sight, so netsilik children have an acute sense of sight. If your raised this way you will have lots of different experiences
