Friedrich Nietzsche: Morality, Law, and Order
Nietzsche has three essays:

· “Good and Evil” and “Good and Bad”

· “Guilt”, “Bad Conscience”, and “Related Matters”

· “What is the Meaning of the Ascetic Ideals?”

People memorize particular things that are needed – it isn’t natural, though. The future can be reckoned, meaning things can be planned and therefore, man becomes a calculated and calculable being. People can expect other people to follow them plans if they are involved in them. 
The morality of custom is how individuals build and forge memories and a conscience and creates a soul. It tries to implant a conscience so that people will know what to do and what not to do. To do this, people inflict pain on themselves and on others in order to forge a memory. This is not good because it is unnatural. 
The notion of guilt comes directly out of debt (a repayment). The punishment comes out of this as well. Debt is tied to a relationship: the debtor and creditor relationship. If the person does not complete the contract, there will be a debtor and they will feel guilty for their actions. 
The idea of precision of punishment can be traced back to that relationship (not following the contract). 

· Community members (creditors): They are in search of what is owed to them because there has been a breach in the contract.
· Criminals (debtors): They breached the contract to the community so there must be a repayment for the harm done.
Punishment is normal and almost natural only in the state of morality. When the creditor wants to be repaid, that is when it is normal. The punishment is based on revenge (fury and hostility). The relationship gives people the relaxation in punishment. It is difficult to talk about punishment in the broader sense, but it is about repayment and it shouldn’t be about punishing. 

The Enduring vs. Fluid Aspects of Punishment

That aspect of punishment is permanent or lasts a very long time. Nietzsche talks about procedures, customs, acts, and drama. If you remove the necessity of punishment, you remove the…
The power holds punishment and allows it to endure. The “show” and they glory of punishment is a very important aspect.

The fluid aspect is talking about the ends and means of punishment that change over time. The notion of guilt cannot come out of punishment because punishment tends to remove the guilt from the person. If the person performs a violent crime, the punishment will punish with violence. They are essentially doing the same thing and contradicting themselves. It doesn’t serve the intended purpose; it does the complete opposition (it imposes harm on people in the name of justice).

Bad Conscience

Man is in his natural state at certain times and then moves. This shift is what makes all the problems. All animal senses must be suppressed. This is similar to when the social contract required people to give particular things up. The internalization is what will suppress these things. This is the creation of the soul and it is not natural. In suppressing this, a sort of sickness comes out. This is what makes people do sickly things. The creditor and debtor relationship creates a fiction. The forefather cannot be repaid, but, the repayment must be repaid. This is where the construction of God comes from – it is unnecessary to repay him. Punishment does not reform or deter like Beccaria and Bentham believed. Instead, it does the complete opposite.

Aesthetic Idea

This takes what is around as granted. Nietzsche wants to rescue philosophy from this idea. He wants people to actually question and not follow blindly to what others say because he recognizes that science is replacing philosophy. Science has become something people just follow without questioning for it to work – it too, must have faith put into it. This faith is related to the faith that is put into religion.
