Intro. To theory
1. Why do we have theory? 
Theory is a hypothesis, an understanding, an explanation, simple and complex a particular way of looking at something. Theory is also abstract or concrete.  Abstract theory is difficult to measure. Concrete theory is easier to measure for example, income, education and background. 
2. Assumptions in criminological theory? 
Micro- single person or targeting a specific group such as gangs 
Macro- big picture, how does society impact crime, social structure.
3. Consensus or conflict? 
Consensus- holds the belief that every individuals share the same norms, and values. Most members will agree on what’s wrong or right.
Conflict- view society as being divided. Equality is the cause of social issues. There is hierarchy among members of society. Believed that everything should be in their favour to control marginalized groups.
Marginalized groups: aboriginals, women, poor, mentally ill, and homosexuals
4. Active or passive: 
Active: people are rational beings; they are in control of making their own decisions. 
Passive: unable to make their own decisions (nature or nurture.)
5. Criminological nexus: Making assumption and suggestions based on theory, research and policy.  
6. Two systems of reasoning: 
Inductive method: observe, analyze and explanation 
Deductive method: explanation, test, verify and refute 
7. Crime and deviance is relative to: 
Time: what came acceptable at what give period?
Place: what came acceptable over one place or another? (Laws are different from every province) 
8. Knowledge is context bound: 
All knowledge must be understood in context in which it arises
Must consider: political context, socio-economic context, intellectual context and personal context. 
9. Evaluating quality of theory: 
Testability (can it be tested and proven)
 Validity (does it measure what needs to be measure) 
Tautological reasoning (deviance is universal, exists in all society) 
Scope: broad and simplistic

Exodus 22:18 thou shall not suffer a witch to live.
After the burning of  tituba, sara and sarah osbourne people believe that witches existed.
Lead to more signs of the devil appearing
People begin to point fingers and accused each other 
12. Assumptions of demonology: 
The world is a battlefield between the supernatural forces of good and bad
Look for cause and cure deviant acts in the realm of the supernatural 
The inquisition: used by Catholic Church for those who deemed to be heretics.
Heretics: anyone who went against the church or anyone who violates the catholic norms 
13. Deviance has cosmic consequences: 
Harmful to victims
Transgressions against God
Affect the whole cosmo (nature, plants, and birds) 
14. Two path to demonic deviance
Temptation model: (being tempted by the devil) have a choice. ACTIVE 
Possession model: (devil has taking over an individual mind and body) no choice. PASSIVE.
15. How to diagnose the handiwork of the devil: 
Trial by ordeal (god would indicate who’s the guilty party) 
Trial by cold water (individual would sink if they were innocent, would sink if individual was guilty)
Trial by heat 
God would indicate the innocent and not let the innocent be accused.
Main focus was on: saving the soul and destroy the body
5 types of evidence to convict:
Trial by clever test: saying the lord prayer without any mistake’
Individual testimony: your words against theirs 
Physical marks: anyone with birth deficiency is a sign from the devil 
Spectral evidence: provide evidence based on dreams or visions (most commonly used)
Confession of guilt: individuals who confess got a lighter sentence
16. What are some confessions devices: 
Bring the accused back to faith 
Forgiveness or saving of the soul
Inquisition better educated than their subjects 
The rack
Juda’s cradle
Strappado 
The inquisitional chair 
17. Witchcraft in context: 
Provides explanation (changes and turmoil in society)
Maintained status quo (protect privileges) 
Divert attention (blame witches and church became indispensable) 
Scapegoat (discouraged rebellious behaviour, target powerless threatening groups) 
18. Rational for punishment 
Rooted in Christianity: biblical law eye for an eye (lex talionis) 
Physical pain (nothing sacred about the body all about the soul) 
Restore order of the world (maintained balance)
Eliminate evil spirits through death (symbolism of fire)

