· What makes a person who they are…nature or nurture?
· Nature means genes or genetics
· Nurture is everything else other than genes. Includes culture, religion, family, school, peers, teachers, environment, and diet. Nurture can also mean environment and experience.
· It is believed to be that both nature and nurture play a role in our daily lives
· With the proper stimulation, through nurture, nature can be pushed over its limits. Nurture can have the ability to overcome nature
Section 2: A. Genes: Our Biological Blueprint
· There are 46 chromosomes within each cell. Chromosomes carry genetic info inside a DNA molecule. DNA consists of thousands of genes. 
· Genes are the basic unit of heredity. They give an organism its characteristics and structures. A single gene may be responsible for a gene or characteristic. Sometimes, multiple genes work together to produce a trait or characteristic, they are called gene complexes. 
· Genes are made up of nucleotides, which are biological molecules (adenine, guanine, thymine, and cytosine). These building blocks always pair up, A-T and G-C.
· Nucleotides are the alphabet of life. This sequence determines how a gene functions. A single letter change in this sequence can alter the gene. 
· The human genome is composed of 30, 000 genes in a DNA.  Every single human being is 99.99% genetically related to one another. The 0.01% difference is amongst races. 93% differences within a race. The smallest difference is between races, whereas the largest is within a race. 
· In 2004, according to nature genetics, race does not exist biologically. Race is a biologically meaningless concept. 
· 95-98% of our DNA is most common with a chimpanzee and 92% with a mouse. 50% with a banana, 44% with bees. 
· B. Evolutionary Psychology
· Main goal of every single organism on earth is to survive, but not all will survive due to natural selection. This all depends survival of the fittest, which is being genetically capable of passing on one’s genes.
· Any behaviour or trait that helped our ancestors survive is one that exists today. 
· Evolutionary psychologists study behaviours that allowed humans to adapt.
B.2 Sexuality
· In the Clark and Hadfield study (1978)
· According to evolutionary psychology, both men and women have the same goal; transmitting genes for survival in the future. Best strategy for women is relational sex, which is the trust given to a mate and for males is recreational sex.
· Female ancestors had the same amount of partners as males. Women with more partners compared to ones with a single partner are less likely to have miscarriage.
