Lecture 6
Aboriginal Offenders

First Nation- crimes more violent such as murder, younger offenders, history of unemployment, extensive use and involvement in the criminal justice system at a younger age and into adult hood (Dispersed) 
Metis- extensive involvement in criminal justice system with a larger range of criminal offences, younger offenders, history of unemployment, extensive use and involvement in the criminal justice system at a younger age and into adult hood (Prairie)
Inuit- Greater need over all for intervention. Typical crimes include sexual offenses, and tend to have very low educational backgrounds, extensive adult criminal history. Target-personal, emotional and substance abuse- Key issue is marital and family relations. This group has a high recidivism rate. Significant language barrier between this group and corrections. (North)
Aboriginal females represent 33% of the incarceration rate
45% are in high security prisons, 44% are in med and only 18% are secured in minimum security 
Most males are classified as maximum security: 45% max 44% med and only 18% min

Graph page 404
Much more likely to spend their time incarcerated than in the community- Aboriginal offenders are much less likely to get parole and less likely to apply
Aboriginal offenders are over represented in the Prairies

Aboriginal people are more likely to recommit (5-6% higher) than non-aboriginals

Engaging in crime, engaging in more crime and is more consistent across the life span-crimes committed through out lifespan are diverse
Data:
Restrictive of who data is given to
Most is collected by the government
It can be difficult to obtain data from offenders in general

More serious crimes lead to higher and more sever sentences.
As one continues to commit crime, the severity of the punishment will also increase.
Stats Canada 2006: Rates of violent crime committed on reserves were eight times higher for assaults, seven times higher for sexual assaults, and six times higher for homicides than rates in the rest of Canada 

· As a group, Aboriginal Canadians are more disadvantaged socio-economically than non-Aboriginal Canadians 
· The unemployment rate is significantly higher for Aboriginal people and that Aboriginal people earn significantly smaller incomes on average 
· Aboriginal people are also less educated, with a much smaller number of Aboriginals finishing high school and very few completing a post-secondary degree
· These socio-economic disadvantages make Aboriginal people more vulnerable to certain criminal justice practices 

Although they are given shorter sentences, they tend to spend a longer time in prison
· They are often seen as having a higher security risk, therefore prolonging parole, Aboriginal offenders are less likely to apply for parole, and case workers generally do not recommend parole

Arguments proving discrimination within the Justice system
-Aboriginal communities are subject to overpolicing, and the police officers use discretion differently, depending on whether they are dealing with Aboriginal or non-Aboriginal people 
-Aboriginal inmates reported spending less time with their lawyers preparing their case and were more likely to appear in court without a lawyer
-Aboriginal offenders are often detained for longer periods of time before their trial begins

Arguments against cultural clash: many aboriginals incarcerated in Canadian prisons hold a distinctly Western view of Justice – they often posses little knowledge of Aboriginal traditions and have little contact with Aboriginal communities 
Happened in the past- can not be fixed but definitely have an effect on why this is occurring
After the closing of residential schools the 60’s scoop occurred- Social services came into Aboriginal communities and placed the children into foster care and took them away from their families
June 11 2008- Public Apology by the Prime Minister to the population

Childhood Risk Factors
-A large portion of Aboriginal offenders report serious childhood trauma that could potentially contribute to their later law-breaking behaviour. Disturbingly high levels of poverty are reported by Aboriginal offenders when recounting their childhood, as are high levels of parental abuse, behavioural and learning problems, and abuse of all kinds (physical, sexual, and substance) 
-Significantly higher number of Aboriginal offenders had been adopted or placed in foster or group homes at some point in their childhood and reported serious instability in their adolescence  
-Reported experiencing a range of negative events while growing up, such as exposure to drugs, alcohol, and crime in their home environment
-A much larger proportion of Aboriginal offenders are also known to suffer from disorders such as fetal alcohol syndrome, which is associated with a range of problems, including juvenile delinquency and adult criminal behaviour
Adult Risk Factors
-History of substance abuse, prior criminal convictions, antisocial attitudes and antisocial peers   

96% claim they have substance abuse problems
89% are addicted to alcohol 
53% cocaine
53% weed
27% heroine 

