	-New France was a royal colony of France in 1663
		-till it was conquered
	-debated how successful the colony would be
	-Two views were present, the thought that it was going to be prosperous and dynamic
		-and the problems however in Quebec were a trace of obstacles
			-this introduces us to Historiography
	
The History of Historical Writing
-the interpretation of a historical moment that may change the story to mean something different
-where you are from changes what or how the story may change
-ideas that can frame your society
-different ideas of how people think
-different belief systems, such as Marxism, nationalist
-many different truths and opinions about one subject

 	Quebec Nationalist vs. Anti-Nationalist
		-the modern problem that is up for debate
-interpretation shaped based on present instead of conquest
-inefficient, church too much control, and anti-business
-not the conquests fault for the separation movement
	-how interpretations can change what Quebec’s separation can be linked to.

Impact of France
	-was the New France, beneficial to France or not?
 
Company of 100 Associates 1627
-fur trade was given to the private companies
	-created in 1627, to develop fur trade in the colony area
	-supposed to bring over 300 Catholic settlers every year but in the end failed
-wasn’t committing enough materials
	-growing sense that France was losing the new world
-company was growing in debt
-only 200 had settled in New France
	-1605, the company of 100 associates had gone bankrupt
	
 Campaign if the Habitants 1645
-who wanted to run the operations 
	-were also supposed to bring in people
-years of peace and alliances were established between the two
		-however there was still some dissatisfaction
-15 people controlled the operations
-trade was hurt in 1667 because of the Jesuits succeeded in the goal to ban the trade of alcohol
	-French began to share hostilities with the Iroquois
-1660 the group of French settlers in Montreal, with 45 allies, were trained to strict the Iroquois and prevent them from establishing here
  
Adam Dollard des Ormeaux 1660
-surprised 500 Iroquois and he and 300 inhabitants
-those locally that there are those who will defend the colony to their death
	-colony not going well
-France then takes over

	New France Becomes a Royal Colony 1663
-takes a greater role, which can be seen as both good and bad
-does it allow France to now compete with the others

Daughters of the King 1663
-in 1663 the king sends over 1200 young women
	-to encourage settlement, they were also sent with dowries to encourage it even more
-servants were also sent over to work for 3 years then they would be free
	-the French government thought the crown would send over troops

 Carignan-Salières Regiment
		-troops sent by France to secure the colony
-it appeared to be a positive impact
-supporters of this say, that it played an important role
-critics, do not want large amount of troops living amongst you? The string relation with civilian
		-stirred up stuff, and drunkenness
-find a place to stay, disease

-there were mixed reactions to who was brought over
-complaints that New France was developed to benefit the mother country
	
	Mercantilism 
-had the idea that the colony is there to provide raw materials, such as fur, fish, timber, but that means they cannot produce goods that are manufactured by the mother country
	-this caused them go into debt and be very cash short (New France)
-supporters: things were not so strictly imposed
	-had loop holes that allowed New France to trade within colonies like the West Indies
		-the liberal approach with the empress
-France didn’t want a completely dependent New France

Colonial Government

	Governor, Deputy-Governors, Intendant, Deputy-Intendants, Sovereign Superior Council
-was it progressive, democratic?
	-tended to operate through governor in Quebec City
-deputy government in Montreal
-governor was someone with military background and background
	-also head up the military
-Intendent of New France
-deputy intendent, Detroit, Montreal
	-takes care of two major areas, law, justice, and finances
-Sovereign Council/ Superior Council
	-elected
-land owners would be in Council and head Jesuit

	Is it Corruption or a Good Government?
-Critics: government was undemocratic, permission for local authorities to call a public meeting of authoritarian 
-Supporters: government for New France was not terribly bad corpulence was demanded because transportation system had to have decent people running the colony.
	-nepotism, giving jobs to friends or buying position, unlike France
-a public welfare system was created
  

Bureau des Pauvres (emergency assistance)
-run by the church
-little state assistance for this program
-the support just was not there
	-but had the ability to change

	The Democratic Tendencies
-still had situation where most communities were, allowed to express their grievances

