MODERN DAY WITCH HUNTS
A witch hunt occurs any time a group of people persecutes another group unfairly, usually blaming that group for larger problems.
· Holocaust
· Genocides
· Phobias
Certain acts become crimes because people have the authority and powers to do so.
Chinese rail road workers - Canadians scared that they might take away job opportunities.
	Created posters that scared people from Chinese people (opium smokers pulling women away)
	Targeted them for a larger problem
SOCIALLY CONSTRUCTED PROBLEMS
What is a moral panic?
	An intense feeling expressed in a population about an issue that appears to threaten the social-order. 
	Examples:

	Take responsibility of convincing the public of certain beliefs.

THE AGE OF THE MONARCHY
The Early Middle Ages
	England broken up into principalities
		Princes held absolute power within own borders
	The prince owed allegiance to the king, King had the ultimate authority
	Communications were poor
	Not everyone was literate
	Law was localized and not coded because people can't read
	All up to the prince
William of Normandy cousin of King Harold, challenged King Harold to battle and won.
Now he is ruler and awarded his officers
THE RISE OF THE MONARCH
Society based on feudalism (Lords and serfs)
	Serfs owe everything to the lords
	Lords own the land and serfs need Lords' permission. 
	Common people had no say
When there’s a dispute
	All serf of a lord fight another group of serfs of another Lord
Lord's courts were developed
	Instead of battling one another
Demonic - Church Power
Shifting of power from Church to Monarch
Absolute Monarchy
	The power to rule land freely, with no laws or legally- organized direct opposition in force
Local autonomy taken away in exchange for peace and safety.
THE DIVINE RIGHT OF KINGS
King has the right to rule, everyone else shut up (God chosen the king)
What does this mean for the commoners?
	Have no say
	If commoners speak up it would be heresy
Sinful for subjects to question/resist Monarch
-Charged with heresy and treason
Form of social control
THE EMERGENCE OF THE KING'S COURT
Lord had almost same land as the King, but Henry II wanted to change that and bring back.
Henry II streamlined procedures and made them fairer
Made Kings Court - Made it more efficient and fair and just.
Barrens local courts - Less popular
Law was not codified 
Henry II send out circuit judges, diff judges go to different counties - Deciding cases on the basis of situations of similar facts.
	Discuss with other judges (Consistency)
Similar Facts, similar decisions
Established common law - No matter where the case is heard, there will be consistency
WHAT IS...
The earliest codified law system governing human behaviour in the world.
The concept reasoning that guided the punishments found in this system.
-Eye for eye, tooth for tooth
TRIAL BY BATTLE
God will never allow to let innocent people to die
For people with higher social standing
hire people fight it for them.
Example today: Lawyers
TRIAL BY CURSED MORSEL
Eat something with a feather
If the individual didn't choke on the feather, they are innocent.
TRIAL BY WAGER
Testing that this person is a good person with good values and morals and a good character.
Find 12 individual to wage he is good, so he is innocent.
THE KING'S COURTS
Juries
Trial by wager was replaced by trial by jury
	Grand assize- Go into community to find the guilty parties
	Petit assize- Jury, determining whether an individual is guilty
		Some people can be both.

	All crimes became against the king's peace
	Any type of crime are a violation of the king or monarch
	Massive criminalization of previously non-criminal acts
		some acts suddenly became criminal
	WHY? More properties confiscated = More Money
What is the bloody code?
All of these acts (even small acts) are punishable by death
1688 -1818
50 acts that people can lose life over
1815- 225 capital crimes
Why so bloody?

People who committed crime are sinners
Want to control the poor, and people were greedy

	Only half proof required
Inquisition
	Q's asked under oath, while enduring physical pain
Torture - 2 stages
-Preparatory - get people to admit of guilt
-Preliminary - Name accomplices, other people who are committing crimes

	Refuse trial by jury -> subjected to pressing
		Stripped and lie down on floor and put weight on him
		If they die, they are not guilty and have no confessed
			Property not confiscated and better life for their family
Execution - Very long
Elite- Beheading, Commoners - Hanging
Gibbeting
Hung the dead, deterrent. 
Pillory
Stand with your head and hands in wooden plates
People can throw stuff at you and swear at you
Whipping - Petty crimes
Branding
Branded with the offence you were convicted of
Stigmatized
Banishment - outcast, permanent wonderer
Transportation
Form of banishment
Put on a boat - sent to the colonies to serve as slaves for 7 years and then inhabit there.
1776- Many declared independence
	Floating Prison - Used warships
	During the day- sent to different part of the land to work
	Many escapes
