Petawawa is a town located in the eastern of Ontario near Ottawa, which is on the west bank of Ottawa River with a total population of 15990 (2011 census) and is quiet balance of male (8650) and female (7340). This small town provide a proper living circumstances, there are over thousand people aged 65 and above with a high standard of living. Most importantly, Petawawa has higher aged tendency of population than the average value of Canada. More specifically, female in the age of 75 to 99 year is much more higher than male. Then we talk about families in Petawawa. There are 3940 children live in couple families and 740 children live in lone parent families. Moreover, English are there major language in the town. Besides, people in town prefer car and truck as there common use transportation.
