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Can write as much as you want on the note card

Part A: Short answer (75%)
-Choose 15 of 25 questions
-write a few sentences, avoid being too brief
-similar to those on quizzes

Part B: Passages (15%)
-choose 3 of 5 passages and answer questions as directed
-each worth 5 points

Part C: Essay (10%)
-choose 1 of 5 topics and write an essay
-CANNOT write on a novel that you used for term paper
Example: Choose a suitable text and explain the ways in which it balances play imagination, and fantasy with pain, suffering and even tragedy

The Maestro:

-Burl is very introspective, he keep everything close to his chest
-he doesn’t like to reveal himself and is more likely to lie than say truth when pushed
-he is a secret keeper
-he hides his knowledge from his father
-he has to learn to face his problems and not hide away
-instant fixes aren’t going to work
-he tells a lie on 103, knows it is “two faced”
-also attempts to get what he wants without being creative, but it still doesn’t work
-he learns that he has to clean up his own mess
-part of the process involves Burl finding ways to deal with his fears
-he discovers that the book’s villain isn’t as powerful as he believed and is a bit of a fraud
-at one point he has to rely on Burl to survive

Narration:
-focus of the novel largely on Burl
-it’s limited omniscient
-mostly only get Burl’s thoughts, but occasionally get Natalie Agnew’s

Figurative language:
-lots of figurative language used in this book
-two main types
-Metaphor: directly referring to a thing, idea, or action in terms of something else, suggesting that the two share a common quality (eg. “that guy is a real pig”)
-Simile: comparing two things, (his face got red like a baboons butt)
-all similes and metaphors are appropriate to Burl’s frame of reference


Verisimilitude
-an attempt to make  story seem real enough through detailed and accurate description (see catching of fish 73)
-it is a very realistic text

Quest
-Burl is ona quest for about the last ¼ of the book
-he doesn’t get the specific thing that he’s looking for, but things work out well for him

Adversary (antagonist)
-Koschei the Deathless
-Burl has to get the better of him and does
-Cal is metionally and physically abusive
-seems like a giant (26)
-Burl is scared that the bear attacking thr cabin is Cal
-Burl expects a Cal type reaction from Gow when he throws out the pills
-Cal ends up needing Burl’s help, and is thankless about it
-Burl finds out that his father is no real woodsman, has a store bought chicken that he cooks

Joke about domestic abuse:
-in poor taste
-similar to story of drunkard in The Secret Garden

Burl’s Fear of being like his father
-he intimidates his dad’s girlfriend and it scares  him

Bea
-gender bends, pretended to be a man to become a pilot
-has a distinctive way of speaking
-her imagined delusions enable Burl to create a fantasy/lie

The Shadow
-the shadow is pressure from the music world
-it is distraction

Dammed Water imagry
-busting dams is a metaphor for an outlet of something
-can be emotions, stories, truth, etc.

Dysfunctional family
-important to note that one reason why Cal is like he is and why the family is dysfunctional
-sister Laura died because she was hit by a drunk driver
-Cal was partially to blame, even though he tries to excuse himself by saying that he had to keep her with him
-he had been scared his daughter wanted to run away
-there may have been some sort of abuse going on towards her


Last chapter
-Starlight and Burl meet
-Burl finally gets new shoes that fit, which replace the ones he made out of insulation
-Burl is taught that he has to clean up his own messes
-Burl goes to stay with his old teacher
-new shoes are symbolic of a new life
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
