[bookmark: _GoBack]1. Impaired operation or care and control of a 1. Impaired operation or care and control of a motor vehicle is identified as a summary conviction offence. 

. 2. The criminal code prescribes certain guidelines that would assist a police officer in determining a marked departure from the norm (going away from the normal) of a subject arrested for impaired operations. (SIMPLER MEANING: Does the criminal code have something in it that’s gives police officers guidelines of how a person in impaired.) 

3. When administering a lawful approved screening device (meaning a ROADSIDE) breath test, a police officer is under not obligation to advice the subject of their rights to counsel. (SIMPLER MEANING: Do you have to give someone his or her rights when performing a roadside) 

4. If the accused involved is seriously injured in a motor vehicle accident is taken to the hospital the officer who suspects the subject of being impaired should issue a breath demand.

 5. When an accused is charged with operating a motor vehicle while impaired by drugs, you can make a blood demand. 

6. The charge of impaired operation of a motor vehicle must include the evidence of poor driving. 

Only a person occupying the driver’s seat can commit 7. The offence of having care or control of a motor vehicle by impaired. (CARE AND CONTROL)

From the time you identify a vehicle that approached your program till the time you lay a charge, identify all aspects that must be done to lawfully lay the charges of impaired operation, and operate with over 0.80. (With the steps. ROADSIDE. Don't see driving. 

ESSAY ANSWER SCENARIOS you are to pick one of the four scenarios that are given. Number 5 is mandatory for everyone. 

"Freddie Feel-good is found sleeping in his vehicle by constable digger. The time is 0515 and the vehicle is located on private property, about ten minute’s meters from the road. Feel-good is lying across the front seat, with his head on the passenger side, and his lower body in a sleeping bag, extending under the steering wheel with his feet on the floor. The keys are in the ignition and the engine is running. Cst. Digger wakes Feel-good, and upon conversing with him notices signs of impairment. Feel-good informs digger that a friend drove the vehicle to this location, and they went to a party. Feel-good says that he returned to the truck at 0130hrs, and waited for his friend to return and he didn’t have the intention to move the vehicle. Has an offence been committed? What are the facts? (Walk through all the steps. from the time you deal with him to the time you decides to arrest him. All the steps of impaired. Need the answer, Section number, Grounds) Lornie loser has been involved in a serious motor vehicle accident. He has been severely injured and at least one other person involved has been killed. As a result of the in, it is determined by the investigator St. Constructor witnesses trauma teams working on loser, and notices taking the blood samples. Dr. Cutter informs the officer that losers injuries are life threatening and can’t take the blood since it will endanger the health and life of loser. As a result, cutter refuses to take any further samples. Loser ultimately survives his injuries.
