Final Exam Memo

The HIST 1500 final exam will be written from 9:00am to noon on Monday, April 14, in the Athletic Center. (Times and locations will vary for those writing under the auspices of Student Accessibility Services.)

The exam will be based on the lectures and tutorial readings of the entire year.

There are two parts to the exam.
· Part A, worth 60% of the exam, consists of 5 broad essay-type questions, two of which must be answered. Answers to these questions will require information from at least 8 course modules. For each missing module in an answer, 25% of the value of the question will be deducted.
· Answers to Part A should be composed in grammatically proper sentences and paragraphs, although you will not be graded on the quality of your writing, as you would be for an essay. Rather, you will be evaluated for your knowledge of the content of course materials.
· While it is impressive if you can remember the authors and titles of tutorial readings, this information is much less important than what the authors are saying.

· Part B consists of about 12 more specific items, 4 of which must be explained, indicating their relevance to the course if it is not already obvious. Each of these items is worth 10% of the exam, for a total of 40%.
· If you wish, answers to Part B may be composed in note form as long as the meaning of your notes is clear. For example, ‘Columbus – Spain’ is not clear, whereas ‘Columbus  - discovered the new world on behalf of Spain’ is clear.

You should avoid repeating the same material from one answer to another. An answer that repeats material from a previous answer will be downgraded in proportion to the repetition. This does not mean you can’t refer to a lecture or tutorial reading if you have mentioned it already in the exam. As long as you are using different information, it would be a good idea to consider how you plan to answer all of the questions before you begin to write.
It is important that you allot your time carefully. No matter how much time you spend answering one question in Part A, it is worth a maximum of 30% of the exam. In Part B, each item is worth exactly the same so you should try to write roughly the same amount for each one.

Please remember that cell phones and similar devices should be turned off and left out of sight during the exam. Any evidence of their use during the exam will constitute grounds for failure.

If you do not already know the name of your tutorial leader, please find out before the exam is written. This requirement is addressed particularly to those who will be writing under the auspices of Student Accessibility Services.
