-Sex offenders have high recidivism (up to 35%)
-It all depends on recidivism rates and the length at how long they are being observed.
-You can predict re-offending fairly accurately.
-There are differences between age of consent between countries (16 in Canada, 18 in U.S).
-In Florida there is a sherrif in a small community that puts up signs that says people are sex offenders. It fosters vigilantism.
-Sex offenders (pedophile type) do not commit the majority of the crimes. The majority of sexual offences are within the family (step fathers, uncles, etc).
Victimization:
-There are patterns of victimization.
-Being a victim portrays that it is an innocent victim (young children and elderly). However, the majority of crime victims are known to the police or have criminal records.
-Victims are rarely innocent in themselves (the drug trafficker and drug user go hand in hand with criminal activity).
-Majority of home invasions, parties are known to eachother.
-Mart summers found that there are two types of homicides:
1) Victim precipitated homicide: The victim was the first to use force, and happened to be killed. *key point is victim is the one who initiated the action*. Account for the majority of victimizations in criminality.
2) Non-victim precipitated homicide: Innocent victim is killed (I.e random person is killed by a serial killer)- Victim does not know offender. Accounts for the lowest amount of homicides and offences.
-Media and politicians portray victims as inherently innocent when it is relatively rare.
Victims of crime risk factors:
1) Media overrepresentation of stranger victimization. Stranger victimization is given more airplay than real. (The idea of some stranger attacking you if the most likely type of victimization. It is what everyone fears despite it being the minority).
-Media overplays stranger assaults.
2) Lifestyle theories. Routine and daily activities are contributing risk factors (lifestyle). 
-Most crimes are after midnight and most police are off at this time). Chances of you being victimised depends on lifestyle and activities. If you go to bars at night, you have a higher risk of being a victim of a crime (30 or more evenings a month outside of the home are at a higher risk of being victimized).
3) Lifestyle: Age, gender, social status are risk factors for being a victim: Young people make up the large share of victims, men are more likely to commit assaults and women are more likely to be sexual assaults. Most crimes are done by youth as a group and not individual. In 2004 15-24 age group makes up the majority of crimes (19 times higher than the other age groups). 70% of property crimes
-Studies of muggers done show that a mugger is more likely to target a victim that looks vulnerable.
-Social status is important: More likely to experience a problem in the market (where there is drinking, etc) than high class places like the Keg Manor. It defines who your friends are and where you hangout.
-Low class neighbourhoods have much more crime. High victimization rates and high offender rates in low income neighbourhoods. Single people are at a higher risk than people in groups.
-Women are more likely to be victimized by a spouse.
-Different people are at risk for different types of victimization- modifying lifestyle can reduce the risk.
4) People alone are more likely to be victimized than people in groups. 
Lifestyle victimization theories (Can you control if you are victimized):
-Variations in lifestyle plays a large role in victimization.
-Developed in 1978
-Proportion of time spent with non-family members is also a function of your lifestyle. The more time spent with non-family members, the greater the risk that you will be a victim of a crime.
-Being in public places at night places you at greater risk.
3 Different Approaches to looking at Criminal Behaviour and how criminologists define crime:
1) Social Structure Theory
2) Social Process Theory
3) Social Conflict Theory
1) Social Structure Theory 
-Chicago School
-When we talk about social structure theories the theories say that:
Crime is a result of an individual’s location within the structure of society. This approach focuses on the social and economic conditions of life including: relative deprivation, differential opportunity, discrimination, social disorganization, personal frustration, alternative means to success and subcultural values that conflict with conventional values.




