If the only thing you knew about sex was from porn, what would it be? 

· Everyone has a perfect body 
· Stunning girl with bad looking guys (ex. Ron Jeremy) 
· Very noisy --> paralanguage, moans, groans, absence of (linguistic) communication / expression of feelings 
· Every guy has a gigantic penis 
· “Cum” is the money shot --> the guy’s “gift” to the girl 
· Everyone reaches orgasm / cums every time (simultaneously) 
· Women always cum through penis-vagina intercourse (but it is seen more common now for this to occur through anal sex) 
· Women have little to no pubic hair (if any, a landing strip) 
· Chest hair is non-existent on men 
· No “sex-play” -- only penetration 
· Sex can happen anywhere, with anyone, at any time 
· Girls / Guys have no gag reflex (straight and gay born) 
· No condom use 
· Only stereotypical bodies that conform to sexual norms and gender norms 
· Group sex is common 
· Men are rarely submissive 
· No one will ever reject the offer for sex 
· Sex is always amazing -- there is no such thing as bad sex 
· Sex is often rough and aggressive 
· Emphasis on the girl 
· Ultimate money shot is on the girl’s facial expressions 
· All white or “exotic” (all races are racialized) 
· Sex is a form of currency 
· Best sex is usually with someone who is barely legal 
· Sex is more for the young, beautiful able bodied 
· No love making, just fucking (noisy with no conversation) 
· “Inside Deep Throat” 
· Porn movie where the female porn star was drugged to extremes (almost into unconsciousness) so that the male porn star could penetrate his penis deeper into her esophagus 
· “Behind the Green Door”
· Neat / tidy 
· No breaks (using a “fluffer” - girl off scene who goes down on the male porn star to make sure he stays hard) 
· Anal sex is a “natural progression” 
· We see what sex “should” look like 
· Never awkward 
· Women often have fake breasts and are contortionists 
· Even in violation of the norms, we see the norms reinforced 
· How does this list mesh with last week’s list? 
· The implicit messages in mainstream media + porn are similar 
· Sex is graphic in porn 
· But sex is more censored in media (“This film is not yet rated”) 
· 1934 
· Late 1800s (Victorian Era) 
· Women were seen as vamps (fear of spermatorheas) 
· In the late 1920s - this is a common theme in the moves 
· 1933 - “The Red Headed Woman” 
· Power to suck men dry of social power/position and sexually while getting what they wanted --> pleasure 
· The Depression (1939) 
· People are turning to movies as a way to escape from the depression 
· 1940s
· In Hollywood and the United States --> men are at war (women must replace them in the workforce to earn money) 
· Early 1950s 
· Film noir --> not just literally in black and white 
· Big interest in female sexuality, power 
· Men not needing women but getting seduced easily by them 
· The heroine (women) pays for being a bad girl 
· Movie - “Now Voyageur” 
· Main female role played by Betty Davis 
· Her character takes on the identity of Camile 
· Starts off as a very beautiful 19th century courtesan who falls in love with a crew member of a cruise line - her mother wont allow their romance to continue which throws her into a deed depression / resentment for her mother (taking away her love) 
· She never marries (becomes a spinster) because she’s a courtesan and dies of consumption (tuberculosis)    
· In “Pretty Woman”, Richard Gere plays a wealthy business man who picks up a hooker (Julia Roberts). He hires her to stay with him as a guest and eventually falls in love with her. 
· While together, he takes her to see an Opera about a hooker 
· Throughout the film, we see Julia Robert’s character struggle with the idea of whether or not the man she she “working for” want her (is in love with her) or is just playing one big mind game with her and only wants her business (he character is very desirable to Richard Gere’s character but is not fully attainable at the same time) 
· In the movie “Now Voyageur”, the main male role names the girl Camile because he sees her as someone who is incredibly desirable but unattainable 
· This is after the HAYS Code --> cannot show sex explicitly so how will directors show that the two people are getting involved with one another? 
· Starts two cigarettes and gives her one --> tells the audience that they are lovers 
· Language 
· Sex has freed her because of the man she met. Now she must work to maintain that freedom  
· What are the main messages of male and female sexuality and about love and romance? 
· You would not see that kind of ending in 2013 
· Why? : The script has changed
· Self-sacrifice + liberation / passion + sex 
· Implicitly shown that a woman needs a man in her life to be sure of herself but once she knows, sex is enough to be confident in life --> she gets sexual passion 
· Sexual relationship vs. Romantic relationship 
· She doesn’t come from a traditional nuclear family but will find happiness in the end of it all --> she still gets it all, even without marriage 
· The main male role is played of a respectable man who continues to cheat on his wife, yet we sheer on the main female character for being a “home wrecker” and getting what she wants (we root for her to get away with her lifestyle) 
· The implicit message is more radical but much less graphic 
· Ex. Cigarettes --> example of sexuality without being explicit 
· The main female character is never psychologically intact unless there is a man in her life 
· Movie - “Lover Come Back” 
· Rock Hudson - 80s (had AIDS and dies of it) 
· His silence = death 
· People found out he was gay 
· Doris Day - portrays a virgin 
· 1950s - A period of strong conservatism 
· Theme revolves around a man getting (or not) the girl 
· People playing advertisers 
· Gay character in code 
· In this move, Hudson is really a gay guy (in real life) who is playing a straight man, who is pretending to be gay 
· Message : Of men, women love, sexuality, marriage 
· A woman will usually say “no”but will says “yes” all the time, you just have to sway her
· The nice girl would not fall for this! 
· If the man marries you, its okay to become pregnant before actually tying the knot 
· Sex before marriage will lead to paying for your sins = baby 
· Any guy can be turned towards marriage 
· Both sides of the fantasy 
· With the good moves, you can sway a girl but with the right moves, you can win her heart (marriage)  
· Women use sex to get love vs. Men use love to get sex 
· The only thing that matters to make a woman happy is marriage and a baby 
· At all costs, the most important thing is not to have a baby outside of wedlock 
· Marriage is the be all and end all (fulfillment) --> HAVE TO get married! 
· Only have 2 choices 
· Maintain integrity 
· Surrender (position of power / love) 
· Must pick only one 
· Men compartmentalize 
· 2 kinds of women 
· The one you have fun with 
· The one you marry 
· Change women’s identity, not men’s 
· He sexuality = who she is 
· Sex is always tied to love
