· Is Anal sex safe?
· Depends on how you do it 
· You should always use a condom or other barrier dams

· Specializes with sexual orientation on film  
Film - “The Celluloid Closet” 

· Sexuality on film 
· McCarthy - Repressive time in history 
· Who you are not only comes from within but from culture (which is seen in film)
· “Prissy” / “Sissy” - how homosexual men were described back in the day (stereotype) 
· “Queen Christina” (film) - based on a real lesbian monarchy
· Sex, Sin and Censorship (SSC) 
· Joseph Breen --> Hays Code director 
· 1950s - Seeming gay was as bad as being gay 
· Homosexuality was often expressed indirectly in the movies, which correlates with real life - homosexuals could never be open about their sexual orientation 
· Dorris Day films --> often nicknamed “Delayed Fuck” (never had sex before marriage)
· If a male actor says he’s gay, it will hold him back (wont get a gig/job) 
· But if a man plays a gay role, it will probably get him an Oscar 
· IRONY 
· Being gay = harmful
· Playing gay = great 
· Variety magazine --> said that this was a breakthrough film of homosexuality 
· David Kronenberg --> cites that this movie is what influenced him to get into the film industry
· Sweet, innocent film 
· There was lots of energy devoted to keep some of the scenes off the screen

Professor Matthew Hays 

· Film - “Winter Kept Us Warm” (1966) 
· Early independent film 
· First Canadian film to deal with gay themes 
· Directed by David Sector (at the age of 22) 
· Comes from an innocent place 
· Camouflaged the screen play 
· Not overtly gay but there was an obvious romance 
· Needed permission from the university 
· Drama department was supportive 
· Was so under the radar that even some of the cast members didn’t know what the film was about 
· Was the first english language feature to be brought to _________
· Durry was lead by Sophia Loren  
· Will Hays + HAYS Code 
· Joseph McCarthy 
· Claimed he had a list of Soviet agents in the American government 
· Playing on the theme of communisms and the Cold War 
· All subordinate had to be cleared 
· See evidence of this kind of thing even today with bumper stickers 
· “Bomb Iran, then Hollywood” 
· “Red Channels” (book) 
· About people involved in left-y causes 
· If people were on a certain list, they would not get jobs 
· This created a climate of fear 
· Lillian Hellman 
· Arthur Miller (called it a “witch hunt”) 
· Both were black-listed 
· Ex. After 9/11, the Bush Administration wanted to tackle the issue of anxiety in their citizens 
· Journalists couldn’t ask anything too critical or they’d be accused of not supporting their troupes and being unpatriotic 
McCarthy was discredited and censored by congress -- he was a severe alcoholic and dies at the young age of 47 

· Anti-semitism (all jews were communists) 
· Homophobia (most people fled to Europe) 
· Films that did well were romantic-comedies (ex. Dorris Day style) 
· It became really bad in the film industry for homosexuals 
“Queerworks” (film) 

· Late 50s and early 60s with the Beats 
· “Howl” --> homophobic poem 
· There was more questioning 
Canada had an outsider status 

· Therefore was more open to the gay theme in media 
· Didn’t have to go through Hollywood’s filter 
· Canadian films were marginalized but they managed to side step the above 
· Government funding for films was easily accessed which meant that they were also more open to gay themes
Robin Wood (late gay academic) 

· “Return of the Repressed” (essay) 
80s - Rise of institutions 

· Sun Dance 
· Miramax 
· Would buy low budget films and distribute them to make money (would eventually be seen around the world) 
· This model has collapsed due to the technological revolution 
Recommended book 

· “Tennecy Williams” 
· “Tennecy Williams on film”
· About how hard some people worked to keep homosexuality off the big screen 
· Worried about the idea of representing homosexual figures in the media because they thought that this would lead to more liberal ideologies about homosexuals (“they aren’t so bad”) and therefore lead to socially accepted 
James Bond - “Skyfall” (2012)

· There is a scene where one of the villains who captures Bond is queer 
Queer Film Studies 

· Queer cinema 
· Try to create their own project while also trying to make an impact on mainstream 
· Technology has brought the end to popular culture 
· We’re talking about being marginalized so much and how we see lots of fragmentation in the audience 
· However, how do we affect this kind of culture when so many of the audiences are marginalized? 
Are there still taboos in today’s society?

· Depends on the person you ask and you culture / context 
· If you address more secretive groups in society, there is most probably much taboo 
Today

· We are getting away with depictions of homosexuality (and blacks) in films through humour 
· *It is seen that lesbians are less “threatening” than gays 
· We should start seeing more (homo) normative role depictions in media --> no more stereotypes 
· So what if they are gay? They are human beings and are just like everyone else
