What is ancient Greek civilization?
Ancient = BCE (before the common era)
Pre-historic : before 750 BCE
Historic : 750 bce – 30bce

Who are the Ancient Greeks?
· Graeci
· Hellen (not Helen!)  *guys name. This is what greeks would call themselves. Hellen is the greek equivalent to noah
· Hellene
· Hellas : Homeland of the Hellenes. Topography: Lots of mountains, making it hard to travel around.  Easier to travel be sea than land. Resources : minerals ( gold, silver , iron, copper), building stone (marble limestone) , not a lot of agriculture. Climate : damp ( most things would be done outside, like meeting, theatres etc.) Winter agricultural cycle: they plant in the fall and harvest in the spring and the early summer.

The three main crops, The Mediterranean Triad ( grain, Grapes, olives)
The three “gods” protecting the main crops. 
· Demeter (grain)
· Dionysos (grape)
· Athena ( olive)

Non- Greek Foods
· Tomatoes
· Potatoes, rise, corn
· Sugar

· (chicken, beef)
