Census
2006-> 23% of residence in Ottawa were born abroad
2011-> 25%

1/3 of force civilians 
$256 mil budget – funded by tax payers
Police Services Act
- dictates main responsibilities
- legislation 
- adequacy standards
7 members on Police Board
- responsible for hiring police chief, deputy chief and set direction of police. 
Police chief doesn’t dictate salaries. 
3year business plan: in the process of being planned for 2013-15
4 priorities
- community (keep up public opinion) 
- members (training, mental health, tools) 
- service (meeting needs of victims, offenders, etc) 
- value (tax dollars well spent) 

1. Guns + Gangs
- 33 shootings this year in Ottawa
- priority
- intervention, prevention, help getting kids out. 
28 different recommendations
2. Violence against women
- domestic violence
- always a point in time when someone could have intervened and saved a woman
- create a system that people can freely report violence and harassment
3. Traffic safety
- need to reduce accidents 
Question – are you doing anything to help the safety of prostitutes?
Yes 
- 6 prostitutes killed in Ottawa in the past... several years (didn’t catch exact number of years) 
- focus on targeting Johns, and building relationships with prostitutes to develop trust. 
- Officer they can trust and report to after a “bad date”
PO’s Principles
- police is the community; the community is the police
	- must work together
	- must have mutual trust
- main focus is crime prevention
- law enforcement as well. 
Police Oversight
- profession with one of the most oversight
- accountability and trust
- many levels of accountability across service

police act; code of conduct.
OIPRD 
- independent organization for complaints against police.
	- investigate
Special Investigation Unit
- Serious bodily harm (broken arm, finger, etc) 
- Investigate police
- Identify whether there was criminal act by the police officer

Criminological Theories

Structural Perspective: people’s place in society (poverty, affluent homes, subjected to discrimination) situates the problem with society.  Look at group organization
Park & Burgess: any geographic city, the care is where the criminal activity exists
Zone 1: Core, criminal activity is at height
Zone 2: Apartments, condos, garages,                              
Zone 3: working class, blue-collar jobs
Zone 4: middle class
Zone 5: suburbs
Zones are called eccentric circles
Once you move away from the core, type of crime changes
- Impaired driving more likely found in zones 3-5
- prostitution zones 1-2 & decreases until zone 5
- policing varies by zone because all zones are different

Carol Laprery: Aboriginal reserves
Criminology of place: looks at specific area, geographic location
- Any correlation between layout of community & criminal behavior
- Certain neighbourhoods are high crime areas. 

Who does law enforcement target?
-Ethnicity? Racial background? Bias?
‘Broken Windows’ criminological term: if you don’t take care of your place, others will look at it as if you don’t care; making you a target.
When a neighbourhood takes care of property, it sends a message to criminals that they are about their property; thus deterring crime.

Defensible Space: making it difficult for people to commit crimes/steal 

Displacement effect: if you know somewhere is heavily policed, you will take your crime elsewhere.

Anomie
-Durkheim term to define suicide 
-normalnessless, lack of purpose, dysfunctional
-dysfunction between institutional means and cultural goals. 
Cloware & Ohlan: Differential Opportunity
-people want to achieve success, but not everyone has the same means of success.
- Illegitimate & legitimate 

3 Types of delinquent subcultures
1. Criminal subcultures: role models are criminals. Reinforces antisocial behavior.
2. Conflict subcultures: seek power and status through violence
3. Retreatist subculture: people withdraw from society altogether
Culture Conflict
- root causes of crime: result of primary conflict. A clash of cultures
Secondary conflict: smaller cultures within the primary culture in conflict
Example: immigrant culture norms, come to Canada and then decide not to conform to their previous norms and take on Canadian norms instead. 
Basically a clash of cultures
