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Word Meanings:

Occult: Something that is occulted is hidden from plain view, hidden from common access. People who have the correct info can access it. Hidden unless you have the key or the knowledge to access.

Magic: Stage entertainment, slight of hand
Magick: Use of energy, occulted energy, occulted knowledge, force of the universe, supernatural. Can be utilized if properly trained. Can’t necessarily see it, but can see the result.

Witch: 
· Anthropological: Small scale religions who didn’t know the structure of other religions. Used to be called witch doctors. Shaman is a word by Tungus, meaning one who interacts with spirits.
· Historical: After the 1400s, European notion that women are evil and have pacts with the devil. Many people killed on allegations of being of witch. Reaches boiling point in 1600s. NOT IN THE MIDDLE AGES, NOT IN THE MIDIEVAL AGES.
· Religionist: People who identify themselves as being a witch. Practicing pre-christen European faith. Pagan/Neo-pagan. Will call themselves wiccan. 
· Feminist/Goddess Worship: Used as a political term (meaning powerful woman). No man controlled a woman who was a witch. More in the 1960s. 
· Satanism: Post 1960s, it is a metaphor for power, self-enlightenment to some. To others, it is used as a divinity.

Abrahamic Faiths: Judeism, Islamic, Christianity

Mythology: The study of sacred words. It is understood as true by the people of that faith.
· Muthos: Words with many layers of meaning. I.e. words used in poetry.
· Logos: Words that are absolutely clear, literal. E.g. Water bottle 

Cosmology: Someone’s worldview. Cosmology is derived from your mythology.
