Governmentality: making people more governable or ability of lawmakers to enable policies and decisions. Obvious paradigm shift.
Biopower: power on body; throughout history, to inflict punishment on one person would be to heal the “body” of the state.
Thanatopolitics: government of death. Controlling peoples’ lives. Totalitarianism-ish system.
Panopticon: Bentham; jail where one guard can see everyone but inmates can’t see each other. E.g., healthcare, schooling, etc.
Peak oil: utmost amount of oil that one can produce before it becomes too expensive to produce afterwards. The climax. Will lead to war scarcity, human depravity.
Stake holders:  Just define who they are in questions.
Arctic melt: See Climate change and its effect on policy-making and Ebinger + Zambetakis.
Neoliberalism: emphasizes the efficiency of private enterprise, liberalized trade and relatively open markets to promote globalization. Seeks to maximize the role of the private sector in determining the political and economic priorities of the world.
Accumulation by dispossession: Acquiring public wealth through: privatization (making things private,) financialization (putting things in financial terms like stocks, bond restrictions, incentivizing economic spending,) crisis management... Marxist.
State redistributions: State’s meagre attempt to redistribute small social programs and pass them off as the reason for heavy taxes
Feldman, Geisler: banality of evil, following chain of command. Extends a bit further on Marxist.
Cowan + Gilbert: War is politics; as opposed to politics is war by any other means.
Tilly: Europe emerged by bullying people into joining, taking taxes and giving small social services to justify it. Pay enforcers, who keep citizens safe – example of small social service.
Gilmore: Global War on Terrorism. Historical rhetoric in framing global conflict. Do it for our national security! Evil Empire as the history of democracy. Means to secure humanity are injust but done to ensure security. 
Farish: Role of the state.  State uses security as its own security blanket. Militarization. State as provider of insecurity. Expertise. Mutually assured destruction. Hilarious homeland security videos. 
Surveillance: Bell, Foucault. Power is getting someone to do something they wouldn’t do otherwise. Classificatory in nature; separate deviance with prisons, institutions, credit ratings. Purifying solutions used to preclude killing. As much about taking life as it is protecting it.
Indeterminacy: Risk spreads risk. 
Borders: Nexus of foreign domestic policy. Social division between two masses of land. Classifying whether you’re one person or another; good consumer, accepted homo economicus. Who we let in, who we don’t. Whoever has a monopoly of power within the borders (Correa + Aiken article); border defines identity. Getting rid of some smaller ones in favour of privatizing borders
SPP: Security and Prosperity Partnership. P-Mart 2005, conversation on furthering the ecnomy and security of USA, Canada and USA (w/ Vicente Fox, George W. Bush) Ayers + Oka think it infringes on sovereignty, but because of accumulation by dispossession it will bring the three together anyways. Canadian state can be prosperous without. Fear of a N.A. Union similar to EU.
Gilbert + Passavant: Either a consumer or a criminal/deviant. Relate to Bell/Tilly. 
Climate change and its effect on policy-making: people will move North, closer to oil; could lead to global conflict like the DRC. Should expect scarcity of energy, could open up shipping routes up north. Reflective citizens will lower their consumption before it’s too late, but can’t do anything about production. 
Inuit diplomacy: In favour of finding rational decisions. Share with people outside of their family. Do not believe in every man for himself. Voluntary association. 
Malthusian theory: Over-population. People compete when things get bad. 
Ebinger + Zambetakis: Geopolitics of the Arctic based on the assumption of Arctic Melt. Opening of the Arctic passage, possibility of the Arctic struggle becoming another cold war.
Abele: Geopolitics and kinship in relation to Arctic diplomacy based on co-existence.  Inuit people working towards one common goal, no dog-eat-dog approach.