Law was localized. Failed because of lack communication and reading skills 
1066 battle of Hastings: William Normandy won the battle. 
Every free man over the age of 12 had to belong to a tything
What’s a tything? Small group in charge to ensure payment of local debts to the monarch such as fines and taxes. 
People paid a tythe or ten percent of their annual earnings to the crown. Every 100 titthings we’re organize into a larger unit known as the hundred tithings. 
21. The rise of the monarch 
Society based on feudalism (based on land ownership 
William awarded main officers land 
Church was a centralized and uniting power 
Monarch needed blessing of church 
22. The emergence of the absolute monarchy 
Monarchy has the power to rule their land freely with no laws 
Local autonomy taken away in exchange for peace and safety
Proposed as a solution to violence of the 16th and 17th 
23. The divine rights of the Kings 
Authorized by God to rule 
Everyone have to obeyed the king in everything 
Sinful for subjects to resist monarch= heresy or treason 
Social control- used as a tool to keep citizen in order

Code of Hammurabi
The concept/reasoning that guided the punishment found in this “system”? 
Code of retribution and eye for an eye
Trial by jury replaced trials by wager of law, and ordeal 
26. The king’s court 
Trial by jury replaced trial wager 
Grand assize: employed by the king’s to find individual who wrong society 
Petit assize: judging the accused 
England: trial by wager, accused would have to bring 12 different individual that would testify for the accused.
Three different types: 
Exchequer: ministry of finance dealt with tax problems 
Court common of pleas: deal with issues that did not involve the king 
King’s Bench: where the final decision is made

1688-1815
1688- 50 acts punishable by death
1776-150 acts punishable by death
 1815-225 acts punishable by death
Why so bloody? People who create the law were unsympathetic, believed that sinful, lazy, greedy people deserved little mercy. They only protect their own interest. 
28. The king’s justice demonstration of power 
Admit guilt and beg for god mercy 
Power of king’s mercy
Take or grant life, lesson and pain 
29. Why the use of torture? State need to protect society from the wrath of angry God 
Use of torture: suspected of crime. Inquisition: q’s asked under oath while enduring physical pain 
30. What are the two stages of torture? Preparatory_ to admit guilt and Preliminary_ to give names of your accomplices.
31. How to avoid torture? Consenting to trial by jury. REFUSED: lead to pressing.
If they die without confessions the states loses their gaining of financial properties.
32. What are some types of execution: beheading, hanging or pillory. TO PROVE THAT CONVICTED HAS LOST TO THE KING. 
The whipping act 1530 for pity crimes such crimes leave marks on the body.
Branding: letter symbolize what type of criminal you were 
Exile: not allowed to come back home
Transportation: convicts being shipped to brittish colonies would server as slave/servant for seven years.
Hulks: floating prisons sleep on the boat and work during the day. Went on for 80 years after it got removed.
33. The age of the monarchy and implications for justice 
Shift from the church to the king 
Anything that was against the king’s peace was considered a deviant 
Definition of deviant: capital punishment 
Response to deviant: corporal punishment. Painful and public. 
 