Lecture 7:
Juvenile Offenders
Before 1908:
No previsions or accommodations for age or developmental stage where made when it came to charging, sentencing, or incarceration 

Juvenile Delinquents act:
Sanctions included adjournment without penalty, fines, probation, mandatory attendance in an industrial school to learn a skill or a trade, and foster care  

Young Offenders Act:
Other sanctions included absolute discharge, a fine, compensation for loss or damaged property, restitution to the victim, a prohibition order, community service, probation and custody.
The YOA was amended a number of times:
1986: Bill C-106 section 16-combat the problem of juveniles pleading guilty to avoid transfer to adult court- application to transfer
1995: Bill C-37 changed section 16 once again. Charged with murder, manslaughter, or aggravated sexual assault, 16 and 17 year old would automatically be tried in adult court (maximum length was shorter)

Canada had the highest  youth incarceration rate at this time in the Western World

Youth Criminal Justice Act
First Step: police are to consider community options and less serious alternatives before bringing juveniles to youth court  (extrajudicial measures- giving a warning or making a referral for treatment)  

Youth-Adult Sentences
Once a juvenile is charged, they can no longer be transferred to adult court- if a juvenile is found guilty, a judge can impose an adult sentence as long as the offender is or above the age of 14. The Crown must notify the court that they will be seeking an adult sentence prior for the sentence to be applied. The sentence must be proportionate to the seriousness of the offence. 

 Once a juvenile is charged, they can no longer be transferred to adult court- if a juvenile is found guilty, a judge can impose an adult sentence as long as the offender is or above the age of 14. The Crown must notify the court that they will be seeking an adult sentence prior for the sentence to be applied. The sentence must be proportionate to the seriousness of the offence.  

Cognitive Theory
Two types of aggressive behaviour: 
Reactive Aggression: an emotionally aggressive response to a perceived threat or frustration
Proactive Aggression: aggression directed at achieving a goal or receiving positive reinforcement.  

Lecture 8:
Mentally Disordered
If you are mentally disordered and do not understand the consequences of your actions, you should not be culpable. 
Individual must posses the capacity to understand that his or her behaviour was wrong in order to be found guilty of an offence. If, due to a mental disorder, a person cannot understand what they have done, then it is inappropriate to punish that person. 

If found unfit:
When the court finds the accused to be Unfit to Stand Trial. The review board must give the accused a conditional release or detention order within 45 days. Review boards must have at least three members ( a judge or lawyer, psychiatrist and a third person. When deciding on the type of disposition, must consider:
-the protection of the public
-the accused’s mental state
-the reintegration of the accused into society
· The accused’s other needs
Until a person is deemed Unfit to Stand Trial, they remain under the authority of the board until they are deemed fit or the charges are stayed or withdrawn. The board must review the case yearly and the courts must review it every 2 years to determine if there is sufficient evidence for the accused to stand trial if fitness is restored. If there is not sufficient evidence, the court should acquit the accused.
The federal government passed Bill C-10 in 2006, which gave the courts the authority to order a stay of proceedings for an accused found Unfit to Stand Trial if the accused is unlikely to become fit to stand trial and does not post a significant threat to public safety. 

Not criminally responsible on account of a mental disorder (NCRMD): No person is criminally responsible for an act committed or an omission made while suffering from a mental disorder that rendered the person incapable of appreciating the nature of the act/omission. They can't know that their actions were wrong

The board or the court can give an absolute discharge, a conditional discharge, or order detention in a hospital. 
Most common requirements for conditional discharge
Must abstain from drugs/alcohol
Residence in a certain place (i.e. Group home)
Urinalysis testing's
Adhere to treatment plan
Report to designated person on a scheduled basis (i.e. Psychiatrist)
No possession of weapons

Police have considerable discretion in deciding how to manage a crisis and whether to arrest a person. When dealing with a mentally ill person, they may decide to informally resolve the problem, arrest the person, or take the person to a hospital for evaluation 

Schizo
Threat/control override symptoms (TCO): delusions that are more strongly related to violence, than other delusions. Delusions that pose intrusion of thoughts and override self-control.
Types of command hallucinations: non-violent and self-harm command hallucinations are more likely to be obeyed
Beliefs about the command: if the patient believed the command to be justified or if the voices were from a more powerful/higher status figure they were more likely to obey
Perception of malevolence vs. Benevolence: Benevolent voice (God) more likely to be obeyed than malevolent voices (Satan)
Consequences: won't obey if they believe something bad will happen to them/someone else