Custom of Paris 1664
-legal system allowed attendant to intervene in the court system if it was believed that the justice was not being served
-Critics: would say there wouldn’t be the same treatment
-guilt, innocence, guilty until proven innocent theory
	-torture applied in this system

Society

A Hierarchical Community
-based on station of who you know not on anything else.
-marriage charged social structure
	-based on religion and religious prejudice
-or practice of law
	-racial prejudice
-New France had slaves
-1500 black slaves weren’t governed, abused and under the Code Noir

 Religious and Racial Prejudice; Code noir 
-some say relatively, provinces of the code noir, better than other areas (America)
	-had not clothes, feed and housing of slaves
		-not supposed to make them work on Sunday
			-not separate Husband and wife or kids (happened)
-slaves were supposed to be baptised
-despite aspect of relative better than others 
-slavery in New France was abysmal
	-roles can be put to death for violence, if they ran away they would be branded or something
-despite the clothing and stuff they lived up to 25 years of age 

Influence of the Catholic Church  
	-what was their role?
-managed a number of things in New France
	-schools, churches, orphanages, charity, and issued a morality of benevolence
-Critics: imposed type censorship
	-bans several public presentations such as theatre and music
-Supporters: not undertaken in its power
	-New France was developing when the moment of Gallicanism 

Gallicanism (supremacy of the Crown) vs Ultramontanism (supremacy of the Pope)
-competing against one another
-not going to be allowed to have religious authorities to become superior over the crown

 Intendant Jean Talon
-the very first intendant
-took over on behalf of the government, and some land that the church had but not developing 
-hold back the settlement to hold a certain order the Jesuits imposed
	-alcohol was no longer ban
-he also lovered the tithes to the churches
		-was the church treaty that powerful?
-maybe upset
-Critics: church all powerful, discouraging colony

Economy

	The Debate Over the Seigniorial System (seigniors, censitaires). 
-how efficient was the agricultural
	-farmer 75%
-organized under the Seigniorial system
	-patented after the European Feudal system
-given to seigniorial lords 
	-subdivided to narrower ships
-farm the land, and give portion of the crop to the sovereign
		-1/4 when you bring your wheat to the wheat mill to make flour
-Critics: problems land is farmed over and over again; not left long enough to replenish
-poor yields
	-colonies couldn’t feel it
-land would get smaller and smaller and become too small

-some how to work part time on the timber and fur trade, and labour shortage

 Corvée
-provided three days labour that all you needed

Opportunities for Women
-participated in commons in colony
-took over family business, if the husband was away
	-women had legal rights
-control over property that they brought into the marriage, and if the husband died the wife used to have no rights to half the property

Did the Dynamic Francophone Bourgeoisie and Economy? 
	-New France had a progressive economy
-the dynamic bourgeoisie
-dynamic approach to business despite the churches control
-contradicting figures

	Robert Dugard
-migrated New France and starts a import, and export business
-8 ocean going vessels, and 20% of trade 
	-insurance on boats
-ships made locally do not have the skilled labours needed
-not out of demand in colony

 Royal Shipyards, Quebec City 
	-small shipyards, and not a lot of thought or something
-no skilled labourers 

Iron Forges by Trois Rivières: François Poulin de Francheville; Olivier de Vezin
-nails and chimney palates
-leader dies, good government pulls money right in it and sends over an expert
	-produces cannon balls, and produces military
-forges go belly up, with not enough people buying the supplies being made
-lack of demand, administrative efficiency

-17th C 1664 British defeat of the Dutch in New Amsterdam (New York)

-Britain getting Hudson area, and Acadia
-France or going to get places French 
	-didn’t solve the tensions between them
-trying to intercept trades
-1731, peirie set on an expedition out west establishing forts in Manitoba
	-1720 Cape Britain Isle, French establishes walled city in Louisburg
		-busiest commercial area 

-war of Austrian Succession
	-Britain and France resort to rivals between there
-takes awhile for the news, British target Louisburg
	-after bombardment 400 troops attack

-1748 the war ends with the Treaty of Uitshapeli
	-Louisburg ventured to French in exchange for parts of India
-British still wanted to offset the French in the Maritimes