1) Ecological Theory:
Zone Theory:
-Park and Burgess came up with the zone theory: Circles drawn over a map of a city in which the internal circle (the core) is downtown. Created to describe rates of crime based on risk factors and rates in each zone (based on criminological research).
	-The closer to the core, the more crimes. The further from the core, the less crimes.
-First important thing you need to know:You need to know nature of offending. The nature of offending differs from core of city to the periphery. You wont have prostitution, etc in the suburbs (you have it in the core).
-Second you do a demographic analysis: Characteristics of the population within the zone. Who lives in the community, what is the culture, background, racial, etc.
-You need to determine what the crime rate is in the zone based on crimes known to police within those zones.
-Another word for smart policing is problem policing: Policing based on the problems	of each zone.
According to Parks and Burgess’ “Zone Theory” there are 5 zones:
 zone 1) where business is located (retail businesses, bars, etc) it is the core.
Zone 2): Mix of business and residential
Zone 3): Working class homes
Zone 4): Middle-Class
Zone 5): Suburbs (commuter zone)
-Concept of the Ecological theory: Criminology of place: 
-when we look at ecological approaches to crime causation (Crime can be found based on geographical factors- any environmental approach). Study areas.
-Environmental Criminology: Geographical, locational and environmental conditions and architectural conditions of crime. Can reduce crime by better lighting, speed bumpbs, etc (measures in environment that reduce crime).
-Two Types of Crime Prevention (need to know they differ):
1) Crime prevention through social development: Look at economy, the family, the neighbourhood, etc.
2) Crime prevention through environmental design: Reducing theft by increasing barriers (target hardening). Making it harder to commit crimes. Design community in a way that reduces crime.


Broken Windows Theory (James Q Wilson):
-When people come into a city and see broken windows, graffiti and anything that looks un-kept- crime will be higher.
-Lack of respect for the property you have sends messages to people.
-Theory holds that physical deterioration and an increase of unrepaired buildings increases a raise for social concern for the personal safety to residents and leads to further decreases of repair which invites crime, vandalism and delinquency and further deterioration.
Defensible Space:
-Refers to the idea that architectural changes with improved barriers and defined boundaries will remove criminal opportunities and the risk of crime.
-Barriers such as gated communities, locks, etc will reduce crime in specific neighborhoods.
-A barrier against people robbing your house (gated community, security alarms, etc).
-Target Hardening: Make targets harder and less appealing (i.e locking valuables behind counter in Jewelery stores).
Criminology of place:
-Location can be predictive of criminal activity. We are talking about an environment where the crime took place. Based on the places within the location that are victims of crimes we can determine the likelihood of further crime.
-Figure out where crime is happening based on victimized individuals living there. Based on crime rates we predict crime for the areas.
2) Strain Theory:
-Authored by Robert K. Merton (Typology of Adaptation) Cloward and Ohlen (Differential Opportunity)
-Famous based on his concept of anomie on the cause of crime.
- Anomie: means normlessness.
-Concept taken by Durkheim to explain the causes of crime.
-Merton used anomie to differentiate between means and goals: It is a disjunction between institutional means and cultural goals.
-According to Merton: The world we live in strives to attain wealth, status and success.
-Came up with the concept of frustration (how people deal with means and goals in society).
-Not everyone has the same means to achieve the goals which increases frustration.
-Different ways people adapt and the ways people adapt are called modes.
-The concept says modes of adaptation are:
1) Conformity: Accepts the means and accepts the goals
2) Innovation: Reject the means and Accepts the goals.
3) Ritualism: Accepts Means and Rejects the Goals
4) Rebellion: Rejects or Accepts the means and Rejects or Accepts the goals. (Change views based on situation).
5) Retreatism: Rejects the Means and Rejects the goals.
Important: Robert K Merton is known for Typology of Adaptation (a methodology, a way of achieving success through different methods and not all have access for the modes of achieving it).
-When talking about strain theory we are talking about durkheims theory of anomie with the theory when talking about modes of adaptation we think of Merton.
-Two types of crime under strain theory:
1) the normal: We have resources to control and contain crime.
2) Pathological: levels of crime exceed the resources we have to control and contain crime.
Differential Opportunity Theory:
-Developed by Cloward and Ohlin: Book called Delinquency and Opportunity (1960)
-Based on notion that society has 2 sets of structured opportunities (pathways) for success: Legitimate and Illegitimate
1) Legitimate: Follow legal pathways to success
2) Illegitimate: Follow illegal pathways to success/
-People in lower classes don’t have access to legitimate pathways and are strained, so they follow illegitimate pathways to success.
-Having money makes a difference.