Classical criminology 
Individuals will decide NOT to commit crime when the risks are too high or the rewards are not adequate.
34. life during the 18th century: shift from feudalism to modern state nation
 Industrial revolution: beginning of democracy, urbanization, new form of social control 
Protestant reformation: less people attending church
Protestant ethic: believe that people are pre-destined
35. The enlightenment (1650-1800) (applied reason to outlook on life) 
Reason is idealized: No longer believed that people are predestined. Moving away from religion.
Doctrine of free will: people possess free will. What we do is not determined. We make our own choices.
Humans are hedonistic: maximized pleasure and minimize their pain.
36. What is social contract? Imaginary agreement where people freely give up some of their individual autonomy and right in order to ensure their own safety and well-being of the entire group.
37. What was the subject system like during the middle ages? Discretion, cruelty, accusation, punishment, and power. 
38. Critique of criminal justice during the 18th century: capital punishment, judges reluctant to convict, deterrent effect. 
Transportation was failing, convicts got send to Australia instead 
Jails: became a money industry, criminals had to pay for the prison
Breeding grounds: everyone is being shipped to the same place, spread of diseases and increase of corruption. 
39. Cesarean Beccaria (1738-1794)
Development of “academy of first” write a book on “crime and punishment” catholic church prohibited the book because it attack the criminal justice system, book was published secretly
Jeremy Bentham (1748-1832) utilitarianism perspective greatest of good for the greatest number of people.
Hedonistic calculus: 
Intensity: the extent of pleasure
Duration: is it quick or long
Certainty: is it certainty that pleasure will be obtain 
Immediacy: when is the pleasure going to take place
40. What is the goal of punishment? Deterrence
Does punishment deter? Yes and no
How can punishment be effective? It must be swift, certain and proportion (the most important aspect is certain) 
The seriousness of crime is measured by the harm done to society. 
41. What is a crime? Breaking of social contract. Society had agreed that the state is authorized to punish. Laws must be written, widely available and understandable. Laws must apply to all equally.
Punishment: judges to determine guilt only. Focus only on the actus reus. Punishment must be rationally calculated.
The death penalty: contrary to social contract. No general deterrence. Need to discipline workers.
42. Administration of justice: avoid torture and secrets accusations. Right to a speedy trial and to present evidence. Right to jury trial. Improved prisons conditions. Humane treatment.
Identify the legal code that was most celebrated instance of applied thinking? French legal code of 1701
Your rights: legal representative. Right to remain silence. Equal right. open court- available to public. Everyone to be treated equal access to law.
43. Neo classical theory: certain factors might inhibit the exercise of free will. Legal defense. Mitigating factor (age) and aggravating factor (social status) 
Critique of classical school: avoid mitigating factors. Look at facts and not the circumstances surrounding the facts.

Prisons
44. What should be the function of prisons? Rehabilitation. Deterrence. Protection of society.
Highest rate of incarceration: USA
Lowest rate: Finland and japan 
How many correctional institutions in Canada?  250 jails/prisons 76 under federal jurisdiction (2 years +1 day) 170 under provincial jurisdiction 
How much to incar. a male prisoner under maximum security? 109,000 female: 210,00 due to the fact that there less female prisoner than man.
45. Precursors to prisons: begin in the 18th century. Wasn’t a form of punishment.
Dungeons: first punishment form. Small window with cement wall.
Clerical penance: a place where individuals were sent to reflect.(first version of prison) 
Workhouse aka bridewells: for poor people who had committed petty crimes or anyone viewed as undesirable. (idea was that criminals would reform by doing hard work) 
Debtors prisons: anyone who couldn’t pay their taxes, debt or rent
County gaols: everyone mixed together. High disease and corruptions
What lead to the emergence of prison? Failure of hulk, transportation or shaming wasn’t working out, capital punishment was failing,
46. Emergence of prison? Shift from the punishment of the body to the mind.
Deprivation of liberty.
Why prisons were called penitentiary? Penitent- to feel sorry by use of solitary confinement. 
What are the moral architecture of prisons? Imposed discipline. Moral uplifting of population. Criminals are rational being that can be trained. 
Purpose of prison: to repent: express remorse. To punish: turn criminals into productive beings. To reform: receive training through hard labour.
47. what are the two types of prison model: Pennsylvania model built in 1929. Based on Total isolation. Visit only by the church. No visitors. Problems: high # of suicide and insanity. 
The auburn model: based on total isolation. Work and eat in silent. Lockstep shuffle development: take away individuality.
The ideal prison?  Pantopticon developed by Jeremy bentham in 1791 Rewarded for good behaviour.prisoners did not know when they were being watched.  
First prison to build in Canada? Kingston penitentiary june 1,1835-sept.30,2013
Based on: auburn model. Maintained features of Pennsylvania mode. Enforced hard labour- reform and profit.
Prison as a total institution: a place where people are isolated from the rest of society. Purpose: change criminals personality by controlling their behaviour and rebuild their new personality by rewards and punishment.
48. When correctional change occurs? The severity of punishment is modified. Explantion of criminals behaviour change. New structural arrangements for sanctioning offenders.