There are 10 specific personality disorders listen in the DSM-IV grouped into three clusters:
-Cluster A: involve odd or bizarre behaviour (paranoid, schizoid)
-Cluster B: involve dramatic or erratic behaviour (anti-social, histrionic, narcissistic)
-Cluster C: involve anxious or inhibited behaviour (avoidant, obsessive-compulsive)  

Lecture 9:
Sex Offenders
Scope
Estimates are typically derived from two main sources: surveys of the public and police reports  
Indicate that less than 10% of sexual assaults were reported
Only 22% of violent sexual assaults were reported

About 10% of sexual assaults get reported. In reality, the rate of any type of sexual assault could be 10 times higher than reported.

What is true of general offences is similar to sex offences- Sexual offences are decreasing
There were legislation changes and reporting increases due to the recent changes during the 80’s

Consequences for Victims
Physical injury to victims occurs in relatively few sexual offences
Number of negative emotional responses including anger, confusion and frustration, shock and disbelief, annoyance and fear
Sexual assault and child sexual abuse are associated with a number of negative outcomes, such as concerns about sexually transmitted disease, pregnancy. Post-traumatic stress disorder, depression, and sexual disturbances 

Initiation Factors:
Childhood Sexual Abuse
Many studies poise that sexual victimization in childhood plays an important role in later sexual offending. 
Sex offenders have experienced a higher rate of childhood sexual abuse compared to other offenders and non offenders.
Sex offenders against children have significantly higher rates of childhood sexual victimization than sex offenders against adults.

Heterosocial Competence
More antisocial than non-offenders 
Child molesters are generally more angry and hostile than non-offenders but less than non-sexual offenders and significantly less angry and hostile than rapists 

Attitudes and Beliefs
Sex offenders against children generally endorse more beliefs supportive of sexual offending against children than non-sex offenders, rapists, and non-offenders
Likely hood to rape was significantly associated with more acceptance of interpersonal violence, more adversarial sexual beliefs, more stereotypical beliefs about women, dominance/power over women, hostility toward women, hyper masculinity, and rape myth acceptance   

Treatment Approaches:
odours or pain. The goal is to decrease deviant interests by developing an association between deviant stimuli and unpleasant stimuli 
Masturbatory satiation: the person masturbates to an appropriate fantasy until orgasm. A short time after orgasm, the person resumes masturbating but this time to a deviant fantasy. The goal here is to increase appropriate interests by pairing pleasant stimulation and orgasm with appropriate fantasies     

Lecture 10:
Violent Offenders
Aggression: any behaviour directed towards another person that has immediate intent to harm. The perpetrator must also believe that this behaviour will harm the target and that the target wants to avoid this behaviour”
Aggression – perpetrator has to believe that their actions will cause harm 
· Doesn’t happen accidently 
· Physically trying to cause someone harm 
· Hostile aggression: Impulsivevery (impulsive) / an impulsive reaction to some real or perceived threat. No forethought 
· Reactive Aggression:
· Instrumental:  very much premeditated 
-Point of this aggression is aimed at some secondary goal (Ex. Robbery)
Examples:
Hostile aggression: impulsive reaction to threat/provocation
Man comes home to find wife in bed with another man and shoots him
Instrumental aggression: premeditated with a secondary goal in mind
Plan to rob a man leaving bank, so punch him if he doesn't hand over wallet (perpetrator isn't angry)
Violence: (extreme) aggression that has extreme harm as its goal.
· Killing

Homicide: the killing of one human being by another
Attempted Murder: deliberate, intentional, or recklessness with extreme disregard for human life, attempted to kill someone
Robbery: taking property from another (violence or intimidation)
First degree murder: planned and deliberate or if the following activities
a) victim is peace officer
b) victim's death is caused while attempting hijacking of aircraft, sexual assault, kidnapping, hostage-taking, criminal harassment....
Second-degree murder: Murder that is not first degree
Infanticide: female causes the death of her newborn
Manslaughter: heat of passion, or provocation overwhelm one's senses