	-Loyalists that left America
		-suffering at the hands of the Americans
-because of their notion of society set down their own roots of destination, rebellion in Upper Canada 

-British are in trouble, and America rebels
	-Hasty departure
	-Loyalists gather in New York/ Boston
-Loyalists have to get out
	-under threat of death
		-forced out and or choose to leave 
			-so they settled in Upper Canada
-Sir Fredrick Haldimond was the governor at the time
	-sympathetic to the French Canadian population
		-British military
-First language was French
-wasn’t suited for Quebec
	-doesn’t think Quebec is a good place to settle for the Loyalists
		-would accept the laws or system

-encouraged them to more further west, became Upper Canada
-secure that area for the British crown
	-protecting himself from the United States

Obtaining Amerindian Land
		-loose access to the land if provided to the British
			-deals are varied and one sided

-Iroquois support for British in revolutionary war if they did not receive some property of there may be revenge

Chief Joseph Brandt and the Six Nations
-Six nations land created by Brandt
	-Iroquois got the land
-British provided the church, school, and discourage simulation
-Brandt, Europeanized 
	-developed the European fashion sense
-best route forward was to attend schools, farmland and do it all individually
	-1798, one third of the people retained property

-after, Loyalist were treated better

	Hardships Faced
-upon arrival, received shelters, food, seeds, and farm equipment
	-land grants of at least 100 acres
-struggle, emphasis early accounts
	-Canada was the huge forest
-needed detailed instructions to fond land
	-burn the land
		-but it left stumps and rocks
-goal to have a simple log cabin
	-dirt floor, and no windows

-women made allot, candles, cooked, cleaned, harvested, managed farms when their husband were away
	-children were put to work, and couldn’t go to school
		-family operated farms
-time was in progress in wheat and corn production
	-excellent trade development

-Loyalists demanded their own colony
	-establishment of Upper Canada all through the constitutional act 
-Ontario: Anglo, common laws Upper
-Quebec: lower Canada, civil law 

The Loyalists: Profile and Impact
-dream of American society
-elites law, establishing superior society
	-claims different from reality
-elites never came to Upper Canada, because it was to sparse and cold
-would head back to England and Caribbean

	Elites
-were the leaders in society
	-servants, merchants, Quakers, Mennonites, pacifists
-considered United States and the rebels to be violent and have granted exemption from the Military service
-Americans looking for freedom and land
	-settled in the London area
		-do not get same amount of land as other immigrants
			-became farm labourers
-if they accepted the British rule they could keep the slaves
	-slave owners aloud to keep slaves if they supported the British
		-slaves also supported the British

	300 Black Slaves in 1792 in Niagara
-wasn't passive resisted
-malnutrition, wouldn’t work very quickly 

	100 Acre Land Grants
-after at least 200 acres
-given to white Loyalists
-Senator officials 2000 acres
	-establish leading Loyalists
		-and Upper Canada, loyal people establish and created a structured society

	
United Empire Loyalists
-1784-1791, referred to as UEL
	-Motivated UELs to suspend them from the late- Loyalists
-motivated by land late Loyalists
-motivated by the British UELS

-created and Assembly for Upper Canada, where the Loyalists will sit
	-not obsessive democrats
-certain powers
-assembly pays government
	-has the right to pay tax
-the elite did the voting
-had to have property to vote, British, white, men
-voted on the government assembly
	-aren’t paid, enable people with money to access money
-only 16 members 
			-easier to manage and no interesting in local pressures
				-local interest
-no free press, only news paper, The Upper Canada Gazette
	-could be banished if spoke against the government
		-if returned they would be put to death
-undemocratic

	Conception of Society from Leading Loyalists
-people know the place within and the responsibility of the community

	Established Anglican Church
-sole right to legalize marriage
-church of the Loyalists

	Clergy Reserves
-the church was given 7 miles of land as clergy reserves
	-manipulated by the crown reserves

	John Graves Simcoe
-Upper Canada’s first Lieutenant Governor
-he supported everything to do with the church
-believed with the Loyalists you can establish a society that America would envy
-dreams for Upper Canada went somewhere 
	-used farmer regiment and Queens Ranger for road building

	Queens Rangers: Dundas Street
-attempting to create a mini England
	-road from York to London
-establishes the new community of Young St.