Social Structure Perspective (theory) Continued (not on exam):
Thorstin Sellin Culture Conflict theory 
Culture Conflict Theory: Looks at a clash between different groups within society which is viewed as acceptable behaviour.
Two types of Conflict:
1) Primary Conflict:  Based on culture conflict. A clash between different cultures (French/English, etc).
2) Secondary Conflict: Try to impose middle class values on lower class youth.
-Conduct norms: norms we all share and we all accept.
Culture Conflict: Sociological perspective of crime that Suggests route causes of criminality can be found in a clash of values between variously socialized groups over what is acceptable for proper behaviour.
-Culture conflict part of Social Structure perspective because it is the conflict that exists between different cultures.
2)Social Process Perspective:
Social Process Theory: Crime is the end product of various social processes, especially inappropriate socialization and social learning. This approach stresses the role of interpersonal relationships, the strength of the social bond, and the personal and group consequences of societal reaction to deviance as they contribute to crime.
Sub-theories under Social Process Theory:
1) Social Learning Theory
Two Main Subheadings:
1) Differential Association
-Edwin Sutherland
-Only theory that deals with an explanatory model to describe why people resort to criminality.
- Rationalize or legitimize your association with group, Join group for protection, rationalize and reject conventional standards of society.
9 Principles under theory:
-1) Criminal Behaviour is learned.
-2) Criminal Behaviour is learned in interaction with other persons in a process of communication.
-3) The principle part of learning criminal behaviour occurs within intimate personal groups.
-4) When criminal behaviour is learned, the learning includes the following: a) The techniques of committing the crime (Simple of complex), b) The specific directions of motives, drives, rationalizations and attitudes. 
-5) The specific direction of motives and drives is learned from definitions of the legal codes as favourable or un-favourable (engage in behaviour based on if you agree with the law or not).
-6) A person becomes a criminal because of an excess of definitions favourable to violation of the law over definitions unfavourable to violation of the law. (Encapsulates what differential association theory is. There are more arguments in favor of breaking law than not breaking law).
-7) Differential Association’s vary in frequency, duration, priority and intensity (Reasons you have will vary over time).
-8) The process of learning criminal behaviour by association with criminal and non-criminal patterns involves the same learning mechanisms as any other behaviour.
-9) While criminal behaviour is an expression of general needs and wants, it cannot be explained by those same general needs and wants because non-criminal behaviour is an expression of the same needs and wants.

2) Neutralization Techniques:
-Techniques for deflecting responsibility. Ways of mitigating culpability that is your sense of guilt that we cognitively employ to stay sane after we commit a guilty act.
-Sykes and Matza came up with these techniques to explain how delinquent’s drift into crime (called delinquent drift).

-Neutralization Techniques:
-1) Denial of responsibility (The trouble I got into, is not my fault).
-2) Denial of Injury (I did not think it was a major problem since it can be claimed by insurance).
-3) Denial of the Victim (Denying the victim, saying they had it coming, etc).
-4) Condemning the condemners (People who are blaming me for plagiarising are responsible for the fact I plagiarised because they make the tasks too difficult).
-5) Appeal to higher authorities (“I did it because I didn’t want to let my family down”).

2) Labelling Theory (A.K.A Interactionist Perspective):
-Social groups create deviance by making the rules whose infraction constitutes deviance and by applying the rules to particular people and labelling them as outsiders. From this point of view, deviance is not a quality of the act the person commits, but rather a consequence of the application by others of rules and sanctions to an offender. The deviant is one to whom the label has been successfully applied. Deviant behaviour is behaviour that people so label.
-A process of applying a label to someone who either accepts or rejects the label. The interaction defines whether or not you are a criminal.
Four Major Theorists:
1) Frank Tannenbaum
-Uses a term “Tagging”: Process by which people individuals are negatively defined by the justice sysyem.
-Dramatization of Evil: A process by which people (offenders) come to be seen by the justice system as irrevocably evil. 
2) Howard S Becker
- Focuses on drug users because he wanted to know how drug users saw themselves relative to other members of society.
-Came to conclusion that although society saw drug users as being outsiders, the users themselves saw society as outsiders. (Came from his book “The Outsiders”).
-Learned that it is not the label you have, it is the interaction that takes places between you and the person who labels you.
-“Deviance is not a quality that lies in behaviour itself, but in the interaction between the person who commits the act and those who respond to it”.
- Labelling only has meaning when the label means something to you.
3) Edwin Lemert
-There are two types of deviance:
 -1) Primary Deviation: Commits the act once.
-2) Secondary Deviation: Accept committing the act as a way of life (commit it routinely).  Can follow an incremental process or jump throught the steps.
-There are a series of steps towards Secondary Deviation:
1) First step primary deviation
2) Social penalties imposed
2) Second time further primary deviation. 
4) Stronger penalties and rejection
5) Continue to do it (further deviation) but become hostile and resentful of people who censor you.
6) You reach a crisis point and may be stigmatized and there may be penalties (to you it stops mattering).
7) Strengthening of your deviant behaviour (you react to stigmatization and start to accept it).
8) Acceptance of who you are as a deviant, criminal, etc.