Karl max.
49. Law and the consensus: the belief that the law operate to benefits the general people, greater good for greater people.
Law and the conflict perspective: the law is not neutral but reflects the interests of and benefits powerful segments in society.
Level of analysis: macro approach: focus on the larger scale of society.
50. Social and intellectual context: industrial revolution. Mechanization: poverty. Employment. Reserved army of labour. Fear of the “dangerous class” 
Capitalist society: economic system of wage labour. Private owners. Increase profit decrease cost. Workers competing with one another.
3 groups: bourgeoisie- the working class working hard labour
Proletariat: the business class who sales labour
Lumperproletariat: the non-working and nonproductive class (part of the dangerous class)
Max most influential work? The communist mansfesto
51. 4 types of worker alienation: the process of work. The product: not being able to take it home. Workers are alienated from his specie being, mentally not in it. Workers competing with one another. Self. Production. Worker. Product. 
52. Marx perspective: level of analysis- macro. View of social- Conflict. Individual behaviour results of- false consciousness.  Root of crime: capitalism. Right:  the poor. Solution to crime: revolution.
Infracture and superstructure: infracture which is the economy shapes superstructure which is also controlled by the ruling class.
Two type of consciousness: class consciousness: the rich class. Common position. Know where your interests are and what to do to maintain your position.
False consciousness: the working class: inability to see where one’s own best interest Lies. Not realizing that they are being exploited. 
53. Marxist and crime: capitalist values cause crime. Egoism. Competition. Consumption. 
Crime serve function: divide the working class. Assigns blame to street crimes. Divide working class. 
Marxism and criminal justice: law is there to protect us all. Coercive apparatus: control of problems. (Those who deviate from the norms) 
54. What is the revolution to crime?  Revolution. Eliminating capitalism. Emergence of communism. 
Critics of Marxism: focuses only on the ruling class. Giving little attention to victims. Idealistic. Few empirical studies. 

Emergence of positivism
55. August comte 1791-1857 father of sociology 
3 stages of society’s evolution 
Theological-society attribute to both evil and the divine (demonic era)
Metaphysical- discourse of transition (transition era) age of enlightenment and classical criminology
Positive: highest stage society reach. Focus on science, experimentation and data analysis
What is positive criminology?  Also known as modern criminology. Using objective science to answer the why.
What are the two methods? Deductive framework- cause and effect. Start with an explanation.
Systematic observation: scientists can come up with observable results. If we can predict when people commit crime, we can also predict why people commit crime.
Framework that shares a set of assumptions: the paradigm has different theories. 
Marxist & liberal 
What are 3 strains of positivism- biological positivism_ genetics. Sociological posisitvism_ external factors that make people commit crime.
Psychological positivism_ mental illness that push people into committing crime. 