Prevalence of Violence
· Important to note that the violent crime rate is at its lowest point since1989 
· Saskatchewan has the highest violent crime rate 
· Ontario has the lowest violent crime rate 
· Robbery is at its lowest levels in 30 years-Robbery rates have decreased (armed robbery) however robbery without a weapon has increased slightly 
· Females are more likely to experience sexual violence 
· Males are more likely to experience non-sexual violence, especially robbery 
· Violent offences usually occur against someone the offender knows (about 85%)
· Victim tends to be young (15-25), single, live in cities and occur at night-Crime by youth has increased fairly steadily 
· Important to consider why violent recidivism is less frequent – often occurs because of hostile aggression, so it is less likely to occur again
Uniform Crime Reporting (UCR) Survey: measures incidence/characteristics of crimes reported to police in a given year.
Robbery considered violent crime
Armed robbery… Decreasing
Robbery without firearm… Increasing
Violent youth crimes… Increasing
Lowest rate = Ontario
Highest rate = Saskatchewan
Lowest rate w/ firearm = PEI
Highest rate w/ firearm = Manitoba

Victims of Violent crime
General Social Survey (GSS) on victimization: reports of those criminally victimized who are 15+
2004
-only 33% of violent incidents were reported to the police
-reporting rates highest for robbery, followed by physical assaults, sexual assaults
Reporting to the police was more likely in incidents involving physical injury compared to no physical injury, and for incidents involving weapons compared to no weapons. The most common reasons given for not reporting crimes were that victims dealt with the incident in another way, it was not important enough, did not want police involved, felt it was a personal matter, did not think police involvement could help or fear of retaliation from perpetrator. 

Theories: 
Social Learning-
· Social Learning 
· Aggression is much more likely to occur when acts of aggression will be more rewarding than non-violent acts towards an individual 
· Expected outcome 
· Looking at self-rewards and self reinforcement 
· Person feels good about the aggressive act – they will be more likely to react the same way in similar situations 
Operant conditioning: behaviour is shaped by consequences (reinforcement/punishment)
Positive reinforcement: Child wants another child's toy, so pushes him over to get it. Aggression is rewarded by obtaining the toy
Positive punishment: Alternatively, the child is scolded for taking the toy
Negative reinforcement: child who is being taunted by others, punches one of them and silences them
Negative punishment: alternatively, he then is excluded from a fun school activity because a teacher observed the behaviour
Bandura also argued that people learn from indirect experience... Observing others rewards/punishments for aggression
In addition, he argued the self has an important role... Either positive or negative self-evaluation following aggression. Feelings of guilt vs. Power.
Social Learning Theory
Aggression is learned. Aggression is more likely to occur when it is expected to be more rewarding than non-aggressive alternatives. Expected outcomes influence the likelihood and extent of aggressive behaviour. In operant conditions, behaviour is shaped by its consequences- reinforcement or punishment. Reinforcement increased the likelihood that a given behaviour will occur, whereas punishment decreases the likelihood of its occurrence  

Evolutionary-
Key aspect – one major goal for all humans is to procreate 
· Underlying force behind all behaviours 
Most violent people fall under one of three categories 
· Young men 
· Very few resources at hand 
· Low status 
· Puts them at a disadvantage to compete with other men for females 
· Only way they can get a partner is to act out violently to lift their the status and get a mate 
· Through risk taking and violence, these young men may be able to increase status, resources and access to better mates
· As they get older and obtain a mate they realize violent acts have more cons so they begin to desist 
· Most common group
· Adolescent Limited Group 
· Competitively Disadvantaged Men 
· Ability to compete in a pro-social way is limited 
· Low IQ 
· Only way to get what they want or increase their status is to act violently 
· Life-Course Persistent 
· They continue to act violently throughout their life 
· Psychopath 
· Are not at a disadvantage 
· Attracted to this violent behaviour 
· They do not stop acting out violent in their life 
· They act violently because they like to  

General Aggression Model
· Main components are two imputs
· Person – stable over time 
· Bring to the situation every time 
· Traits, gender, beliefs, attitudes, long-term goals 
· Situation – what's happening in the environment around you 
· Aggressive cues, pain/discomfort, frustration, drugs, incentives, provocation 
The routes through which person and situation inputs influence aggression are:
· 3 routes 
· Cognitive – behavioural scripts, hostility 
· Interpreting what is happening using these cognitive scripts 
· Arousal – physiological aspects 
· How you are feeling in the moment 
· Not always good at knowing and labeling what we are experiencing 
· May mix up anxiety with anger 
· Emotion – mood 
Mediate the influence of inputs, the appraisal and decision processes that lead to a particular action in the episode. The outcome influences the social encounter, which then provides inputs in the next episode. 