	Attracting Late- Loyalists (After 1791)
-they believed that they could turn them British




	Religious Divisions over Anglican Clergy Reserves
-upset colony and deception because of what the Loyalists did
-religions and divisions of the clergy reserves
-separated the farms and cut out from one another
-economic impendent
-member of the other churches were angry

-UELS were fine without it however

	Wild Land Tax
-land distribution was unfair among the 10000 acres
	-the land left untaxed prime real state
-which in the end essentially fails

	John Strachan
-private schools were run by Strachan
-many parent opportunities for school were not all that great
	-only elite had access to the good schools
		-all schools were based off of private grammar schools
-this person would soon train all future leaders 

	1816 Common Schools Act
		-created by the government of Canada
-provinces for the entire country
-1500 pounds for schools across the colony
 -many children had no school to go to at all

Sluggish Economy 
	-lumber mill was created
-small little institutions and farm improvements

	Transportation
-roads were paths between major communities
-lots of them and it was easy to get lost
-communication and transportation was poor

	Debtor Economy Operating Largely on Credit
-goods sent over on credit to Quebec to merchant
-establish fees and profits
	-and then purchase again
-everyone buys from everyone else on credit
	-essentially everyone accumulated an incredible amount of debt

	Colonial Government
-government have no money to entrust on peoples projects
	-thus solution is to raise the tariffs on people and land
-taxes not reasonable
-crown reserves the kings rights
	Fees on the documentations for the official seal

-not a lot of money
	-tariffs on imported goods are created
-Upper Canada has no goods, most through Quebec, agreement between Upper and Lower Canada
	-Lower got one eighth of the money collected

Upper Canada
-events that would transform the underlining tensions and lead them to revolts 
	-clergy reserves
-unequal land distribution
-none accountable government
-inter locking political and economic elite

	Rising Tensions under lieutenant- Governor Sir Peregrine Maitland (1818- 1828)
-demonstrated content for the assembly
-people became angry because Maitland banished someone

	William Lyon Mackenzie
-rebel leader
-was born in Scotland
	-then comes to Canada
-concludes success depends on how good you are rather then who you know
-worried a lot about radical reformers
-starts the Colonial advocate

	Colonial Advocate
-critical of the government
-attacks the clergy reserves
-responsible to the people
-paper attacked by allies
-wins damages 600 pounds, uses the money to establish the magazine
-inspiration to rebel rousers 

	External Reform Influences: 1832 Great Reform Act in Britain 
		U.S President Andrew Jackson
-expands voting rights to more than just the land owners
	-better representation of the government
-president elected and came from a farming area
-symbolized democratic issues
	-wanted to clean out the elites that controlled too much of the United States
-moral social back bone of the farmers, and the farmers admired him
-Mackenzie met with the Jackson
	-wasn't willing to follow Mackenzie and the Canadians
		-too eager to use violence
-but he was elected none the less

-becomes mayor of York
	-prints bases for New American style of constitution
		-freedom of Religion, and assembly
-all decisions about government appointment be taken out of the hands of the council
-new left tenant governor in 1836

	Lieutenant Governor Sir Francis Bond Head
-got rid of the assembly
-called for another election
-used military at the voting stations
-the event among other things convinces Mackenzie that a meaningful change is not going to come through the current system
-plan to throw the government out of power
	-saw this as a disloyalty to Britain

	William Baldwin and Robert Baldwin
-moderate reformers
-felt that the others were being disloyal to Britain
-made open political system that would not adopt any of Mackenzie’s ways
	-they felt frustrated with this closed system 
-on November 1837 
	-Mackenzie attracts three hundred supporters, and promises them free land
		-British began to build barricades on the way to trenches
-Mackenzie rushes 
	
	Samuel Lount and Peter Mathews
-fighting broke out in Lower Canada
-300 supporters joined by others
	-led by Lount and Mathews