4) John Braithwaite
-Dealt with concept of shaming
-Had a woman who broke the law hold a sign on a street corner (called shaming)
-Shaming exposes you to social ridicule by placing you out in the open and exposing you of your mistakes.
-Came up with two types of shaming:
1)Stigmatic Shaming: You impose a stigma on the person. The stigma happens when you are in court (charges presented by judge towards accused, if you are convicted it goes public). It destroys the bond between you and the rest of society because it alienates you from society.
2) Reintigrative shaming: impose a sanction on someone but the purpose of the sanction is to strengthen the bond not alienate you from the bond (ex: Aboriginal communities with healing circles, etc).

3) Social Control Theory
Two Components:
1) Containment Theory
-Walter C Wreckless
- Each individual has the capacity to restrain themselves from committing offences. It is only when there is sickness that the process of social control breaks down and causes criminality.
-2 types of containment:
-Internal Containment: internal process. Can you repress desires. You control yourself.
-External Containment: Social control bodies are in place. Society has placed sanctions or programs that control your behaviour.
-Who concept comes down to conscience (internal containment) v.s socieities measures (external containment)- when internal controls don’t work, the state steps in to control you.

2) Social Bond Theory **MAJOR ONES IF THESE ARE ON EXAM**
-Travis Hirschi
-Known for his theory that deals with the social bond (how effective do people bond with society)
-Some are capable and some are incapable with bonding with social norms.
-Four Components that define social bond:
1) Attachment: How attached are you to your community (psychopaths are not)
-weak attachment is associated with psychopath.
2) Commitment: How committed to society are you.
-means contributing to the community in which you live (volunteer, take an interest in where you live).
3) Involvement: How involved with society are you.
- More involved with your society, the less likely to criminally act.
4) Belief: Do you believe in and support the values of the society that you live in.

4) Social Development Theories
1)Life-Course Theories (we look at this in criminology):
-When we focus on life course theories, We take into consideration 3 specific aspects of crime:
1)What is the onset of crime?
-interested in scientifically knowing when people first start committing offences.
2)What is the Persistence of crime?
-How frequently are offences committed.
3)What is the Desistence of crime?
-when does criminality end.

-Life course theories are also referred to as Developmental Criminology. 
They Look at Reductivist Strategies:
	-The development of offending and antisocial behaviour.
-What age groups are associated with the specific types of crimes being committed?
	-Risk and protective factors at different ages 
-there are specific risks at different ages and protective factors that offset or help	against risks. As criminologists, we want to know what each risks and protective	factors	are at different ages in order to prevent crime.
	-Effects of life events on the course of development. 
		-getting married reduces crime, getting jobs, etc. Idleness breeds trouble.
- Longitudinal studies are done to support facts.
-Developmental and lifecourse theories detects criminality from birth to death (womb to tomb).
- David Farrington Cambridge study in delinquent development has been going on for 48+ years
-What do we conclude about what causes crime through developmental and life course criminology theories?:
1) Prevalence of offending peaks in the late teenage years between 15-19
2) The peak age of onset of offending is between 8-14 .The peak age of desistance from offending is between 20-29
3) An early age of onset predicts a relatively long criminal career duration and the commission of many offences (earlier you start, the greater likelihood you will have a long criminal career).
4) There is marked continuity in offending and antisocial behaviour from childhood to the teenaged years and to adulthood. There is a relative stability of the ordering of people who commit relatively many offences (people who commit the majority of offences in one age range are responsible for new offences in new age ranges- same people commit different offences).
5) A small fraction of the population commit the largest fraction of all crimes (20% commit 80% of the offences). We notify these people as chronic offenders or chronic recidivists.
6) Offending is versatile rather than specialized (people tend to commit different types of offences).
7) In types of acts defined as offences, they are elements of a larger syndrome of antisocial development (when people commit crimes it is in their lifestyle due to promiscuity, substance abuse, truancy, and other types of wreckless behaviour).
8) Most offences up to the late teenaged years are committed with others. In adulthood, the majority are committed alone. 
9) There are a litany of excuses for why offenders in mid-late teen years commit crime. The reasons given for offending up to the late teenage years are boredom or other neutralization techniques.
10) Different offences tend to be first committed in an order of offences that gets sequentially worse (Shop lifting to robbery, to armed robbery).