Basic characteristics of positivism: reliance on the scientific method.  Focus on actors. Determinism- belief that externals or internals factors that make people commit crime.
Classical focus is on the act. Positivism focus on the why the person commit crime offenders can be cured.
2 categories: hard: freewill is illusion. Individual has no choice they make a decision in their situation. Ex: stealing in order to survive. 
Soft: conditional free will. Individuals have constrained free will
Why did positivism come to dominate?  Classical school did not locate the cause of crime. Promise a solution (cure criminals) belief that we need to fix individuals within the institution. Did not challenge status quo.
56. The general problems with positivist theories: over prediction of crime. Belief in determinism. Ignore criminalization process- did not explain why a certain group are more targeted then others.
Fall into consensus view-not everyone share the same belief.
Does positive theory influence how we view crime in criminal justice in Canada? 
Rely on experts testimonies. Required both mens rea and actus rea. Classifying offenders. More emphasis on rehabilitation. Taking background into considerations. Jury being impartial.
Positivism: level of analysis: Micro. View of social: Consciousness. Method: science. Focus: individual. Crime causation: defective genes. Rights: focus on society. Role of judges: determine person’s guilt or innocence. Solution: eugenics. 
Biological positivism 
57. What is phrenology?  Studying of bumps in the brain. 
The large bumps of the head was caused by over use of the brain. Identified 26-35 special faculties of the brain: physical explanations: destructiveness- murder. Secretiveness- treason or fraud. Combativeness- assaul or murder. Acquisitiveness- theft or battery 
3 regions of the brain: intellectual faculties. Moral sentiments. Lower function. (largest in criminals)
Cesare Lombroso 1835-1909 father of biological positivism 
Provided medical services in army and prisons.
Compared physical characteristics of individuals
Influenced by Darwin’s theory of evolution. 
Focus on social Darwinism- some groups are more evolve then others.
58. Atavists the born criminal- share characteristic of prehistoric man.  Defective genes.
5 or more stigma the criminals have: larger jaw. Ear size. Larger lips. Puffy cheeks. Long arms. Additional fingers, or toes. Lived by their instincts. Insensitivity to pain.
The female offender 1895- emotional and unintelligent. Female criminality was rare. Criminal women possess an excess of masculine trait and preoccupied with sexuality.
What is the missing category of crime that would account for more female criminality? Prostitution.
Expanded criminal typology: born criminal: the individual that can’t control their drives. Criminal by passion: acted in the heat of the moment. Insane criminal: commit crime because they don’t have insight of their behaviour. Occasional criminal: pseudo criminal commit crime due to a necessity or self-defense. Criminaloids- criminal that have a weaker disposition, put in certain situations they will act good or bad. Habitual criminal: acted on their social environment, lack of education or poverty.  
Critique of Lombroso: target individuals that fit the profile. Racist and sexist. Poor being incarcerated for being poor.