Is treatment effective:
· Treatment was associated with significant reductions in violent recidivism, whereas sanctions were not 
· Need, risk, and responsively principles: the greater number of principles to which programs adhered, the greater the observed reductions in violent recidivism  
· More successful programs include: 
· Anger control –the violent recidivism rate for treatments that included anger control was significantly lower than the rate for comparison group. 
· Cognitive skills, Role play, Relapse prevention or Offender homework were associated with significant reductions in violent recidivism
Treatments that included moral training or empathy training were not significantly associated with reductions in violent recidivism

Personality Disorders
· Most common personality disorders in incarcerated populations differ between males and female offenders 
· Males: 
· High levels of parinoia 
· Distrust of everybody 
· Very suspicious 
· Hypersensitive and easily slighted 
· Constantly in fear 
· May be more likely to act out aggressively 
· Females: Borderline
· Marked impulsivity 
· Difficulties regulating emotions 
· Difficulties with their self-image 
· Fear of abandonment 
· Feel intense anger
· Idolizing you one minute to hating you the next 
· Rollercoster of emotions 

· Glib 
· Very effective in presenting themselves quite well
· Pretend to be experts in sociology, psychiatry, law 
· Don’t seem to be concerned with getting caught 
· Egocentric 
· Very astounding sense of entitlement
· Feel they have the right to live how they want to and can live by their own rules 
· Common for them to fire their lawyers and defend themselves 
· Come across as very arrogant – they love power and control 
· Unable to believe that anyone has a valid opinion 
· Lack of Remorse 
· Often completely forthright with this 
· Admit they don’t feel guilty 
·  Learn to mimic and verbalize remorse and empathy but they are devoid of these emotions 

· Deceitful
· Extremely proud of their ability to lie 
· Deupy delight – they have fun lying 
· Shallow emotions 
· Know what to say but they don’t feel the emotions 
· Play-acting 
· Don’t feel bodily response to emotions the way non-psychopathy individuals 

· Impulsive 
· Did it because I felt like it 
· Want immediate satisfaction 
· Absorbed with their needs 
· Live day by day, change plans frequently 
· Poor Behaviour
· Highly reactive to perceived insults 
· Poor inhibition 
· Angry outbursts, but generally short-lived 
· Need for Excitement 
· Ongoing and obsessive need for excitement 
· Play chicken with freight train 
· Will use drugs 
· Looking for a “rush”
· Get bored easily 
· Difficulty dealing with routine 
· Lack of Responsibility 
· Able to talk their way out of things 
· Early 
· Serious behaviour problems at a young age 
· Fire setting, truancy, aggression 
· Extensive and serious 
· Cruelty to animals and other children (especially their siblings)

· Adult 
· Early problems persist 
· Disregard for rules of society 
· Stand out in the prison population 

· Homicide rates have typically been highest in the western provinces and in the territories 
· Lowest homicide rate in 40 years -
· Homicides are reported more frequently than other crimes 
· Most reliably reported 
· Definition of homicide has not changed 

According to the FBI, what separates a serial from a spree murderer is that a spree murderer has no emotional cooling off period and is very highly excited during the commission of the crime.
· They do not return to bass line 
· Constantly all amped up
· Ex. Bonnie and Clyde 
· Video: Andrew 
· Murdered his ex-boyfriend 
· Killed several people on the run to get to versatchi 
· Killed versachi 
· Killed himself 

It is believed that mass murderers commit their crimes in an effort to regain control over themselves and their situation.
Often mass murders happen at a place of employment
· Entering into a larger facility and start shooting – trying to take down as many people as possible in a short period of time 