	Montgomery’s Tavern December 1837
		Ill organized Uprising
-met by 20 men behind barricades
-counter attack on the Tavern
-Mackenzie flees to the United States
	-wants to organize an attack with Canada 
	Navy Island, Andrew Drew and the Caroline
-organized a raid on the Caroline
	-raiding party, board ship. Cut the lines, and set it ablaze and tumbles over Niagara Falls
-Mackenzie arrested in the United States of America
	-Americans didn’t want to risk anything with the British
-Mackenzie is sentences to 18 months in jail in 1839
	-released after a year due to health
-he would eventually return to Canada 

	Hunters Lodges
		-secret society, organized in New York State and Vermont
-talked about attacking banks
-decreasing the influence that banks had on people
	Nils von Schoultz
-leader of the Hunters Lodges
-but this was all settled with a treaty of Webster Ashburton
-was adventurous, was a member of the French foreign legion
-organized the attack on Prescott which was a failure
	-this however does end the rebellions
-Schoultz is captured

	Baldwin Brothers Take over, the Rebellion Considered as a Necessary Failure
-the rebellions exposed the problems within the system 
	-Mackenzie ideals were unsuitable for the country
-rebelled in the agricultural society, hated what was industrial
-rebellions paved the way for professionals to create and achieve modernization
-finally the Baldwin’s become the voice for reform

Lower Canada
	-conquest of 1760, still evident
-agricultural fields and bankruptcy
-creating hardships for the people

	Economic Crisis During 1830’s 
-farmers weren’t productive 
-the wheat fly destroyed many of the crops
-forced others to move toward other sorts of crops
-import food into the colony
-drop in wood prices and timber section, so people were laid off
	-allows rebels to rise to succeed

	Louis- Joseph Papineau
-becomes lawyer
-effective influential speaker
-not very anti-British
-fought against American traders in 1812
-admired the British legal system
-what he saw was Anglo domination was not right

	Parti Canadien
-takes the majority of the seats
-changed the name to Parti Patriote in 1826
	-inspired by the patriots who fought the revolutionary war
-patriots believed that the church should not hold influence in the political system
-patriots were and important role in Louis’s life
-popularity boosted with fights they would have with the appointed governor and councils

	Governor Dalhousie
-bypasses the assembly to try to pay for the appointments
-patriots organize petition to have Dalhousie recalled
-1834 patriot dominated assembly list it 92 resolutions

	92 Resolutions
-sent to Britain 
-complaining for a more responsible government
-getting rid of random stuff they were upset about
-in the end Britain sends it back with the answer as no

	Colonial Secretary Lord John Russell
-is sent in response to the 92 complaints
-patriots begin to organize Charivari
	-gathering people to show displeasure
-patriots use this method to organize protests across to drive officials out of the office
-boycott of all British goods resumes

	Governor Gosford
-reward cut from Louis rebellion regime

	November 1838 Rebellion
-begins in St. Denis and Victorious
-St. Charles patriots drown in the river and 60 were killed
-St. Eustache, Montreal, rebellion crushed and 700 were arrested
-70 killed, 60 inches reduced to rubble
	-return in 1949, and Louis then flees 

	Robert Nelson
-launches another attack and gets captured
	-was clearly unsuccessful and was exiled to Bermuda

	British Retribution after the Rebellion
-hundreds were arrested, the excuses was that anyone who had helped the patriots would be arrested 

Political Aftermath
	-essentially what was the British going to do?

	John George Lambton
-British sent over Lambton to deal with everything that was going on
-he eventually becomes the governor general of both the colonies
-He was a Durham iron- industrial worker
	-he was not part of the aristocracy
-new less traditional system
-he banishes and exiles many, to lessen the tensions
-writes the Durham Report
	Durham Report
-Lambton united the report
-stated that Upper Canada and Lower Canada should be united
-1840 Britain passes 
-1841 the act of the Union replaces Upper and Lower Canada with Canada west as Ontario and Canada east as Quebec
-One governor and one council and one assembly to rule over both colonies
-there was shift from Kingston to Montreal
-the time for reform was coming
-and there were now equal representation with both of them