Different Models for criminal Justice:
1) Retributive model of criminal justice (Punishment oriented).
-1) Crime is an act against the state, a violation of the law, an abstract idea.
-2) Criminal Justice system controls crime
-3) Offender accountability is defined as “taking punishment”.
-4) Crime is an individual act with individual responsibility.
-5) Victims are peripheral to the process of resolving a crime.
-6) Offender is defined by deficits (some form of liability, character flaw or weakness).
-7) Justice System is based on adversarial/Anglo-Saxon method. (two people fight it out),  elsewhere continental justice is viewed on an inquisitorial system (you don’t have a panel, you plead your own case).
-8) Pain is imposed to punish, deter and prevent.
-9) Community is on the sidelines and represented abstractly by the state.
-10) Response is focused on offenders past behaviour.
-11) There is dependence on criminal justice professionals (courts, the crowns, the police).
2) Restorative model of criminal justice:
-1) Crime is an act against another person or the community.
-2) Crime control lies primarily with the community.
-3) Offender accountability is defined as assuming responsibility and taking action to repair harm.
-4) Crime has both individual and social dimensions of responsibility.
-5) Victims are central to the process of resolving crime.
-6) The offender is defined by the capacity to make reparation (to compensate or pay back).
-7) Restitution is a means of restoring both parties (goal is reconciliation).
-8) The community is the facilitator in the restorative process.
-9) The response is focused on harmful consequences of the offenders behaviour. The emphasis is on the future and on reparation.
-10) There is direct involvement by the offender and the victim in restorative justice (you can’t have one without the other).

These models are not to be confused with Pacard’s models of criminal behaviour despite that they do fit into his models:
Classical School: Crime control model focusing on criminal law/ retributive model.
Positive School: Due Process model focusing on criminal procedure, restorative model and reformation.

Next theory: Social Conflict Perspective: Richard Quinney and the Social Reality of Crime: The rich make the laws, and the laws they make are the laws the maintain the status quo and keep the rich rich and the poor poor.
Social Conflict Theory:
Social Conflict: Crime is the product of a class struggle. This perspective emphasizes the nature of the existing power relationships between social groups, the ownership of the means of production and the economic and social structure of society as it relates to social class and social control.
5 Major Assumptions of Social Conflict Perspective:
1) Society is divided by conflict rather than integrated by consensus (there is no agreement, people don’t get along).
2) Society is made up of groups based on political and economic power.
3) Differences in social class and in particular those arrangements within society that maintain class differences are the focus for criminological study.
4) Powerful groups make laws that reflect and protect their interests.
5) Crime is an outcome of conflict between the haves and the have-nots.
Types of Social Conflict Theories:
1) Radical Criminology:
-Based on Marxist theory
-Crime is rooted in social conditions that empower the wealthy and the politically well organized and disenfranchise the poor and less organized.
Richard Quinney (Radical Criminologist):
-Theories based on American Capitalist society.
-The state is organized to serve the interests of the ruling dominant economic class.
-Criminal law is an instrument of the state that is designed to maintain the status quo. (Ex: pass laws against Break and Entering and theft, you won’t see rich in prison, only poor).
-Crime control in a capitalist society is established and administered by government elite (ruling class)
-He basically says the state makes the laws and enforces them.
-no individual has the power that law enforcement do.
-They took an oath in office (unlike any other occupation).


2) Critical Criminology:
-Advocates that simply critiquing social relationships leading to crime is not enough and calls for proactive and radical changes in social conditions which cause crime.
3) Feminist Criminology:
-Inequities that exist can be found in gender and that because of the inequities, women can’t compete equally with men therefore that is where the problem lies. It looks at crime as a breakdown between genders and the lack of female power.