59. William Sheldon: theory of somatology 1949
Extreme endomorph: wide hips and narrow shoulders. More fat on the body. Very sociable. 
Mesomorph: muscle body. Love challenging.
Ectomorph: very little muscles or fat. Quiet and shy. 
Most likely to be a criminal: mesomorph

Intellectual incompetence: 
60. Charles Goring: the English convict.
Goal: assess Lombroso’s theory 
Research: compared convicts to non-criminals (objective measurements)
Method: careful and analysis
Conclusion: atavist did not exist. Supporting social Darwinism.
Strong correlations b/w criminality of parents and children. Therefore: Criminals are physically and mentally defective due to genetics.
People with these issues should be stop from reproducing.
Critique: failure to measure substantial environmental influences. Only studied males because mostly men are in prisons.  
Richard Dugdale: conducted family general studies. Hypothesis: behaviours that are genetically determine should correlate more strongly among family members. Method: 1877- reviewed 7 generations of the Jukes. Concluded: criminality is inherited.

Feeble mindedness theory: all criminals are feeble minded but not all feeble minded are criminals.
Solution: stop assisting feeble. Stop allowing them to reproduce. Criminals are not born. He is made. Society need to stop interfering with natural selection.
Alfred Binet’s intelligence tests: intelligence could be calculated by measuring of heads. 
Bigger heads= smarter
Smaller heads: not so smart
Scientist should be: objective
Guilty of researcher’s bias: selected certain people that he knew were smart.
Intelligent Quotient 1904: developed tool to describe mental age of individuals.
Mental age: age associated with last tasks.
Binet’s intentions: to identify children with special needs. Focus on providing assistance and not identifying cause. Not a test of innate intelligence.
61. Henry Goddard- 1866-1957: administer IQ tests to residents. No one score above mental age.
Mental age:13-15- useful 
Mental age below 8: not a threat. Not useful. 
Mental age 8-12: feeble minded.
Study of the kallikaks: family degenerates. Birth of old horror. illegitimate  relations with feeble minded barmaid. Descendants were productive citizens.
Cause of criminality and classification: 
Findings: criminals are feeble minded and immoral  
Cause: recessive genes
Solution: selective breeding. Science justifies social stratification. 
Goddard findings on immigrants: many immigrants are morons. Therefore we must regulate them. 
Implication of theory: led to mental hygiene movement. 
3 implications: need of experts. Need of institution. Need for sterilization. 
Eugenics: manipulation of the processes of evolutionary selection. Creating the ultimate race. 
Sterilization acts in BC and Alberta.
Populations that were sterilized under the Alberta sterilization act are: immigrants. Poor people, single mothers. Low IQ and the mentally challenged. 
Arguments that were used to justify eugenics: protect next generation. Selective breeding. Get rid of criminals behaviour. 
Danger of eugenics: screening of mental women for specific genes. Screening of pregnant women for boy baby over girls. excursion of homosexuality. 
Birth of psychiatry
62. 1600’s the renaissance : development of asylums: St. Mary Bethlehem
Management of problem populations. Custodial centre. No treatment just removal of society.
Social factors influence the discovery of mental illness: shift from lunatics to mentally ill.
Enlightenment: age of reason. Individuals are rational.
Industrial revolution: treat people to make them productive workers of society.
Science: belief that through science anything can be resolved
Medicine: how to treat and cure the body. 
The medical model: mental illness is a form of disease. Mental illness differs from one another. Mental treatment is like any medical intervention. Mental illness is dangerous, if go untreated individuals can harm themselves or other. 
63. Benjamin Rush: wrote the first book on mental disease. 1752-first Pennsylvania hospital opened for the mentally ill. Promoted separation, exercise, recreation and humane treatment. Noticed that mental illness can be detected and cured.
Method to kill bad brain cells: somatic treatment: tranquilizing chair. Lobotomy: hole in the skull and electric shock therapy.
Philippe pinel 1745-1826: confinement is necessary. Professional intervention. Humane treatment. Leading figure in: moral treatment movement (treat patients with compassion) 
8 causes of mental illness: heredity-genetics. Social environment.  Irregular way of life. Spasmodic passions (rage). Oppressive passion (grief/hate). Gay passions. Melancholic institutions (depression). Physical factors: focus on more physical factors rather then envt.. factors.
Pinel’s classification based on symptoms: melancholia: an individual that is obsess with a certain idea or retreat from the world. (Depression) 
Dementia: an individual with incoherent thoughts. (Schizophrenia) 
Idiocy: someone who act stupid.
Mania: different emotions on a regular basis (Bipolar) 
Mania without delusions: appear normal but act impulsive (Psychopath) 