Again, as with serial murder, although these are not necessary for a crime to be classified as a mass murder, they are believed to be common.
· Typically a reason why they are going to a location and there are one or two individuals that they intend to kill 
· More understandable in the sense that you can usually find a reason as to why they are killing 
· Typically they are quite willing to die for the cause 
· Often end in suicide  either by their hand or suicide by proxy (force police to take them down)

Disciple killer: a person who commits murder at the behest of a charismatic leader
· It is not the leder that is commiting the crimes, it is the disciples that are going out and comminting them 
· They do as they are told 
· Want to strengthen their relationship with the leader 
· Ex. Charles Manson 
· Considered he was a reincarnate of God 
· Formed a “family” 
· Took in “flower children’” – persuade them to join his family and commit these heinous crimes 
· Video 
· Disciples were sent to a house of an actress 
· Wanted to tie everyone up 
· Abigail ran tried to escaped and one of the the disciples stabbed her to death 
· She believed she was doing right 
· Attacked another house 
· One dicsiple went to prove herself to 
Manson 
· She said she new there was going to be murders 
· Said she couldn’t bring herself to do it 
· They had to get Tex
· Manson never actually committed any murders, but through his charismatic ways he was able to convince young individuals to commit these crimes 

Family annihilator: a person who kills his family and commits suicide
Motivations: being more intrinsic- working from internal or intrinsic. Acting out for gains- momentary, psychological, emotional 
John: Kills his entire family packs up and leaves; cancelled the milk man, the mail and the paper- told the teacher that he was going on an extended vacation.  

Disgruntled employee: a person who seeks revenge for real or imagined wrongs at the hands of coworkers or employers
Return to a former place of employment and target those individuals they feel responsible for their termination- pre selected victims
Sever emotional and psychiatric problems
A lot of innocent bystanders are usually hurt

Ideological killer: a person who is able to persuade others to kill themselves or each other- generally for a greater good
Typically ends in taking their own life as well 

Set-and-run killer: a person who plans an escape route following the killing aftermath (bomb planters) 
Proxy- planting the explosive device in an area, leaving the area and viewing the explosion 

Disgruntled citizen: takes it upon themselves to rid the community of the ‘outcasts’
Victims share no space or relations with the killer
The person is trying to show the world its wrongs in a way

Psychotic mass murderer: a person suffering from acute or chronic psychosis who is considered to be legally insane
 May hear voices are see visions that commend them to kill innocent strangers

Serial Murder
May or may not apply – not necessary
Locations may or may not change
Most are premeditated – to continue going must have some degree of planning
Fantasy – crucial; starts in the mind on how developing (book – sexual homicide patterns and motives) found that fantasy key piece – there is a progression detailed fantasy becomes focus will experiment with fantasy in real-life – blurs line between fantasy and real life
Incorporating real life element makes better and gain more confidence
1 on 1 – stereotypic, some kill multiple at a time; some work in teams – hillside strangler
Rarely passion or gain

Taking into account the definitional problems just mentioned….
Estimated that 30-50 Serial Killers operating in US at any one time.

Estimates range from about 5 to 30 serial killers active at any one time in Canada (Ratner, 1996), as opposed to 30-50 in the US….
Maybe because there are less homicides because we have less cities.

Female serial Killers
· Not sexually active, so not seen as Serial Killer, so Aileen Wuornos is referred to as the 1st female Serial Killer in history, but really, they go much further back (ie.,Lizzie Borden, and Elizabeth Bathory, who was also sexually active with victims)
· 17% of Serial Killers are female
· All female offences are on the rise

Classification of Serial Murder
Specific vs. Non-specific (Demographic)
	- specific victim traits (i.e., Bundy) long hair parted in the middle
	- some non-specific (i.e., Ken Bianchi) – killed women in Calif. Some all races
	-even if non-specific usually stay within same sex category
Random vs. Non-Random (Behavioural)
	- any hitchiker who takes a ride (random), only kill those who smile in a certain way (non-random)
	- many will carefully stalk victims
Affiliative vs. Stranger
· stalking their victims- there is a forethough there is an effort put in to choosing the victim
· Stranger- someone off of the street lack of planning towards who the victim is
Act-focused
	- murder committed swiftly and incisively
	-directed at accomplishing the goal – killing the victim (i.e., missionary and visionary)
	-satisfaction gained entirely from the act of murder
Process-focused
	- commonly use brutal methods (rape, torture)
	-murder itself will reflect great minute to minute planning
	- elaborate pre-murder fantasies
	- satisfaction derived from the brutality of the process
	- evidence of redundant overkill often present (i.e., hedonistic and power/control)
Planned vs Spontaneous
	- some go through long and elaborate plans which are interwoven with their fantasies
	- this characteristic is removed from the Organized/Disorganized table presented below and H & D do not comment on their rational for the decision