-there was the belief that members of the council would come from the assembly
	-this would be called a responsible government
		-it would be the will of the people
- Durham was pictured differently in both the colonies 
-Canada West was seen as the hero, 
-Canada east was not seen as the villain 
-believed the answer to solve the problems between the two would be to push assimilation on the French Canadians
	-it appeared to be moving in to that sort of direction
-Anglo’s affected the majority 

	Political Compromise and the Baldwin Brothers
-Canada West had Baldwin’s
-Canada East had Louis La Fontaine
	-was arrested and then released
		-said he might not have representation that he cannot be ignored
			-aligned with Baldwin’s to secure rights
-new governors as well would help this situation

Lecture Ten: Economics and Politics during the Era of the Union Government

Monday February 7th 2011 

To what extent did the economy and political system mature during the period of the Union Government?

The Economy 

	Champlain and St. Lawrence
-wider union between the East and the West
-rise of politician in Canada and Britain, think in political compromise was greater with a sense of unity between the French and the English
-First railway in the 1830’s which was 20km long and opens wider for the territories for the commoners
	-went between the St. Lawrence and Richelieu Rivers
-provides activities
	-such as building, manufacturing, and created a greater demand for iron
		-also increased the production of wood

-towns began to complete to have the railway come through their town next

	Railway Guarantee Act 
-union government on railway lines of 100km guaranteeing the bond of government debt, once the railway started, after when half was complete

	Consolidated Municipal Loan Act
-municipalities loan money to create a railway
-Union government creates a fund when the cities dip in and offer incentives to attract a railway
	-then they pay back the union eventually

	Northern Railway
-railways were being built in the north between Port Hope and Lindsey
-enabled Toronto to send manufactured goods out further to larger areas
	-could not reach agricultural lands and could now send out more products to help with farms

	Edward Gurney and Daniel Massey
-Created and then produced products in Hamilton
-agricultural implements to expand agricultural work
	-this helped keep the farms producing and growing

	Grand Trunk Railway
-went from Montreal to Sarnia
-it was the largest in the world

	Victoria Bridge in Montreal
-the Grand Trunk included this bridge
	-it was considered an engineering marvel
-it was built across the St. Lawrence River
	-this was incredibly fundamental to the growth and expansion of Montreal

	New Capital and Legislature in Ottawa and Thomas Fuller
-Ottawa became the capital
-new parliament buildings were built
	-designed by Fuller
		-competed through a design contest to design the parliament buildings
-buildings were neo gothic style
-it was an example of growth in the period after the rebellions 

	Clergy Reserves 
-ended
-the Anglican Church was now being paid off
-the church was interfering with the settlement of new comers
-Quebec seigniorial system ends by being bought out
-stalk markets and cheap labour when the Irish come over
-people think about expanding west

-in the 1830’s Thunder Bay is reached by steamship

	The New West
-the thought was that if we did not take over the west then the Americans would instead and if that Happened then Canada would begin to fear them
-Oregon was disputed
	54 40 or Fight and the Manifest Destiny
-presidential campaign, by hopeful James Polk
	-he wins the election
-American Manifest Destiny
	-Americans believed god destined their spread across the continent
		-and essential was the reason why they were involved in war
-expansion to the west would provide more opportunities
-then began the expeditions to the west 

	H.Y Hind and S.J Dawson
-geologist and engineer
	-sent by the US to report on the Western land
-they return saying that the land is in fact good land
	-land was decent for settlement
-this was the same result that was said by the British expedition by Captain John Palliser
-international dealings, mature, and because more independent
-trade benefits from the shipping

	Samuel Cunard
-international shipping
-organizing steamships across the Atlantic in two weeks

	Telegraph
-invented in 1844
	-by Samuel Morse
-who then created more code
-telegraph links the land between New England and the United States 

-Britain wanted Canada to learn how to stand on its own two feet 

	Britain’s Free Trade and Corn Laws
-the repeal of the Corn Laws ended
-created free trade but Britain being an acceptation
-all units and goods would be free trade
-Britain set this in motion due to their continual rise to leadership of the Industrial Revolution
	-people were having trouble in urban centers
-people started wanting goods for as cheap as possible

	Drawback Acts
-created by the United States
-hoping to attract Canadian trade