Mr.Big Operations:
RCMP undercover operation where they pose as criminals themselves and try to get suspected criminals to admit to certain crimes.
-They befriend you, show you the money and power they are capable of. When they fully complete the bond, they tell the suspect that it is time to meet the Boss (Mr. Big) and in order to be part of the group, you need to admit to a crime.
-When one admits to a crime, they use it against them and convict them.

-eyewitness testimony is unreliable.
-People admit to crimes they didn’t commit when interrogated for extended periods of time to avoid the uncomfortable nature of the interrogation.

-Supreme Court of Canada 
-Nelson Hart spent 7 years in prison for a crime he didn’t commit (killing twin daughters).
-SCC ruled that the information from the Mr. Big Operations are inadmissible.

Lecture 10: 2014
Wrongful Conviction: People are targeted by police and charged and convicted despite being innocent.
-David Milgard: Most noticeable case of wrongful conviction in Canada. Served 22 years in prison despite being innocent.
-Biggest problem with wrongful convictions are they: target and select an individual 
-Nelson Hart: Good example because the confession was ruled inadmissible by the court.

3 Major Pitfalls with Mr. Big Operations:
-Mr. Big confessions raised the spectre of unreliable confessions.
-Some confessions come with evidenced that shows the accused took part in simulated crimes (This evidence sullies the accused’s character).
-Such operations run the risk of becoming abusive (thought must be given to the kinds of police tactics)

Major Functions and the way in which we structure the administration of the law in this country: Executive, judicial, legislative. All are independent of each other.

Within Policing: 20% deals with law enforcement and 80% deals with mental health, drugs addiction, homeless, traffic, crowd control.


Different types of discretion:
Citizen invoked Law enforcement: You call police, they send someone.
Police Invoked Law Enforcement: Police see suspicious behaviour and act on it.
-When Citizen invoked happens Police are hamstrung and have to act on it.
-When police invoked: They have more discretion. 
-Constrained by other bureaucracies (other agencies such as private property have to have relationship to allow them access).
-Constrained by their work
-Due process : must comply to the law.

Biggest problem with policing today is that we are asking them to do too much with insufficient skills and knowledge of certain areas that need to be addressed.

Crime Statistics: If people don’t trust police, they won’t report crime.
Dark Figure of Crime: any unreported crime. We don’t know what crime is because of lack of reporting.
-Distrust police, fear of intimidation or retaliation, being unaware of the law and the rights, could be a family member, people don’t want to get involved with judicial process.

Lecture 11: August 7 2014
Dark Figure of crime: Volume or portion of crime that is not reported to police.
-Huge difference between raw data that is collected and data that is collected by advocacy groups and data that is collected as part of an empirical project.
-Empirical data as research project: Can’t doctor statistics. They are fact based. They are submitted for publication where they are peer reviewed.
-Police collect data on standardized forms and must release it to statistics Canada and more specifically uniform crime reports (UCR) to Canadian Centre for Justice Statistics.
-Crime statistics. Large amount are reported to police. What comes out at the end of the funnel is a small percentage that wind up an arrest a charge and a conviction. (Only small % of cases go through court. Of those that make it to court the majority go to plea bargaining. A lot of cases never go to trial. Takes years).
-Crime statistics recorded by police are raw statistics.  Important because:
1) Assists and describes the nature and extent of crime. Pinpoints where crime rates are the highest.
2) Provides empirical support for the hypothesis of criminologists (can go to reports to see what statistics show for various crimes).
3) Used for developing criminal justice policy. (i.e: we know youth do worse when sent to adult facility).
4) It helps you evaluate with data criminal justice policies.
4) Statistics paint a picture of risk 
5) Statistics are also useful for providing an overview of victimization rates, offender profiles and crime patterns.


For youth:
-If you send a young person into an adult prison, it leads to higher reconviction rates, juveniles transferred to adult court are more likely to reoffend, reoffend more frequently and do so at higher rates than if we don’t transfer youth to adult prisons.

Issue of Dark Figure of Crime:
Why people don’t report offences:
1) Some offences are only know by offender (they won’t turn themselves in)
2) People are ignorant of the criminal law
3) Witnesses don’t come forward. Less than 50% will cooperate. (Takes time, fear of retallation).
4) Some people won’t report people that they know.
5) Criminal statistics are important but if you report something your name can be in the paper.