64. Benedict Morel 1809-1873: focus on etiology rather then symptomology. 
Law of two folds fertilization: when parents passed on their bad genes.
Law of progressivity: as bad genes get passed on it become worse as it progresses. 
Degeneration caused by: intoxication. Moral sickness. Heredity. Social milieu. 
1969- Increased in mental state hospitals patients
2001- Increased in mentally ill prisoners but decrease in state hospital patients 
Why: taking care of the mentally ill in the community, failure to the underlines issues.
Sociological explanation 
65. Emile Durkeim 1858- 1917  father of sociology
What level of analysis does Durkeim adopt in his research? Explain. Took scientific approach. What sort of impact does society have on individual’s choices. 
What is his view/perspective of society? Explain. Consensus approach.  Idea of same values and morals. 
To love society is to love something beyond us and something in ourselves: 
Wanted to find a scientific basis to explain how society works.
To understand how people think and behave we must look at their social location.
Humans’ beings are naturally insatiable 
Society must regulate our needs
The structural functional approach: society is a complex system whose parts are linked to one another. Each part meets a need in order to maintain a normal state of stability. Change in institution influences change in others. 
Main organs in society: government. Religion. Family. Education. Medicine. Economy. Media. 
According to functionalist: no behaviour preserves unless it is functional. 
What are the functions of crime: creation of social unity. Clarifies moral boundaries of what is acceptable or not. Create social change. Reduces tensions. Rewards of conformity. 
What causes people to trust one another and believe they are working toward a common goal? Collective consciousness. Shared obligation to live up to the demands of the community. depend on community system for survival. 
Identify the 4 dimensions it can be differentiated on: 
Volume: how is it share? 
Intensity: how deeply people feel about it 
Content: how is it formed? 
Rigidity: how clearly it is defined. 
What prevent crime? Social integration- social interaction of the same group and shared the same beliefs.
Social regulation: the degree of external constraints on the members of society. 
What is the name of Durkeim’s doctoral dissertation that discusses mechanical and organic solidarity? The division of labour 1893 
Mechanical solidarity: traditional and simple society bound together by a collective conscious. 
Organic solidarity: technical developments. Division of labour. Relying on one another for survival. 
Durkeim believed that members of western society are exposed to the risk of what? Anomie. 
social and or moral norms are confused, idividuals are left without moral guidance in pursuit of their goals.
Robert Merton- social string theory.
Durkeim and suicide: (micro theorist): certain groups such as men, protestants, the wealthy and seniors have higher rate of suicide. Lower suicide rates are:  women, catholics,  idle aged people, and the married. Individuals versus community and social intergration.
How can we explain this: 4 types of suicide: altruistic suicide: highly intergrated into society. Terrorist. Egoistic suicide: low intergrated into society (unmarried people)  
Feudalistic suicide:  highly regulated in society – hostages 
Gnomic suicide: low regulated in society –stock brokers 
Critique of Durkeim: tautological-circular reasoning. Consensus in society: belief that everyone share the same belief. Social determinism-ignore individuality. Crime is not always functional. 



Psychological explanations
66. Sigmund freud father of psychoanalysis. 
Adopted the idea of: the unconscious 
Levels of consciousness: 
Conscious: current awareness. Thoughts and fantasies 
Preconscious: available memory. Not aware of material but retrieval through ordinary retrieval. 
Unconscious: largest level. Contains all things that are not available to us. Not retrieval. 
What is psychic determinism? Everything that we think, say or feel do is an expression of our mind whether we are aware of it or not. 
67. What is Fredian slip? Saying something out of awareness that you did not mean to say but actually mean it. 
68. How can we reveal the contents of the unconscious? Free association, saying whatever comes to mind. Dream analysis. Ink blot test. Hypnosis relaxing state. 
69. Techniques to reveal the unconscious: 
Denial: not accepting truth 
Displacement: redirect emotions to a substitute target. 
Intellectualization: applying reasoning to remove yourself form a situation
Projection: when an individual attribute uncomfortable feelings  (husband accuses wife of cheating when he is the cheater)
Rationalization: justifying procrastination 
Reaction formation: acting really tough as a bully when really you’re a soft or have low self esteem.
Regression: acting in the sense of a child. 
Repression: pushing uncomfortable thoughts. Withdrawn. 
Sublimation: redirections of our urges. Violent tendencies. 
How do psychoanalytic view crime? There is a Criminal personality  involved.  
PCL-R- lack of empathy, can’t relate to other people, no remorse or sorrow, impulsive. 
Freud’s theory of personality: 
The id: pleasure principle. Develop at an early age. If it feels good then go for it. (Unconscious) 
The ego: reality principle. (Conscious) focus on the facts of reality.
The superego: the conscience. Dictate our belief. (Self-criticism)
70. Stage of psychosexual development: 
Oral stage: birth to 18months
Anal stage: 18-3yrs (order and control) ego start to develop.
Phallic stage: 3-6 yrs. Pleasure zone. (super ego developed) 
Latency stage: 6-puberty
Genital stage: puberty and on
71. Criminality personality: 

72. August Aichhorn: (1878-1949) 

Underdeveloped super ego. Failure to form intimate attachments. Crime is the result of overindulgent parents. 
Critique of psychoanalytic theories:
Non scientific
Untestable concepts 
Heavy emphasis on childhood and sex