Multidimensional scaling
SSA is one of the family of MDS procedures that represent the associations between variables as distances in a Euclidean space of
dimensionality determined by the researcher. The greater is the co-occurrence of
two variables the greater their proximity in the corresponding geometric space.
The particular procedure that has been
widely and productively used in this area is known as smallest space analysis
(SSA).
SSA is different from most other MDS procedures in that it operates on the
rank order of the associations between variables rather than their absolute values.
If the disorganization dichotomy were a strong distinction between the cases
then a clear division with the organized variables in one region of it and the
organized variables in another would have been expected. No such regions can be
seen in the SSA plot. The disorganized variables are scattered across the plot and
the organized variables are mixed in amongst them. As would be expected from
their generally higher Jaccard coefficients the organized variables do tend to lie in
a smaller region overall than the disorganized variables, but this is not a region
that is distinct.

Female offenders

Feminist Pathways
Criticism- only qualitative – one time interviews
Data not disaggregated by age- someone who is younger may have a different life path to crime than an older offender 
Most research has not included male control groups
Assumes a unidimensional pathway-only pathway that a female comes involved in crime.  
Ignores female heterogeneity – considering it to be a homogenious group but they are not considered as a varied group and there are alternative pathways to crime 

Integrated Liberation and Economic Marginalization
Criticism- did not look at any other individual factors
Does not explain why all divorce women did not engage in crime

P4W- was the only prison for women in ALL of Canada
Prison is old fashioned and was described as an old labyrinth- small tunnels, noisy, inadequate spaces for prisoners (everyone was housed within the system-min,med-and max), no programming

· Friday April 22nd, 1994
-threats, stabbings and and a hostage occurred
-females were pepper sprayed and placed in segregation  
It had been argued that protocols regarding the use of pepper spray were not used 
April 26th- staff argued that females needed to be moved out of the institution- tension is running high
Institution Emergency Response Team was called in –there were no options left. 
The team is made of all male officers.
· Intimidation; make a lot of noise
· Females were forced to remove their clothing and if not they were physically forced, then shackled and expelled from their cell, naked and backwards
· The cell was cleaned of everything, including the mattress. Females were brought back into the cell shackled with restraints and and a light sheet to cover them up. After 24 hours of solitary, they were given a small, thin blanket

Women offender facts
· Difference in who they are targetting and why
· Females will violently offend due to frustration and often due to male relationships 
· Men are more likely to act violently out of anger or jealousy 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Responsivity 

 Delivering treatment services in a style and mode that is conducive to the ability and learning style of the offender
General = broad strategies
Preliminary evidence works for women
Specific responsivity = individual factors/characteristics – example: education level/literacy, mental health, interpersonal anxiety, race, gender
Need to figure out what these specific needs are, no empirical studies examining gender as a specific responsivitiy consideration
· Empowerment = gain insight into personal situation, id strengths, supported and challenged to take positive action to gain greater control of their lives. Evidence empowerment model of skills building helps develop competencies and enables achieve independence
· Meaningful/responsible = provide options allow make responsible choice relate to needs, past experiences, culture, values, spirituality, abilities, and skills. History of dependence (drugs, men, money) denied opportunity/ability to make in life
· Respect/dignity = reciprocal respect between offenders and staff – engender more respect and dignity with dynamic security, community-living model
· Supportive environment = promote physical and psychological health and personal development.
· Shared responsibility = all levels of government, corrections, volunteer organizations, businesses, private sector services and community have role to play in development of support systems and continuity of service
· Most effective interventions need to be responsive to unique needs and learning styles of women offenders – treatment should be comprehensive, woman-centered, and holistic in nature
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
